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Niles Friday Retires
From Railroad Job

When the Southern Paeific pas-
senger train left San Antonio last
Friday a group of friends and fel
low employees had gathered at
the depot to  give their “well
wishes” and a large envelope of
money to Niles Friday, porter
who was making his last run be
fore taking his 50-year retirement
on account of his age. When his
train reached Sanderson that
evening, he had a similar exper
cnce and later stated that he
thought he had more friends in
Sanderson than in San Antonio

Friday was born in Yoakum in
892 After being left an orphan
at the age of three, he was reared
by his grandmother who had
three children of her own and re-
ided on a farm in East Texas
he grandmother worked for $3

week and so as ecarly as nine
vears of age he recalls milking
ws, cutting wood, and perform-
ither chores on neighthoring
farms to supplement the family's
wome. To his grandmother he
ives credit for the training and
ntluence which has formed the
ttern of his life

He began his raillroad career

h the San Antonio and Aran
as Pass Railroad ‘SAAP) at the
frieght house i San Antonio on
September 12, 1912 The next year
he transferred to Yoakum to be

iploved as a passenger brake
nan until 1917 when he joined

¢ US Army as a member of
the 90th Division serving  in

France until he was discharged

1919 He returned to his old
job until 1925 when the Southern
Pacit Railroad took over SAAP
ind he was made a porter but
erformed the same duties, that

{ brakeman, until 1942 when
white men were placed on head
ends of passenger trains as brake

Friday stated that throughout
his 50 vears of service, he has
never been in a train wreck, but
has had some hair-raising inci
dents. The most outstanding ones
were the Corpus Christi storm in
1919, when the city was partially
destroyed and the bridge and
causeway washed out behind the
train. the flood of 1954 when the
Pecos River bridge was washed
awayv and also some of the track
ahead of Friday's train  which
spent from Saturday night until
Monday afternoon near Langtry
and passengers were transferred
by helicopter to Del Rio to re
sume their journey

For the past 12 years Friday
has been running from San An-
tonio to Sanderson and stated
that those years had been among
the most pleasant ones of his 50
vears' experience

His wife died in 1949, but he
has maintained his home in San
Antonio across the street from
St Paul's Methodist Church
where he has been an active
member for many years. He has a
step-son, a son, and two grand-
daughters there The son Is a
muil carrier and his daughter-in-
law Is a teacher

When asked about his plans for
retirement vears, Friday stated
that he could hardly wait to get
into that $13500 chair he had
pought last year “just for the oc-

casion’
