But there Is also a positive 
side of the stroke ledger, oue 
that grows brighter all tbe tune 
The Texas Heart AssocialKii’ 
points out that from 183U to 186C 
the death rate from stroke de­
clined by 22 per cent among 
men aged 43-64.

There are several causes o( 
stroke As in heart attack, the 
underlying process whu-h se'.r 
the sUge for a stroke u atheros­
clerosis. tbe condition in which 
arteries are clogged or narrowed 
by fatty deposits. In heart atuck 
tbe clogging blocks the flow ol 
blood to a part of the heart mus­
cle In stroke, the artery clog 
ging impedes blood flow to th< 
brain.

Although the brain is only 
about two per cent of the body 
weight, it receives 20 per cent 
of the heart's total output of 
blood When a part of the brain 
is deprived of oxygen-laden 
blood.
