Butler, commander of the 24 
county Midland Highwaq Patrol 
District this week as he releas­
ed the four-month rural traffic 
accident summary

"This trend in rural traflir 
deaths cxi.sts throughout Texas 
but this area Is considerably 
higher from a percentage stand- 
IMiint." Butler staled "Thi- state­
wide trend stands at an 11 |m t  
cent increase in deaths and this 
area is showing a 35 per cent in 
crea.se," he said.

During the first four month? 
of 1964, 19 of the 30 fatal rural 
traffic accidents that have oc­
curred involved only one car 
This points up a glaring n.*ed 
f«ir each driver to assume more 
responsibility in the Job of driv­
ing, as that second vehicle that 
usually is blamed was not near 
enough to be a contributing fac­
tor in 19 of the accidents.

The National Wool Act pre- 
vides "the support price fur 
shorn wool shall be at such in­
centive level as the Secretary, 
alter consultation with producer 
representatives, and after taking 
into consideration prices i>aid 
and other cost cundltiona affec­
ting sheep production, determin­
ed to be necessary to encourage 
an annual pruducUon* . . .  of ap­
proximately 300 million pounds 
of shorn wool

The act also requires that both 
approprutions reimbursing CCC  
for expenditures in operating 
the program and the total 
amount of payments be ilmIteJ 
to a portion of duties collected 
on im(H>rts of wool and wool 
manufacturers

The incentive level for shorn 
wool lor the 1965 marketing year 
will be announced this summer 
so that growers may know the 
level when they are shaping up 
their herds for next years pro­
duction

The Incentive price level has 
been 62 rents per pound during 
each of the 10 years of wool pay­
ment program from the 1955 
through the 1964 markeUng 
years. USDA has under consider­
ation a continuance of the pres­
ent incentive price level for 
shorn wool again next year

It is recognized that the Unit­
ed States production of shorn 
wool has declined from Its recent 
peak of 265 million pounds in 
I960 to 238 million pounds i-t 
1963 Sheep numbers and wool 
production are expected to de­
cline further this year before 
leveling off A number of fac­
tors have contributed to the de- 
ellno. Including among others — 
the discouraglingly low prices of 
lambs In 1960 and 1961. rompetl- 
tion for range, and production 
problems, including riting coats
