Livestock producers in Nor'h
ern Mexico are so pleased with
the reduction in screwworm i
festations, because of the screw-
worm eradication program, they
are making personal contribu-
tons to kXeep the project going

A local cattleman’s association
in Nuevo Laredo in the Mexican
state of Tamaulipas is contribut
ing $60 a month and the state a
sociation of Nwevo Leon is col
lecting $10 from each of its mem
bers to help finance ground sur
vey and inspection activities and
control of screwworm infesta
tions

Sterile serewworm flhies  are
beign released in an  area of
Northemm Mexico encompassing
nearly 250000 square miles to
prevent a buildup of fertile flies
that could migrate into the areas
of the United States where the
insect has been cradicated The
action has reduced secrewworm
problems for Mexican ranchers
as well, Mexico-employed live
stock inspectors cooperate with
U.S. inspectors in conducting ed
ucational and survey work in this
buffer zone.

Maintenance ofthe live-fly bar
rier between the two countries s
credited with keeping the inci
dence of screwworm infestations
in the eradication area at an all
time low for the season

Less than 90 screwworm cases
were reported in Texas during
the first six months of 1964 In
the same period last year 1164
infestations were detected, while
17,693 were recorded in 1962 New
Mexico has reported two cases
in 1964

Troftic Deaths
Up 14 Per Cent

In a mid-year summary of the
traffic situation in Texas, Col
Homer Garrison stressed that (a
tal accidents on the streets and
highways are up about 14 per
cent over 1963 which was the
worst year in history for Texas
traffic with 2,729 fatalities,

“If this trend countinues during
the rest of the year, traffic
deaths will go over 3000 he
said “We must break this trend
toward ever-increasing fatal &>
cidents which seems to have set
in almost exactly two years ago
Io do so, we must have public
awareness of this dangerous »it
uation and the full cooperation
of everyone in saving lives and
cutting injuries and
economic loss ™

The head of the Texas Depart
ment of Public Safety said »
study of the present situation
shows that the increase in fatal
accidents has been in the cities
and towns as well as on the open
highways A recent report shows
that 445 fotal crashes occurred in
cities and towns so far this year
compared to 363 for the same
period last year. The same re
port shows that a total of 524 ru
ral fatal accidents have occurred

down on

this year, compared to 80 1o
the same period in 1963
