Proposed Changes
In Constitution
Are Published

Three proposed changes in the
constitution of the State of Tex-
as are being published this week
for the information of all voters

in the state. The amendments

will be presented for approval or

disapproval at the November

general election

Number One on the ballot
would remove the authorization
to transfer not exceeding one per
cent annually of the total value
of the permanent school fund to
the available school fund. The
available school fund benefits of
this proposal, if it passes, shall
be applied annually to the sup-
port of the public free schools
The money would be distributed
to the counties of the state ac-
cording to their scholastic popu-
lation and applied in such man-
ner as may be provided by law

The distribution of funds for
the use of the schools of the
state would be based strictly on
scholastic population, and would
not take into consideration ‘he
fact that many schools of the
state, particularly in oil produc-
ing counties, have an income
now that taxes the spending et
forts of the respective boards

The second proposal on ‘he
ballot would establish certain re
quirements relative to the enact
ment of laws affecting particulor
conservation and reclamation dis
tricts. This proposal is an effort
to protect the resident taxpayers
against annexations, boundary
changes, bond issuance author-
ity, or the altering of qualifica-
tions or terms of office of the
members of the governing body

This proposal, if passed, would
offer protection to the property
owning residents of certain dis-
tricts in manners heretofore not
stipulated

The third proposal on the bal-
lot would give the legislatuie
of Texas the power to authorize
vendor payments for medical
care on behalf of needy individu-
als 65 years of age and over who
are not recipients of Old Age
Assistance, and who are unable
to pay for needed medical servic-
es; providing for the acceptance
of funds from the federal govern-
ment for the purpose of paying
such medical assistance, and pro-
viding that the amounts paid out
of state funds for such purposes
shall never exceed the amount
that {s matchable out of federal
funds; provided further, however
that such medical care, services
or assistance shall also include
the employment of objective or
subjective means, without the
use of drugs, for the purpose of
ascertaining and measuring the
powers of vision of the human
eye, and fitting lenses or prisms
to correct or remedy any defect
or abnormal condition of vision
