Any quest ions a voter may

First Proposal 
Would Change 
School Fund Low

The voters of the state will de­
cide on three proposed amend­
ments to the Texas Constitution 
on November 3, at the time uf 
the general election.

The first proputi'd ameiidnient 
would remove the authority of 
the legislature to transfer up t.> 
one p«T cent of the permanent 
school fund annually to the 
available school toad.

Under the present law, the leg­
islature IS em(X)wered to with 
draw one pr-r cent of the total 
l>ermanent fund and made avail­
able for the current expenses of 
the state's schools.

Currently the pi'rmaneiit fund 
of $535 inllliun is invested iti 
government bonds and some cor­
porate stocks and bonds and the 
interest and dividends go into 
the available school fund Any 
increases in Hie value uf the in­
vestments and increases in the 
mineral income Irum such things 
as oil and gas royalties from the 
school lands, are nut subject to 
automatic transfer to the avail­
able fund They iiierease the 
pi-rmanent fund which ha.s lK*en 
growing at un average of $2t>- 
miiliuii a year since 15M8

Advocates of the pas.sage of 
the amendment believe that it 
will prevent depletion of the 
permanent school fund by r*‘- 
moving the possibility of the leg­
islators' dipping Into the lund to 
avoid new or higher taxes which 
may become nc-cesaary. or in or­
der to spend the money In some 
way which they dcfem expc*dicnt 
or necessary in improving the 
state supporti'd schools. The op- 
IKinents argue that mineral In- 
i-ome Is declining and the dav 
may come when the fund will n j 
lunger be growing, and a con­
stant drain on the now large sum 
could raise the cost of education 
in tax dollars considerably They 
argue that the money Is there, it 
is not sorely needed, and the 
time could come when It was 
most useful

Opponents of the measure con­
tend that the legislature has used 
its authority to draw on the per­
manent schiHil fund prudently 
and reluctantly They say the 
lawniaers should be allowed to 
retain the power for emergency 
use and that such revenues as 
they receive from oil and ga*' 
royalties should be consltlered 
as Income foi the available 
sehool fund, and not go Into the 
permanent schiMil fund al all
