The purpose of the blood typ
ing is two-fold, according to of.
ficers of the Kiwanis Club of
Sanderson, sponsors of the pro
Ject: so that a person’s blood
type might be known for his ben-
efit in case of an accident or in
jury, or to seek donors in case
of an accident or injury to some
other person of the same blood
type

Technicians from the Brewste:
County Memorial Hospital in Al
pine wil be held on December 18
to take a sample of blood for
typing Only a small amount of
blood is necessary for typing and
there is a minimum of discomfort
in the withdrawal of the blood

It is hoped that as many pes
sons in the county as possible will
take advantage of the blood tyy
ing for their own information and
benefit as well as for the penefit
of someone else possibly

There is no charge for the ser
vice and no obligation for those
who have their blood typed the
Kiwanians stated

‘High’ Expected
In Yule Mail

Postmaster J. R. Hodgkins re-
ports that the Post Office Depart-
ment is confidently predicting
the volume of mail during this
year's Christmas rush will hit a
record high “Actually”, he says,
“it's an easy prediction because
mail volume has been rising at a
rate of nearly three per cent a
year for the years
and this is most strongly reflec-
ted around the holiday season’

Well over 12-billion pieces of
incoming and outgoing mail are
expected to move through the
system in December with
about 10 per cent of the year's
mail moving in less than three
weeks.

The Sanderson postmaster re
ports that public cooperation Is
one important reason that post
offices around the country are
able to handle this huge moun-
tain of mail in such a short per-
fod.

“People who shop early and
get their cards and parcels in the
mails early make it possible for
the holiday mail to be delivered
on time,” Hodgkins stated

In addition to ecarly mailing,
the postmaster has some other
sugegstions which will help in
moving the mail. First, he recom-
mends the use of Zip Codes that
help make the handling of the
mail faster because of a new
transportation and distribution
set-up. Zip codes also help clerks
identify receiving post offices
when addresses are hard to read
During this time of the year, the
faster mail is processed the bet-
ter chance it has to make con-
nections with outgoing trains
planes, and trucks

Postmaster Hodgkins also rec-
ommends that all parcels be
wrapped securely, packed tightly
and that the address be includ-
ed inisde the package as well as
on the outside
