Vehicle license plates for 196
went on sale Monday, accordiny
to Mrs. Tol Murrah, deputy tax
collector.

The plates have a new look
this year having three letters in
stead of two and three numerals
instead of four. “Texas” is in
larger letters.

The purpose of the change 1s to
increase readability and to meet
the growing demand for
license plates numbers,
possible with the change

The six by twelve inch plates
have black letters and numberals
on a white background In Ter-
rell County the designated num-
bers will begin with CMX 375
and go through 999 and then
CWY10 through 275, The new
plates must be on all motor ve
hicles in operation by midnight
April 1,

The available combinations
under the old two-letter, four
digit combination would soon be
come inadequate for the increasc
in demand for license plates. The
three-letter, three-digit systen
called the English system, m ke
available 7,920,000 combination
which should be sufficient foi

some time to come.

The plate was designed so that
the ng letters and num-
bers be read a a distance o!
125 feet and so that the name ol
the state may be read trom 60 to
70 feet. Since identification of the
vehicle is the prime purpose for
the plates, no slogan is included
on them.

Taxpayers may use the simp e
card Form 1040 A in filing their
1964 Federal invome tax return,
if their incomes are less than
310,000, Samuel Haslam, admin-
istrative officer of Internal Rev-
enue in Del Rio, said today.

Husband and wife may file a
Joint return on Form 1040 A i
their combined income is under
$10.000

Taxpayers whose incomes were
than $10000 and consisted
entirely of wages subject to with-
holding, or entirely of such wages
and not more than $200 total of
other wages, dividends, and in-
terest may use the Form 1040 A

Taxpayers who use the Form
1040 A take the standard
deduction allowed in lieu of med
expenses, contributions, in-
terest payvments, taxes, ond othe:
itmized deductions

Faxpayers were reminded tha
the minimum standard deduc-
tion was established by the 19!
tax law. It permits a deduction
of $200, plus $100 for each allow
able exemption of the taxpaye:

T.S.T.A. Airs
Views On Raoise
In Salary Plon

The legislative committee ol
the Texas State Teachers Associ-
ation this week commended Goy
John Connally for his recogu.
tion that salaries paid Texas pub
lic school teachers are in need of
marked improvement.

But the committee reaffirmed
its support of TSTA's $45 per
month salary increase proposal
which already has 92 co-signers
in the House of Representatives
and substantial support in the
Senate

Teachers would get less mon-
ey under the governor's program,
and local school district would
have to pay about 90 per cent ol
what they do get, said Joe B
McNeil,  Wichita Falls  school
superintendent who is TSTA
legislative chairman.

McNeil stated that the propos
als of the governor are inade-
quate for the immediate and
long-range needs of teachers

Under the TSTA “45 for 65
salary plan, the state would con
tribute about $34 million a yeur
and local districts about $85 mil
lion yearly

MeNeil said this added load to

local districts would do twe

things (4’ require local school
board to add heavily to the al
ready overloaded ad valorem tavy
burden on local homes and bus-
linesses and (b) as a result, re
duce local capacity to pay sala-
ries higher than the present min-
imum scale and continue im
provements in the school pro
gram

McNeil pointed out the local
school boards can raise money
only by taxing local property,
while the state has many tax re-
sources

T'he TSTA plan call for a $405
annual increase in the minimum
salary schedule for teachers
which now starts at $4014 and
goes to a top of $6075 for a mas-
ter's degree teacher with at least
17 yvears' experience The average
salary paid Texas teachers this
vear is estimated at $5461, al-
most $800 below the national av-
erage TSTA would expect to ask
for additional increases during
the next 10 years

The Connally plan, MecNell
said, would provide only $480
over a l0-year period to a new
teacher beginning next fall, or
$48 60 a year The highest amount
any teacher could receive would
be $1.29 within 10 years, or $12)
60 per year average This com-
pares with average annual na-
tional increases of $200 to $230
per year

MeNeil pointed out that Texas
has been slipping behind the na-
tional average of teacher salaries
by almost $200 per year. With
an average salary increase of
$129 per year or less, as propos-
ed, Texas would remain $800 be-
low the average and continue to
drop further behind at the rate
proposed by the governor

“TSTA has always aproached
the legislature, the governor
and other state officials in a spir.
it of cooperation and teamwork
to solve the problems facing our
public schools” MeNeil said
This is our desire now.”

“The TSTA salary program is
not the final solution, but it of-
fers much more than the gover.
nor proposes. We believe that
the legislature and the governor
will agree with us upon further
study,” he concluded
