SB 003 OS fur thorn 
wool and S1.197C2 for untbom 
lambs were deducted as the an­
nual coatrlbuUon to the selr-belp 
program for the adverUsement 
and research on wsmiI and lambs 
The amount of the promotion de­
duction la determined by figuring 
one cent per pound tor shorn 
wool and five cents per hundred 
weight of unshorn lambs told 
This program la carried out by 
the American Sheep Producers 
Council. Inc.

Shorn wool payments for IH f 
marketing year amounted to KS 
per cent of each producer’s net 
proceeds for the marketing year 
This amount brings the national 
average ahom wool price receiv­
ed by grosvers of U 2  cents per 
pound up to the previously an­
nounced support level of &2 cents 
per pound.
