S. civilian p e r s o n n e l  employed overseas who receive their m ail through an APO.A ll articles should be packed boxes of wood, m etal, solidinfiberboard or strong’ double-fxeed corrugated fiberboarU. A ll fiber- board boxes shoiJd be securely wrapped la heavy paper and well tied with strong cord. Sufficient cushioning material should be used to prevent any rattling or loosening of articles within the package. A slip showing list of contents shoiJd be enclosed in the parcel. Customs Declaration forms, completed by the senders.

New Scenic Rood 
Opens In Big BendThe National Park Service has announced the completion of the new scenic drive toCastolon and Santa Elena Canyon in Big Bend National Park. This road is now open for visitor use.Until now, visitors to the Big Bend country drove 13 miles over rough, narrow, dirt roads to get to C astolon and Santa Elena C an- y on, two of tin* outstanding fea­tures in the area. Tlie old road was extremely difficult and e x ­pensive to maintain. It crossed and followed several washes Uiat floosl after i very thundershower. During the summer r.iiny .e.i-.on, when visitor travel reaches it- peak, the old road was freijuent- ly closed by wasliout,. With the opening of the new ' C e n i e  drive, the old dirt road will be penua- neiitly closed in order to subst.m- tially reduce the time and mon­ey needed for road maiiitonaiu e in tlie park.The new road was also design­ed to tlike the visitor over tin most scenic and inten-sting routeThe first section parallels Bur­ro Mesa through an area of spec­tacular igneous rock dikes, then up the western flank o! the Chis- os Mountain to a viewpoint from where the visitor can look down on an old ranch site lucked away in the bottom of Blue Creek C a n ­yon. And one of the most bri ath- taking sites in the park is from the noarbv Sotol Vista.From there, the drive winds down to the rugged badlands area a long lower Blue Creek, through

glaring beds of white volcanic ash rock, and into Castolon. The historic old store continues to serve visitors, ami residents of nearby M exico , in the Cavalry barracks built in 1919. From old C astolon the road parallels the Rio Crandc westward to Santa Elena Canyon. Total length of the new drive is about 28 m iles.Park visitors can learn some of Santa Elena's fascinating stories by two exhibits at the viewpoint near tiie canyon. The National Park Service expects to im tall additional exhibits and marker, along the drive in the near fu ­ture to interpret the historic and natural features.
