Alfredo Hernandez, the "cave nxin" from the Dryden area, has admitted to some crimes, ac­cording to Sheriff Bill C . Cook­sey, who has been in San An­tonio with Texas Rangers A. Y. Allee and A . Y . A llee Jr. to question the man.Cooksey stated that they had a judge JO with them to the San Antonio ja il where Hernandez was transferred after being in a hospital there since he was cap­tured on August 19.H e r n a n d e z  also waived the right to have cousel present at -the interrogation, Cooksey said.Hernandez admitted to shoot­ing Cooksey near Dryden in No­vember of last year, and also admitted to the burglary of the Pumpville post office and to the shooting of Pelham Bradford at tir same tim e. Bradford was the P u m p v i l l e  postmaster at that time.Sheriff C ook se y  stated that tlie man would readily admit to tliose things which he felt were known by the officers, but was reluctant to talk about anything if he felt that they did not have the "dead wood" on him.They said he was linked with some burglaries in the Uvalde area dating back as far as 1962, wliich was soon after he got out of LaTuna Penitentiary, El Paso. He has also served tin e in the state pen of Texas at Huntsville, and in the New M exico peniten­tiary , accoixling to Cooksey.Fingerprints taken from the cave near Pumpville, and the one where Cooksey was shot in November, also from the mort

Tests Of Personnel 
In State's SchoolsAccording to Section 5 of the Senate Bill Number 130, an act passed by the Texas legislature in l ‘>65, all school Personnel, including teachers, clerical em ­ployees, supervisory personnel, bus drivers, personnel handling food, and personnel performing janitorial services shall be re­quired to fumisli tiie governing board of any public school in tlie ,tate on or l>efore September 
1 of eaci) year a certificate re­vealing that such school person­nel have been ex.iinined for the disease of tuberculosis during a periosi of tune not exceeding 120 days prior to Sipteml>er 1 ol each year, and revealing the re­sults of such examination.It is hoped that this new law and the new program being in­stituted in the scliools of Ti-xas may he Uie means ol bclpmg to eradic.ilc tuberculosis.The Dep.irtmciit of HcallJi is now f 11 r n 1 sb 1 n a 411 Je to all schools titled "Cliild-Centered Approach to Tuberculosis Eradi- c.ition". The area is examined at a snec- ifed time to determine the re­action to the tuberculin.If there is a rt action, tlie stu­dent has "picked u p " a tubercu­losis infection at some time in his life . This does not mean, necessarily, that the child has tuberculosis. It docs mean, how­ever, that the child has been closely associated with someone who has or has had active tuber­culosis. This is the reason why it is so important that all close associates of the "positive reac­tor" child be examined for tu­berculosis to find the source of infection of the child.Parents should know that the infection of a child with tuber­culosis germs is not inherited. The infection is always the re­sult of close association with a person who has or had contag- 
eout tuberculosis.Reasons are given in deciding to give the test to the pupils i.ij the first ai»d seventh grades. The first grader usually has a lim it­ed number of close associates-- parents, brothers, sisters, grand­parents, aunts, uncles, etc. The bstiy litter, the maid, and others must not be forgotten in this in­vestigation.Ihe seventh grader it entering into adolescence.
