Woman Dies Of 
Asphyxiation In 
County Jail Sunday

A woman identified as Jose­
phine Atkinson Schmidt, 37, of 
A n d r e w s ,  died in the Ter­
rell County ja il possibly early 
Sumiay morning. She was foumi 
by Pilar Rodriguez, custodian at 
the courtliouse who had gone to 
take care of his early-morning 
duties tliere.

Wl«n Rodriguez arrived at the 
courthouse, he found it filled 
with smoke and saw the body of 
the woman lying in the cell. He 
summoned Deput\ Sheriff Dal­
ton Hogg, who in turn got Dr. 
Jeff M. Flowers and the woman 
was pronounced dead. Justice of 
die Peace W. C. Shoemaker is 
withholding a verdict pending 
the fiiKiings of an autopsy being 
performed in San Antonio.

The victim had smoked sev­
eral cifprettes apparently, from 
the number of stubs fouixf on 
the floor. The mattress in the 
north end of die cell was almost 
completely consumed by fire, 
and the odier mattress in the 
downstairs cell haii caught fire. 
Deputy Sheriff Hogg stated that 
the woman had been jailed Sat­
urday afternoon about 4:30 on a 
charge of being drunk and that 
during that afternoon and eve­
ning he had checked on her and 
up to about midnight when he 
went home, she was alright and 
there was no fire in the cell.

The supposition is that the 
woman fell asleep with a cigar­
ette lighted and the mattress 
caught fire and slie was asphyx­
iated by the smoke.

News of die autopsy was re­
ceived Tuesday morning by Bill 
C. C o o k s e y ,  Terrell County 
Sheriff. The report was that the 
wonun liaii died of carbon mon­
oxide inhalation and there were 
no bums or marks on die body 
that could have contributed to 
or been associated with her de­
mise.

Mrs. Schmidt's body was tak­
en to Kenedy from San Antonio 
for burial Tuesday afternoon.
