The new law
puts into effect a constitu-
tional amendment adopted in
November, 1966,

Formerly, a person who
moved from one county to an-
other within the state was
totally disfranchised for the
first six months after he
moved, unless one or more of
the various types of districts
(congressional, legislative,
judicial, etc.) included both the
county of his former residence
and the county of his new re-
sidence. If he had lived in a
district for six months be-
fore the election, he could vote
on statewide offices and is-
sues and on the offices for
districts in which he had six
