Change Property Tax

AMENDMENT NO, 7 (Pro-
viding for continuousl; rPduc-
ing sta‘e ad valorem property
taxes and abolishing all state
ad valorem property taxes af-
ter December 31, 1976, with
the exception of the tax levied
for certain institutions of
higher education,)

This proposed amendment
adds a new Section l-e to Ar-,
ticle VIIL It {s comprised of
five subsections that set forth
procedure for diminishing and
eventually abolishing all state
ad valorem property taxes,
with the exception of the 10
cents per $100 valuation tax
for college and university
building programs, In es-
sence, the five subdivisions
provide that:

(1) After December 31,
1978, no state ad valorem tax-
es shall be levied on property
within this state for state pur-
pnses except part of the tax
levied by Article VII, Section
17, (Article VII, Section 3,
now provides ror a two-cent
ad valorem tax creating a spe-
clal fund for the continuing
