What amounts to an 89f in­
crease in liie amount of taxes 
to be paid by property owners 
in the Terrell County Indepen­
dent School District is the re­

Valuations of all properties 
in the county were raised 12% 
for assessment and collection of 
taxes for 1969, but the tax rate 
was lowered to $1. 85 per $100 
valuation.

The rate for 1968 taxes was 
$1.92 prr $100 valuation on the 
valuations before the increase.

Of the $1 .85  now collected 
for each $100 valuation, $1. SO 
goes for local maintenance and 
354 for the interest and sinking 
fund.
