Program Set For 
Training Of 
Handicapped

An exploratory program in 
vocational training for handi­
capped adolescents has been 
funded West Texas Education 
Center by the Occupational Ed­
ucation and Technology Divi­
sion of the Texas Education 
Agency, according to an an­
nouncement received last week.

The funding date was Sep­
tember 8 and the program wrill 
run through June 30, 1970. A 
full-tim e vocational guidance 
counselor and a vocational in­
structor will be named later.

The program will be piloted 
in Fort Stockton, Pecos, Fort 
Dtavls, Alpine, Marfa, and San­
derson. The overall objective 
of the program is to provide 
the handicapped adolescent with 
sufficient skills to enter voca­
tional training or work activity 
in his comm mity. Teachers 
will be trained to work with 
each student on an individual 
basis. The total environment of 
the student will be considered 
as evaluation of students' apti­
tudes, interests, and abilities is 
conducted as a means of guid­
ing students toward vocational 
and on-the-iob training.
