(were then 779 voters  who had 
paid their poll taxes  and some 
unknown number in ad d it io n  who 

jwerc eligible to vo te  but were 
exempt from the poll tax  be- 

[cause of being o v e ro r  u n d e ra g e .  
The number of reg is tered  voters  

jin the county this y ea r  is 796.
It would seem that th e  po p u - 

jlation of the county h a s d e -  
CTeased since 1960 a l i t t l e  bit,  
but the number of vo ters  seem s 
to be pretty close to the  sam e.  
There could be re am s  of co lum n  
copy written on thb possib il i t ies  
of "why", but suffice  it to say 
that these are the  figures and 
youcangofrom  th e re  with yoiu' 
own reasons.

Another figiffe that  in trigues 
us - number that  is - is the one  
concerning the school co isu s  
figures now and in com parison  
with 1960. There  were then 
683 students en u m era ted  in tlie 
County. This yea r  th e re  are 
467,ora drop of 216 in tlie past 
K) years, tliis is a lm ost 1 /3  by 
new or old math.

Another connection  with this 
figure that is in te rest ing  is tlie 
cost 01 oilucation now for this 
number ol local stixients and the 
Cost lor the c tiucation then  of 
our eivollees in institutions of 
learning. Tlie tirop in s c h o ­
lastics is not re f le c ted  in t h e v o -  
*er registration by any m eans, 
ynd if one would consider that  
thoilropol scholastics  was o o m -  
niensurate with a d ec rease  in 
adiJt (vopulation in tlie county 
then there should have been 
wme kinil of a voter d ec rea se .

Takingj figure of an average  
ol three children to the fam ily ,  
the decrease in scholastics  r e ­
presents 72 fa m il ie s  or 144 
adults, add these two together - 
adults and ch ild ren  - and we get 
^dec rease  in popu la tion  of about 
•>wpeople fn tlie county during  
toe past 10 years. T h is  is a 
figure based on rea l ly  no thing 
tangible arwl is only tor sp ecu -  
>i*tion ami co lu m n -w rit in g .

F o llow ing  the  first f ind ing  of 
th e  ske le ton  th e  hands were r e ­
m oved s ince  th ere  was som e 
m u m m if ie d  skin in tac t  which 
could possibly leave  id e n t i f i ­
ab le  prints. These prints were 
used for positive id en t i f ica t io n  
and the re la t iv es  co n tac ted  to 
no tify  th em  of th e  d e a th  of the 
m an . They r c 4uested that  the 
rem a in s  be buried lo ca l ly .  T he 
p o ly e th y len e  bag  used to  bury 
th e  re m a in s  was m is taken ly  
iden tif ied  as a b lack  ra in co a t  
and the  body was disin terred  
by the  flood in 1965. The 
orig inal find of the  ske le ton  oc- 

• curred  m any  months after d ea th  
and the  rem a ins  were sca tte red  
to som e d eg ree  a t  that  t im e .  
T he  findings of the pathologists  
fo llow ing  th e  recen t  search 
noted  th e  rem o v a l  of the hands,

m a in s  as a m a le ,  were within 
one y e a r  of his true age, and 
1 /2 -inch  of his height.
