Southem Pacific's "Sunset"
passengertrains will beginoper-
ation on a three-times-a-week,
rather than daily, schedule in
each direction between New
Orleans and Los Angeles Oct. 1.

Tax Bills Mailed
Propoertv Owners

Tax statements have been

mailed by the tax assessors and
collectors of the Terrell County
Independent Schoo! District and

Terrell County - A. H. Zuber-
bueler, and Mrs. A. J.Hahn Jr.,
for the two taxing agencies in
the county that levy taxes.

The larger of the two assess -
ments in the county is the
school district, which has a to-

ital of $331,585.20 levied in

taxes and there were 1, 328
statements mailed. Mr. Zub-
erbueler reports that about 98%
of the taxes levied have been
collected each year since the
division of the assessing and
collecting from the county at
the time of the formation of
the independent school district
which levies and collects its
Oown taxes.

The county tax office mailed
out 1, 303 statements for a total
tax levy of $111,675. 12. This
figure also includes the state
taxes that are collected by the
county based on a 37¢ tax on
each $100 valuation.

There is a total valuation of
$8, 563, 400. 00 on the county's
tax rolls, which is different
from the school's tax rolls, due
in part to fact that the schools'
rolls includes automobiles that
are not on the county's roll.

The amount of money levied
by the two is also different due
to the rate that is set by the
school board and the county on
the total valuations rendered or
levied.

Property owners or tax payers
are offered a discount for the
early payment of county taxes,
but not for school taxes.
