& Rate For Letters
Still Bargain,
Postmaster Says

No one likes to see anything
increase in price, and mail
service is no exception. Post-
master J. R. Hodgkins, in dis-
cussing proposed postage in-
creases, reminds patrons of
several comparisons with
other items in the national
economy.

"When effective, the new
rate (8 cents) will mean first
class stamp prices have in-
creased by 166% since 1932, "
Hodgkins said. "If that sounds
like a lot, consider that dur-
ing the same 39-year period,
wholesale prices have increas-
ed by 230 percent and the
average pay of manufacturing
workers has gone up by 670%.

He added that if postal rates
had risen at the same rate as
retail prices since 1932, it
cost 10 cents
rather than

Mailers holding bulk third
class permits for so-called
"junk mail" will find their
rates per pound rise from 16¢
and 22¢, to 22¢ and 28¢ per
pound, rc.«putncl‘,, when
the proposal is fully effected,
and the minimum -per-piece
charge will be raised to 5¢.

"Dagges Time" comes in
late March and April in the
318 Bend Counﬁ‘y. Then,
gant daggers send up their
tall flowering stalks and an-
other of nature’s cycles begin.
Already a few stalks are be-
ginning to grow, and there is
good evidence that 1971 will
be a good giant dagger year
in the Big Bend. Although
predi ctions of the best period
of bloom are a little prema-
ture, :\AA]Y Apﬂl looks prom-
ising at this writing.

Big Bend's giant daggers
are known to science as Yucca
carneroeans. Yuccas are
members of the lily family
and are related to the easter
lily, sotol and onions. Usu-
ally a solitary plant, they
may attain a height of 15 feet.
Leaf blades may be four feet
long and three inches wide.
Ciant daggers usually occur
on limestone soils between
2,700 and 6,300 feet eleva-
tion, but can be found on
volcanic soils as well.

Ranging from Zacatecas,
Coahuila, and San Luis Potosi
in Mexico, to the Dead Horse
and Chisos Mountains in the
United States, probably, they
are most accessible at Dagger
Flat in Big Bend National Park.

That is where one can most
closely view this beautiful,
tall lily, and watch the strange
story of its reproduction un-
fold. Although new plants
do arise from shoots from the
main stem, plants would bear
few fruits if it were not for a
deliberate act of pollination
performed by an inch long
moth.,  Adult moths. frequent
the ilowering heads gathering
pollen. Female moths suc-
ceed in scraping pollen from
the antler by coordinated
movements of her head and
mouthparts. With the aid of
her forelegs she molds the
pollen into a ball which shee
firmly works into a natural
pocket under her head. Usu-
ally several stamens and more
than one flower are visited
before the pollen gathering
Impulse subsides.

Eventually the female
climbs the nearest pistil and
inserts one egg through a
puncture of the thinnest wall
into the young fruit. Im-
mediately following egg-lay-
ing, the female moth usually
climbs to the top of the pistil
and commences to work the
pollen into the stigmatic
cavity. She may continue to
lay additional eggs in the
same pistil or may leave to
visit another flower.

Eggs hatch in about one
week, giving rise to a tiny
one-millimeter-long larvae.
The larvae live off the sap at
first, and later the developing
seeds, without injuring the
yucca fruit. In about a
month the matwe larvae
emerges from its nest and
lowers itself to the ground by
means of a silken thread.
Burrowing into the ground,
each larvae forms a firm
cocoon, consisting of silk,
heavily intermixed with soil
particles. It is in this stage
that it overwinters to pupate
out the following spring as an
adult moth. And so the
cycle begins once again.
