All sheep produc -
ers and feeders are eligible to
vote who have owned sheep
or lambs, six months of age
or older, for any ome period
of at least 30 days since Janu-
ary 1, 1971, Ballots will be
mailed to producers and feed-
ers by June 7 and must be re-
turned to county ASCS offi -
cers not later than June 18,
Approval of two-thirds of the
total number of praducers vot-
ing, or of producers having
two-thirds of the total volume
of production represented in
the referendum is required to
ke ep the promation program
in effect.
