Rubiola-PéIio
Clinic Today

Dr. A.N. Clanton, Terrell
County Health Officer, told
The Times Friday of last week
that he would conduct a ru-
biola and polio clinic Thurs-
day, July 1, at the elemen-
:ary school, beginning at 1:00
p. m,

The clinic will be free of
any charge.

Rubiola vaccine will be gi-
ven all children ages 1 through
12, and oral polio vaccine
will be given all children 1-
19,

Both the vaccines are among
those that will be required of
all students who enter a pub-
lic school this fall and all
parents are urged to take ad-
vantage of the clinic to see
that their children comply
with the law and also help to
wipe out the diseases.

Dr. Clanton stated that rub-
iola was the name for "hard"
measles, not German Measles
or rubella, and he considered
it very important for children
to receive this vaccine. He
stated that there was no les-
sening of the stress for the oral
polio vaccine, but that the
immunization had been more
widely publicized than for
rubiola.

Dr. Clanton added that if
anyone wanted to make a
contribution of 50¢ to the
Sanderson Emergency Squad
for supplies and equipment,
that it would be graciously
accepted, but it would not be
requested at the clinic nor
would there be any charge
made or mention of a charge
or contribution made at the
clinic by him or his helpers.
