He also 
asked that householders trv 
to observe the days that the 
tiucKicome iround and not 
burn their trash that dav as 
it is difficlut and painful to 
handle a hot barrel full of 
burning trasn.

Barring unplanned difficul­
ties and inclement weather, 
the truck should make a 
pick-up at each house once 
a week so that it is not nec­
essary ordinarily for most 
householders to burn their 
trash. Anyone who is not 
having their trash picked up 
is asked to call Turner at 
2566 or if there are any ques­
tions about trash pick-up.
