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AMTRAK Reports
Recovery Affer

Passenger Loss

According to information
seen and read recently, pas-
senger service on AMTRAK,
the National Railroad Passen-
ger Corp.,has risen in recent
months. There was a net loss
of $84,547,000 for the first
six months of 1972, accord-
ing to information received.
The reported loss for the fiscal
year ended last June 30 was
$153,370,000, the information
source stated.

The loss figures were con-
tained in 2 summary report to
Amtrak stockholders. Because
the corporation did not go intc
operation until May 1, 1971,
there were no comparisons
available for previous yeurs,

Amtrak said its losses "con-
firm to projections made last
year."

It said revenues were up, but
that they were offset by higher
operating costs and 2 one-time
charge of $2,626,000 in the
second half of the fiscal year
to reflect an agreement with
Penn Central.

It said the number of passen-
gers increased from 2.4 mil-
lion in May and June of 1971,
to 2.7 million during the same
period in 1972, an increase of
nearly 14 per cent.

It said on-*ime performance
for its mterc ity trains averaged
more than 72 per cent in Au-
gust, up 4.5 per cent from
July.

Common Carrier

Southern Pacific Communi-
cations Company has been
granted construction permits
by the Federal Communica-
tions Commission for the first
segment of its proposed 11-
state common carrier micro-
wave network.

The permits enable SPCC, a
wholly-owned subsidiary of
the Southern Pacific Company.
to construct microwave sta-
tions to provide a full range
of specialized voice and date
communication services to
private line customers in bus-
iness, industry, government,
or education, according to J.
N. Albertson, SPCC vice-pres-
ident and general manager.

The planned 11-state system
will stretch along the Pacific
Coast from Seattle to San Di-
ego, and from Los Angeles to
East St. Louis, Ill., with ser--
vice to intermediate points
such as Phoenix, Tucson, El
Paso, Del Rio, San Antonio,
Houston, Dallas-Fort Worth,
and Pine Bluft,

Applications for stations be-
tween Los Angeles and East St.
Louis are presently pending be-
fore the FCC, Albertson said,
and applications for remaining
segments will be filed shortly,

Construction of the first seg-
ment should be complete in
about nine months, he added.

"The Federal Communica-
tions Commission last year de-
cided, in a major policy
change, that specialized com-
mon carriers could help meet
the growing public need for
communications service,"

declared John Geier, SPCC
marketing manager. "It was
anticipated that such carriers
could offer greater flexibility,
provide supplemental capital
for the rapidly expanding
communications market, offer

highly specialized services,
and stimulate innovation
through competition.”

Wallace D. Lawson, state
MAST coordinator, and Jimmy
Dunn, of the Division of Civil
Defense and Traffic Safety,
informed those at the meeting
there is no promise that the
Del Rio MAST program will
be approved in Washington,
and that this initial meeting
was ap attempt to have one
established here.

At that point in the meeting
Col. Roland Siefkin, chief of
operations at Laughlin, pre-
sented his discussion on the
amount of support which
Laughlin would be able to
give a local MAST program.

"We will give this commur
nity and area our utmost sup-
port in establishing this pro-
gram, both now and after it is
established, if it is approved.
However, I would be derelict
in my duty if I did not inform
you of the limitations we face
at Laughlin," stated Siefkin.

"First and foremost is the
fact that at Laughlin our mis-
sion as a base is the training
of pilots. We are assigned
two helicopters for emergency
search and rescue during our
operations.,

According to regulations,we
must have one helicopter
either in the air or on alert
during the hours which we are
flying. Currently we fly from
about 7 a.m. until sometimes
1 a.m. or 2 a.m. so this ties
up at least one helicopter
nearly everyday, "stated Sief-
kin.

"Also, we have no personnel
to keep a helicopter on alert
to fly MAST missions 24 hours
a day, seven days a week. The
Air Force does not provide us
with an excess of men and
materials, only the number
neededto conduct our mission.
Therefore, we are limited in
what we can do. It will more
or less be up to the flight
operations officer to decide at
the time if we can handle a
MAST flight or not."

Dunn then explained how a
MAST program is set up in a
community. First, the request
must come from the local
community, by that from
officials in the 100-mile ra-
dius. Second the community
must certify that the program
would not interfere with
ground or air ambulance in
the community. MAST does
not want to be in competition
with an established business.

Third, the local community
must install a heliport at the
hospitals to be used and the
community must buy and in-
stall communications equi

ment at the hospitals and in
the aircraft, he said.

Also during the meeting
Capt. Jerry Kinsey, a pilot
with the 507th Air Ambulance
Service at Ft. Hood, gave a
talk and slide presentation on
what the MAST program is
and how it has worked in San
Antonio.

Also in attendance at the
meeting were Capt. Mark M.
Warner, flight operations offi-
cer, Laughlin Air Force Base
and Maj, Carlos De Los Santos,
commander of the 507th Air
Ambulance S rvice at Ft.
Hood.

After the presentations by
the military and Health De-
partment personnel, the group
voted to continue in an at-
tempt to have a MAST pro-
gram developed at Laughlin
and wted unanimously to elect
Mayor Alfredo Gutierrez of
Del Rio the chairman of the
local MAST Coordinating
Committee.

In summation of the meet-
ing, Steve Wenger, regional
health service planner for the
MRGD<Z, stated the problems
faced by this area in attempt-
ing to have a MAST program
operational here.

"First is the fact that this
area was not approved for a
MAST area in the first place;
second, Laughlin is limited in
what cooperation they could
provide. However, we do have
several things in our favor, one¢
being that nearly all officials,
law enforcement and govern-
ment, are interested in the
program; second, we are or-
ganized, which puts us ahead
of anybody else in the state.
No other community has or-
ganized to this point so we are
ahead. And third is the fact
that even though Laughlin can
not maintain a 24-hour vigil
they would be able to be air-
borne in a relatively short
time if the need arose.
