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Agriculture study, Some of
the findings may come as a
shock to the aficionados of
“organic foods.”

There is apparently no sci-
entific support, according to
the study, for many of the
claims made for these “natu-
ral” foods. It finds that spe-
cial nutritive values or
special health-giving quali-
ties are not inherent in foods
just because they're grown
without chemical fertilizers
or pesticides.

Dr. Ruth Leverton, USDA
science advisor, says, “Food
labeled ‘organic’ is not likely
to contain more vitamins than
similar foods not so labeled.”

The possibility of growing
many products, particularly
fruits and vegetables, in us-
able conditions without chem-
icals seems remote. Bugs are
no respecter of the grower.

How does the purchaser of
organic foods know how the
products were really grown?
He doesn’t. Also, the USDA
asks, “What is an organic
food ?” It sounds like “back to
nature,” but there is no legal
interpretation of the term
and therefore it is used

loosely in advertising and la-
beling.

The purchaser pays more
for organic food, the study
emphasizes, To illustrate the
cost differences between foods
advertised as organic, and
those produced and prepared
by regular methods, the
economists prepared a com-
parison chart. A market
basket of 29 organic foods
(in pound or quart units)
costs $20.30 at the super-
market, $21.90 at a “health”
food store, and $17.80 at the
“natural” food store. A simi-
lar basket of comparable non-
organic foods costs $11 at the
supermarket.
