In Dual MurderMalcom Bolinger of Odessa, a former resident of Sander­son, was one to two victims of a double-murder in that city Thursday night of last week.The other victim was the ex-husband of Bolinger's wife who had come to the Bolinger residence to discuss (Toperty settlement, according to re­ports. The visit Thursday night was the result of an agreement at a meeting the cos Sunday afternoon, ex-husband.Mrs. Bolinger was not pres­ent at the ti.ne of the shoot­ing, but rushed to the front porch when she heard the shots and found Bolinger and her ex-hushand '<oth lying in a pool of blood. Bolinger was shot in the chest with a .380 calibre pistol and the other man was shot in the head with a .3 0 - .30-calibre rifle. Bolinger died before the ar­rival of the ambulance, ac­cording to accounts of the sliooting and deaths.Bolinger, who was a Texas Highway Patrolman, transfer­red from Alpine to Sanderson.
