Mrs. W.H. Grigsby appeared 
on behalf of the Terrell Coun­
ty Historical Survey Commit­
tee to ask for help in finding 
a building for a local muse- 
em. Mrs. P.G. Harris Jr. also 
pointed out the local need of 
a museum, following which 
Mrs. Grigsby proposed the pur­
chase of the McClymont 
Building on the corner of Oak 
and First Sts. She stated that 
Mrs. Jim Kerr, owner of the 
building, stated that she 
would sell the building to the 
county solely for the purpose 
of a museum, and a lot 50' 
by 85' for $5,000.00. The 
commissioners reported that 
they would give an answer to 
the plea at their next regular 
meeting, giving them an op­
portunity to look over the pro­
je c t , the building, etc. Mrs.
