Work of SANYO
Is Explained By
Jullan Rodrigues

Julian Rodrigues, son of Mr,
and Mrs. Santiage Redriguer
of Sanderson, is executive Ji-
rector of the San Antonio
Youth Organization, w hich
services about 12,000 youths
vearly through remedial ed-
ucation, job training, counsel-
ing, placement, recreation,
and career and college plan-
ning. He is also a graduate of
Sanderson High School and
received his higher education
at Texas Tech University in
Lubbock.

SANYO became a 10-year-
old operation last week and
Rodriguez said he was proud
of the positive role that has
been played in the areas of
vouth development and ju-
venile delinquency, two of
the prime areas of operation
of the organization. The or-
ganization has a $4-million
budget, and in service to the
12,000 San Antenio young-
sters, Rodrigues stated that
there was still more to do for
juveniles. Most of the funding
is by the U.S. Department of
Labor through the City of San
Antonio.

SANYO's Manpower Out-of-
School Program, servicing
some 600 school dropouts
from September through May
each school year, gets $75 -
000 of the budget, according
to Rodriguez. Training areas
under the school dropout set-
up include clerical, automo-
tive, electrical, carpentry,
radio and television, and nurs-
ing assistance. A special fea-
ture of the out-of-school pro-
gram is a $1,000 scholarship
awarded annually to one of
iIts participants.

Another job-oriented pro-
ject, the Manpower In-School
Program, has been expanded
in recent summers to handle
approximately 5,000 students,
helping them find jobs to
work 30 to 40 hours weekly.

Federal funds for the mass
summer-student hiring project
amount to $2.4 million this
year, Rodriguez said.

The material through which

the channel will be excavated

consists of moderately well
graded gravel containing scat-
tered cobbles and boulders.

The present channel contains
extensive gravel bars and the

lowest portion is armor-plated

The planned channel improve-
ment will have a 200-foot

bottom, 3:1 side slopes, and a
shightly depressed center to

revent low flows from mean-
dering.

The dike will be set on the
edge of the channel excava-
tion and have side slopes of

3:1 with a 12-foot top. Mater-
1al to be excavated from the
channel is suitable for use as
1 mass fill for the dike. Suf-
iIcient quantities of course-
grained material are available
to interface rock riprap.

Rock riprap is planned for
the inside and outside curves
of channel improvement up-
stream from the railroad
bridge. Riprap for the inside
curve is planned to extend ap-
proximately 70 feet upstream
from the bridge. The outside
curve will have riprap for ap-
proximately 370 feet upstream
from the bridge.

The 90-foot bridge exten-
sion to be added to the pres-
ent twelve 10x9-foot box cul-
verts will be three 30-foot
spans of prestressed concrete.
