School BoanTs 
Parfkipalion h  
Pool Cod Sooghf

The Terrell County Inde­
pendent School District had 
their regular meeting Mon­
day night of this week. Coun­
ty  judge Charles Stavicy ap- 
fie-red before the hoard to 
ask their support in a finan­
cia l way in the swimming 
pool-park project. Me was 
accompanied by Don Ma­
lone, Sanderson High School 
Athletic Director.

Judge Stavk’y presented the 
project to the school hoard 
members and told them of 
the county commissioners' 
having accepted responsibili­
ty for $15,00U and asked that 
the school hoard participate 
for at least S5,U00 and he 
would prefer ^ ,500 , judge 
Stavley stated that there were 
advantages in the use of the 
pool when the weather would 
permit in teaching swimming 
and swimming safety, life 
saving, e tc ., in connection 
with the athletic and health 
classes of the school, and that 
the pool could he made avail* 
able for such classes during 
regular school hours if the 
school would participate. The 
advantages were also pointed 
out by Coach Malone and 
some supportive remarks by 
Supt. C ai^

judge Stavley also pointed 
out that pools in other towns 
of the area were partially fi­
nanced by the school and city 
or county and later efforts to 
contact the Texas Education 
Agency would be made to as­
certain if previously-voted 
bond money could he used in 
such a way.

The school hoard voted to 
table the project's considera­
tion until more information 
could be obtained. The mo­
tion to keep the project undei 
consideration was voted by 
C.C, Eggleston, W.E. Ten- 
Eyck, Eddie Westbrook, and 
Charles Hornsby.

Other business transacted by 
the board included approval 
of the minutes, approval of 
hills, bonds for the postitions 
of superintendent and secre­
tary, extension of bus route 
number 2 to the Tommy 
Hayre ranch and raising the 
bus driver's salary by $IS per 
month, approved Sanderson 
State k n k  as depository for 
school moneys, approved eli­
gibility requirements for free 
milk, amended the 1974-75 
budget, approved the 1975- 
76 budget for a total of $642^ 
809, an increase of $6^,035.

FEA Establishes 
Gos Price Watch

An expanded retail compli- 
atKe program designed to 
guard aga.nst unlawful retail 
gasoline pricing has been in­
augurated by the Federal En­
ergy Administration, it has 
been announced by Delbert 
M. Fowler of Dallas, region­
al administrator of KA .

"A major facet of the in­
tensified monitoring service 
is the opening of 48 "hotline" 
telephone mimhers throughout 
the nation to receive consum­
er complaints and queries 
about gasoline price and sup­
ply," Fowler said.

The number for residents of 
this area to register com­
plaints and ask questions is 
(915) 682-4397.

"in addition, the agency's 
field perronnel have been 
ordered to make spot checks 
of dealer prices, paying par­
ticular attention to retail 
compliance with price and 
octane posting regulations," 
Fowler noted.

The agency plans to dis­
tribute simplified instruction 
booklets to gasoline dealers 
to inform them how to com­
ply with FEA regulations.

When a ranlesnake strikes, 
pack the bite with ice.

Contradictini; presently 
recommended methods, this 
snakebite first aid advice for 
laymen comes from a San An 
tonio physician and suri êon 
who has studied the causes 
and effects of venomous vip­
er bites for the past 15 years.

Based on his own experienc­
es in treatini( more than 200 
snake-bite victims. Dr. 
Thomas C. Glass Jr. contends 
cold ice packs and constric­
tion bands are far safer and 
more practical first aid meas> 
ures than the more drastic 
"cut and suck" method, 
which has been widely used 
in Texas since early frontier 
times.

A clinical professor of sur- 
geiy at San Antonio's Uni­
versity of Texas Medical 
School, Dr. Glass claims the 
presently advocated one-quar 
ter inch lonq and one-ei^hth 
inch deep cross cuts are in­
effective when the venom has 
been deeply injected into the 
muscle, and unnecessary 
when the victim receives no 
venom at all, which occurs m 
three cases out of ten, accorvl- 
mg to his studies.

Dr. Glass doubts cuttini; is 
beneficial in any case, ex- 
cejit with professional guid­
ance, and arques that the lay­
man's chances of cutting a 
nerve, artery, or tendon are 
loo risky to be undertaken at 
all, and can cause i^reater 
harm than the snakebite itself

Instead, he su^ests that for 
any venomous bite, whether 
from a rattlesnake, cotton- 
mouth, copperhead, or coral 
snake, the layman should ( I) 
apply constriction bands lif^ht- 
ly both above and below the 
bite, where possible; (2) place 
crushed icA in plastic ba;^ 
over the bite area to cool the 
venom and slow down its 
movement to other parts of 
the body, and (A) remove the 
victim to a medical facility 
in a rapid and safe manner.

A San Antonio firm has de­
veloped a first aid kit approp­
riately named "Snakebite 
Freeze", which can be stored 
and used where ice is not al­
ways readily available.

The kit contains two plas­
tic hai{s of non-toxic, non- 
caustic chemicals, th.it are 
activated by sqiiee/intl an in­
ner bag, protlucing "instant" 
cold ilown to an estimated 18 
degrew. The kit comes with 
two constriction bands and a 
neoprene insulated wrapper for 
holding the cold pack.

AUSTIN — Governor Doiph 
Briscoe has assigned top 
priority to curbing soanng 
state governmental spend* 
ing and thwarting predic­
tions of a miyor state tax bill 
in 1977.

At the same time, the 
governor said all his politi­
cal options for the future 
remain open, although he 
emphasized he is making no 
present plans for a third 
term.

Briscoe’s predictions that 
the state can avoid a tax bill 
in two years fly in the face of 
forecasts by Texas Research 
League and Comptroller 
Bob Bullock. TRL only a 
week earlier said the legis­
lature may have to raise 
$750 million to balance the 
next budget in view of 1975 
spending levels.

However, Briscoe stated: 
"I am optimistic that we 

can meet the fiscal needs of 
the state for a third time 
without new and additional 
taxes. We can’t do it unless 
we try. That is our No. 1 
priority. I will work toward 
that end.”

Briscoe said he is hopeful 
the new Join t Advisory 
Committee on Government 
Operations will point the 
way to how to economize, 
increase efficiency and 
reorganize government ef­
fectively.

As for his own plans, the 
governor saicj it’s too early 
for serious talk about a 
thin! term But he acknow­
ledged the subject has been 
discussed in private conver­
sations — "just passing the 
time of day.’’

Carr of Houston and others 
are inviting Democratic 
presidential candidates to a 
September 20 meeting here. 
The group calls itself "Tex­
ans for Somebody 
Else”—somebody else, that 
is, besides U. S. Senator 
Lloyd Bentsen or Alabama 
Governor George Wallace.

Ms. Carr and others filed 
a challenge with the na­
tional Democratic Com­
pliance Review Commis­
sion, contesting the 1976 
presidential primary act, 
passed by the legislature 
this year, was largely to 
help Bentsen.

I his week the House nar­
rowly turned down the opiKir- 
tiinity for a major improve­
ment in moving this nation 
twoard energy independence, 
and, instead, took a backwart 
step toward increasing reli­
ance on the Arab couatries.

A nuniK-r of us, both Demo* 
crati and Republicans, have 
been working for some 
months to fashion an energy 
policy which would allow the 
phased decontrol of govern­
ment-regulated oil prices. 
Over a period of several 
years, the government would 
move away from regulating 
the price of domestic oil, 
much of which is now sold at 
prices less than half of those 
which we pay for imported 
o il, and these prices are fre­
quently too low to encourage 
new exploration and devel­
opment in this country. Con­
sequently, we now rely on 
imports for 40 pi*rcent of our 
o il, and this means that we 
will be increasingly subject 
to Arab hlackm.'iil and to the 
economic disaster that could 
be caused by another oil em­
bargo.

In order to counter this 
threat, many of us. Demo­
crats and Republicans alike, 
are working toward a compro­
mise package that would pro­
tect the consumer against 
sharp price increases, but 
would give adequate rewards 
to producers of domestic oil 
so that we would not be sub­
ject to such economic black­
mail by foreign countries. In 
this process, 1 offered one of 
two major energy proposals 
considered by the House, and 
when both mine and the op­
posing versions narrowly lost,
1 was asked to offer President 
Ford's oil pricing compro­
mise. On six occasions in the 
past 10 days, 1 met with 
Frank Zarb, head of the Fed­
eral Energy Administration, 
and several Congression.il 
leaders to work out this com­
promise. Althou^ 1 did not 
like it as much as my own 
initial proposal, 1 was more 
concerned with getting an 
improved energy policy for 
the country than 1 was with 
Seeing my own ideas enacted. 
Unfortunately, this proposal 
was also very narrowly de­
feated. Had SIX of the 435 
House members changed 
their votes, we would have 
won, and the President had 
indicated that he was prepar­
ed to agree to the compro­
mise — but we lost. Now it 
is my best guess that there 
will be a sudden decontrol of 
all domestic oil prices on 
September 1 and that is like­
ly to mean an increase in the 
price of gasoline from 7* to 
10* per gallon. If this hap­
pens, then some of those 
members anxious to punish 
people connected with the 
oil industry are likely to 
come back with punitive leg­
islation and with threats of 
nationalizing the oil compan­
ies, though 1 do not believe 
such proposals would ever 
pass.

1 think there are several 
reasons for this failure to 
reach a compromise: (1) the 
irrational desire among some 
to punish the oil companies;
(2) a failure among some 
members to examine the real 
issues, but instead a willing­
ness to vote for short-term 
price roll-hacks as if that 
was a real help to the con­
sumer; (3) the tendency 
among some to play confron­
tation politics, pitting the 
Congress against the Presi­
dent, rather than addressing 
the needs of the nation; and,
(4) strong lobbying activity 
by special interest groups. 
Unfortunately, the need for 
a strong economy, with reli­
able ilomestic energy reserv­
es to free us from dependence 
o.n foreign sources, u a view­
point that does not have any 
special interest lobbyists or 
Specia l interest spokesmen. 
Sometimes the special inter­
ests win out over the public 
interest and this happened in 
last week's vote.
