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Leander Davila, City Manager, attend-
ed a seminar hosted by the Amarillo Area 
Foundation that focused on how to write 
and apply for grant money. The City will 
be exploring grant options to fund proj-
ects in 2019. Some projects being dis-
cussed include: A) Grants related to po-
lice technology to help fund upgrades to 
the police dispatching console and emer-
gency warning system. B) Grants related 
to renovations to the community center 
to replace the roof and AC/heating unit. 
C) Grants related to the purchase of trees 
for the cemetery.  D)Grants related to 
fund a new fire truck. E) A grant through 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife Service for 
upgrades to the Friona swimming pool. 
F) Grants related to recycling services. 
There is grant money out there waiting 
for people to apply. The key is knowing 
where to look and filling out the exten-
sive grant application.

The City worked with TXDOT for the 
installment of two traffic beacons on 
Main Street to help in slowing traffic 
down. The lights will be flashing from 
7:15 AM to 8:00 AM and 3:30 PM to 4:00 
PM. These lights will coincide with the 
lights on Highway 60. The speed limit will 

be 20 MPH during the designated times. 
We want to thank TXDOT for installing 
the traffic beacons at no charge to the 
City or School Administration.

The City will review bids for the seal 
coat project in February which will make 
improvements to 25 city blocks which 
include Grand, 10th Street, Ninth Place, 
Ashland, Woodland, Prospect, and James 
Avenue. The City spends approximately 
$100,000.00 per year preserving and pro-
tecting our streets.

Chief Jimenez and the police officers 
responded to 142 calls in December. 
There were 103 stops, 58 warnings, 45 ci-
tations and 7 arrests. (2-public intoxica-
tion, 1-driving while intoxicated,1-war-
rant, 1-no drivers license and 2-driving 
while license invalid with previous con-
viction). The officers drove a total of 2435 
miles patrolling and protecting our city.

Volunteer Fire Department responded 
to seven emergency calls in December. 
On December 1st, five firefighters and 
two trucks assisted EMS on a call. Also on 
the 1st, eight firefighters and three trucks 
responded to a car/house accident. On 
December 10th, three firefighters and 
one truck responded to a dumpster fire. 

There were two calls on December 13th, 
crosstie fire (BNSF) and a car accident. 
On December 14th, there were two calls, 
smoke alarm alert and a car accident. On 
December 25th, eight firefighters and 
two trucks responded to a car fire. The 
volunteer firefighters are very valuable to 
our community. We thank them often for 
the great job they do.

Emergency Medical Service responded 
to 45 calls in December. There were 13- 
911 calls, 22- transfers and 10 calls ended 
in a “no transport”. Ambulance billing 
equaled $53,887.23 and the City collect-
ed $5,312.99.

Judge Campbell had 47 new cases in 
December. There were 26 cases settled 
with 4 guilty pleas. Total fines collected 
$6,002.70. The City kept $4,446.70 and 
$1,556.00 was remitted to the state.

Accounts Payable totaled $133,505.57 
for the month of December. All bills were 
paid and the city is in good standings.

Friona Public Library had a total of 574 
patrons visits in December, an average 
of 33 per day and was open for 18 days. 
There were 623 items circulated and 11 
new items added to inventory.

Your Mayor

The Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in 
regular session on Monday, 
January 14th at 10:00 a.m. in 
the County Courtroom of the 
Parmer County Courthouse 
in Farwell, Texas. The meet-
ing began with prayer and 
the Pledge of Allegiance to 
the American Flag and the 
Texas Flag.

The Court approved the 
purchase of a new pickup for 
Sergio Mendez at the Exten-
sion Office. Three bids were 
received and the contract for 
$29,177.61 went to Stevens 
5-Star of Hereford. The pick-
up is a 2019 GMC Crew Cab, 
4x4, 3/4-ton diesel. The bid 
included the trade-in of the 
7-year old vehicle currently 
being used.

The Minutes from the pre-

vious meeting were read 
and approved. Approval was 
given for payment of the ac-
counts payables as presented 
by County Treasurer Sharon 
May. The Commissioners 
also reviewed the Treasurer’s 
Report and approved the cal-
culated payroll and disburse-
ment for all county employ-
ees and elected officials.

Richard Villarreal was ap-
proved as the new Veteran’s 
Service Officer. Richard lives 
in Bovina and is a 25-year 
U.S. Army veteran (retired).

The Court approved the 
2019 Holiday schedule. The 
courthouse will be open all 
day on the Wednesday be-
fore Thanksgiving and will 
then be closed for the rest 
of the week. The courthouse 
will be open until noon on 

Christmas Eve and then will 
be closed for the rest of the 
week. The courthouse will 
be closed on New Year’s Day 
only. The full holiday sched-
ule can be found on the web-
site.

The Court selected mem-
bers for the 2019 Salary 
Grievance Committee. These 
9 members, plus 2 alternates, 
are selected from the Grand 
Jury Pool and will serve on 
the committee for one year. 
A bond for the Deputy Clerk 
in the Parmer County District 
Clerk’s Office was also ap-
proved.

Sheriff Randy Geries re-
ported that he was currently 
housing 44 inmates at the 
Parmer County Law Enforce-
ment Center and that 28 of 
those inmates were from oth-

er counties.
Sheriff Geries also reported 

that the Law Enforcement 
Center had received a pass-
ing grade during a recent Fire 
Inspection.

The courthouse will be 
closed on Monday, January 
21st for Martin Luther King 
Jr. Day. The next scheduled 
Commissioner’s Court meet-
ing is at 10:00 a.m. on Mon-
day, January 28th.

All meetings are open to 
the public. The Commission-
ers Court reserves the right 
to go into Executive session 
at any time.

County Commissioners conduct first 2019 meeting

The Friona City Council met in regular 
session on Monday, January 14th at 6:30 
p.m. in the City Council Chambers at 619 
Main in Friona, Texas. The meeting be-
gan with a roll call, an invocation, and the 
Pledge of Allegiance.

There were no public comments made 
during the public hearing portion of the 
council meeting. The first action taken in 
the regular hearing was the approval of 
the Minutes of the November 12th and 
December 10th regular city council meet-
ings.

Next, the Council approved Ordinance 
No. 2019.01.14 which is the Closing, Aban-
doning, and Vacating Block 38, Parmer 
County, Texas: All of Cleveland Avenue 

between W. 8th Street and West 9th Street. 
The implementation of the ordinance is 
contingent upon the passage of a School 
Bond and the payment of the associated 
utility reconstruction costs by the Friona 
Independent School District to the City of 
Friona.

January 15, 2015
The Friona volunteer fire department

Light bars and other accessories 
were provided by the Parmer County 
Sheriff’s office. They traded in the tractor 
from an old semi-tanker truck. The cost 
of approximately $30,000 was paid by the 
fire department from funds earned by the 
annual sale of raffle tickets to give away a 
4-wheeler during Maize Days. Fire Chief 
Jim Taylor, shown with the new tanker, 
said the department was proud to be able 
to purchase the truck with fire department 
funds and sends thanks to everyone for 
their continued support of the fire depart-
ment.

January 18, 1997
Tory Lynn Snyder, 24, of Friona, remains 

in critical condition at Northwest Texas
Hospital in Amarillo as a result of an 

apparent January 11 robbery at Friona’s 
west Allsup’s store. Snyder suffered mas-
sive head injuries during the robbery. He 
was transported to NWTH by Friona EMS 
ambulance where he underwent a four 
and one half hour operation. Officials said 
that he suffered at least three blows to the 
head with a blunt instrument. Snyder was 
discovered in a store aisle by two custom-
ers about 4:35 a.m. Saturday. An unde-
termined amount of money was taken 
during the robbery. Two other local men 
who entered the store around 4:15 a.m. to 
make purchases, reported to police seeing 
at least one Hispanic male customer in the 
store. Both men, who were in the store at 
separate times, came forward to give police 
a description of the man they observed. 
Local police, in conjunction with the Clo-
vis Police Department, have released two 
composite drawings of a possible suspect 
or suspects. Police Chief Randy Genies re-
ported last Wednesday that due to the na-
ture and severity of his injuries, police have 
been unable to question Snyder. The com-
posite drawings appear elsewhere in this 
issue. If you have any information regard-
ing suspects, please call the Friona Police 
Department at 806-247-2711, or Parmer 
County Crimestoppers at 800-774-TIPS, 
or 481-9178. Parmer County Crimestop-
pers will pay a reward of up to $1,000 for 
information leading to the arrest and in-
dictment of the person or persons respon-
sible. Snyder moved to Friona from Lub-
bock and lives with his grandmother, Cora 
Snyder. He had been employed at Allsup’s 
for about one year. At press time, his condi-
tion was reported as slightly improved. Al-
though doctors stated he remains in criti-

cal condition, they were able to remove 
him from a respirator. A love fund has been 
established at Friona State Bank to assist 
the Snyder family with expenses during 
this lengthy recovery period. Donations for 
the Tory Lynn Snyder Love Fund may be 
made at Friona State Bank. 

January 23,1988
According to a survey of Parmer County 

gins on Monday, a total of 48,392 bales of 
cotton had been ginned in Parmer County 
as of Monday, January 18. Ginners indi-
cate that if they could get a week of good 
weather they could be all but through with 
ginning the 1987 crop. The large snows re-
ceived in December slowed the ginning 
process, although most of the crop had 
been harvested and was in the form of 
modules. Muddy fields made it difficult to 
pick up the modules for a time. The latest 
survey indicates that the 1987 yield in Par-
mer County is virtually certain to top the 
50,000- bale mark, which is the most bales 
produced in Parmer County in a number 
of years. One ginner said that most of the 
growers had produced two bales of cotton 
per acre, and all of his customers had made 
at least 800 pounds of lint per acre. The gin-
ner at Lazbuddie commented that farmers 
in that area had missed most of the bad 
weather for the past three years and had 
made good crops each of those years. “ The 
farmers are good farmers and know how to 
raise the crop. But the ‘man upstairs’ made 
the difference,” the ginner said, in regard 
to the past year’s crop. After some cotton 
farmers got somewhat of a late start with 
their crop, the weather cooperated in late 
fall with a beautiful “ Indian Summer” and 
a late first freeze, which was the key to the 
good yields. Also helping matters has been 
a better than average price for the cotton. 
So, the cotton farmers are thanking their 
lucky stars for this unusual set of circum-
stances a good growing year combined 
with good crop prices.

January 21, 1971
“Good things comes in threes.”  Perhaps 

that should be adopted as the theme at Par-
mer County Community Hospital, where 
last week the second set of triplets were 
delivered within three years. Mr. and Mrs. 
Dale Cunningham’s triplets, two Identical 
twin girls, and a boy, arrived shortly after 
midnight the morning of December 15. The 
multiple births came within three minutes 
of making history another way—having 
one with a different birthday. Sherry Ann, 
the smallest girl, was born first at 12:03 
a.m. She tipped the scales at four pounds. 
12 ounces. Shelly Gall was the second child 
born at 12;18 a.m. weighing five pounds, 

four ounces. The boy, Corey Dale, was the 
last to be born, at 12:54. He weighed In at a 
husky six pounds, 14 ounces. Doctors say 
that the odds for having triplets are some-
thing like 50,000 to one. So you can see 
it’s something for the Friona hospital to 
have recorded their second set of triplets. 
Dr. Paul Spring, who was the obstetrician, 
said it was a big thrill for him. “Many doc-
tors go through a career and never have an 
opportunity to deliver triplets,” he said. Dr. 
Robert Alexander, another staff member, 
delivered the Trevino triplets. Almost as 
amazing as the tremendous odds against 
their being born In the first place was the 
fact that the Cunningham’s babies were 
full-term babies, and required only the 
regular incubator treatment and nothing 
more, often, multiple births happen pre-
maturely, and the tiny babies have to have 
special rare for some time. Multiple births 
have not been a rarity In the Cunningham 
family, as Mrs. Cunningham’s great aunt 
had two sets of twins. The children were 
the first for the Cunningham’s, who have 
taken the “notoriety” In stride They had 
known for some time that there would be 
triplets, and many people in the commu-
nity were anxiously expecting, right along 
with them. The babies’ grandparents are 
Mr. and Mrs. James V. Cunningham and 
Mr. and Mrs. Edgar Fletcher all of Friona. 
Great-grandparents are Mrs. Susie Cun-
ningham, Friona, and Mr. and Mrs. W.P. 
Hunt of Clarksville.

January 1,1962

minutes after midnight Friday  in an effort 
to intercept   stolen car. The car was report-
ed stolen in Clovis shortly after it was tak-
en. Most of the available patrol units were 
placed on the alert for the vehicle.

The officers finally arrested Benjamin 
Smart, 32, of Childress after he came to a 
jolting halt on a dirt road about 10 miles 
from Friona at 2:10 a.m. . Saturday. Smart 
was taken to the Parmer County jail and 
released to the Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation officers that morning. Two other 
men are being held at the Parmer officials 
on charges of car theft. They are Simone 
Chaves. 19 and Vallo Garcia.  They are 
charged with taking a pickup belonging to 
Yaldro Costilla at the Ledbetter Gin on Jan. 
2. Bond for the pair has been set at $1,000 
each.

Gasoline prices in Texas have risen 1.1 cents per gallon in the 
past week, averaging $1.92/g yesterday, according to GasBuddy’s 
daily survey of 13,114 stations in Texas.

Praising God and Trusting God are two recurring themes that 
run through the book of Psalms, and these two important areas 
are closely linked.  If one doesn’t fully trust God, they won’t praise 
Him wholeheartedly, and one’s lack of praise is often a sign of a 
lack of trust in God.  Psalm 108 blends these two important as-
pects of a believers life into an encouraging Psalm.  

The first five verses lead into a time of intentional praise of God.  
Notice that intentional Praise is the volitional effort of decided ac-
tions that seek to praise God.  Intentional praise is not waiting for 
a feeling, or focusing on self, but having a heart that is for God’s 
exaltation over the nations and His glory to be over the earth.  
From there he transitions into a focus of trusting in God.  The first 
aspect of trusting God’s rule was with things at home.  A survey of 
a variety of Israeli locations brings a reminder that God’s people 
belong to Him and are who they are because of God’s promises.  
Next, though, the Psalmist finishes the Psalm with a declaration 
of trust in God over all who oppose Him.  The cry of “vain is the 
salvation of man,” v12, echoes through the annals of history, and 
floods over onto us today calling all people to put all their trust in 
the Lord, who alone saves and satisfies in this life and in eternity.

Several years ago, EDS came out with a commercial about 
herding cats that was hilarious. To be honest though I could not 
remember what the commercial was for until I looked it up on 
Youtube. I like the concept and the idea of telling a cat anything 
seems impossible. This is not an attack on cat lovers, cats are 
a very curious animal. Since I do not own a cat I cannot speak 
from real experience, ours growing up all lived in the barn and 
dad named most of them grey momma kitty. From an outsider’s 
observation cats appear to be very independent. I must say they 
seem easier to house train than a dog. Yet to imagine that it would 
ever be possible to herd them seems unimaginable.

Life to can have its moments that is much like herding cats, just 
when you think everything is going one way, a thousand differ-
ent directions explode, and a cat stampede ensues. Leaving you 
hopelessly scattered trying to figure out a way to get it all back 
together and that seems as impossible as the above mentioned. 
Sometimes chasing after all the things in life is the wrong thing to 
do. Just maybe it is time to be still and let what is important come 
to you.

In Exodus, there is a dramatic scene where the Israelites are be-
tween the Red Sea and the army of Pharaoh. Just as they are ready 
to panic and scatter like cats, Moses tells them in verse 14, “The 
Lord will fight for you; you need only to be still.” (NIV) There is the 
answer for us today. Life has many challenges and there are times 
when God wants to fight for us, but we need to be still. As you be-
gin this year if you are anxious and on the verge of panic because 
life seems to be spinning out of control. Be still and know that 
God is there. Be still and know God. Be still. Another chapter I 
encourage you to read is Psalm 46. I’m not going to tell you about 
it, go read it, I have to go get a cat out of the tree. God bless. 

 Last week, I was reading 
Mark 3:12, “But Jesus sternly 
commanded the spirits not to 
reveal who He was.”  I was cu-
rious about this passage, so I 
read the footnote, which in part 
read, “Jesus wanted to teach the 
people about the kind of Messi-
ah He really was--one who was 
far different from their expecta-
tions.”  This led me to thinking 
about expectations.

For the most part, I think we 
have high expectations, or pre-
conceived ideas, for people.  
For example, coaches study 
film; they prepare their play-
ers for the next game; and, after 
a week of good practice, their 
expectations are for a good 
performance in the next con-
test.  However, our expectations 
don’t always come to fruition, 
and sometimes we are disap-
pointed, sometimes even an-
gry.  

Sometimes we have an idea 
of what people are really like 

and what we expect them to 
achieve or be like.  This was true 
of the Israelites who thought 
the Messiah was going to con-
quer the Romans and give them 
much desired relief.  

Sadly, based on their expec-
tations of who they thought 
He was supposed to be, they 
missed out on seeing and 
knowing the real Jesus.  

I just wonder what I have 
missed out on in my life be-
cause of the expectations I have 
formed without getting to know 
someone, their abilities, the 
person they are.  And, if I hadn’t 
had those possibly unrealistic 
expectations, how much could 
I have helped that person to be 
a better person? 

It is good to have high expec-
tations of people; it helps make 
them better people.  We just 
have to really know the person 
and what they are capable of.  
As with Jesus, it takes a relation-
ship!

Mighty Writers Rally Rescheduled

U.S. Secretary of Agriculture Sonny Perdue announced that many 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) offices will reopen temporarily in the 
coming days to perform certain limited services for farmers and 
ranchers. The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has recalled 
about 2,500 FSA employees to open offices on Thursday, January 17 
and Friday, January 18, in addition to Tuesday, January 22, during 
normal business hours. The offices will be closed for the federal Dr. 
Martin Luther King, Jr. holiday on Monday, January 21.

 In almost half of FSA locations, FSA staff will be available to as-
sist agricultural producers with existing farm loans and to ensure 
the agency provides 1099 tax documents to borrowers by the Inter-
nal Revenue Service’s deadline. Staff members will be available to 
help producers with specific services, including: (1) Processing pay-
ments made on or before December 31, 2018. (2) Continuing expir-
ing financing statements. (3) Opening mail to identify priority items.

While staff are available in person during this three-day window, 
most available services can be handled over the phone. Producers 
can begin contacting staff on January 17th. Additionally, farmers 
who have loan deadlines during the lapse in funding do not need 
to make payments until the government shutdown ends. Reopened 
FSA offices will only be able to provide the specifically identified 
services while open during this limited time.

While January 15, 2019 had been the original deadline for pro-
ducers to apply for MFP, farmers have been unable to apply since 
December 28, 2018, when FSA offices closed because of the lapse 
in federal funding. Secretary Perdue has extended the MFP appli-
cation deadline for a period of time equal to the number of busi-
ness days FSA offices end up being closed, once the government 
shutdown ends. These announced days of limited staff availability 
during the shutdown will not constitute days open in calculating 
the extension. Producers who already applied for MFP and certified 
their 2018 production by December 28, 2018 should have already 
received their payments.

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Ingredients
2 cans, 21 ounces condensed French Onion 

Soup 
1 can, 10.5 ounces Beef Consommé  
3-4 pounds beef chuck roast 
8 sandwich rolls 
8 slices provolone cheese 

Instructions
1. Place the roast in a slow cooker. Pour the 

soup and consommé over the top.
2. Cover and cook on low for 8 hours or high 

for 4 hours.
3. Remove 3 cups of the juice from the slow 

cooker with a measuring cup or ladle and 
add to a small sauce pan. Turn heat to me-
dium and bring to a boil. Reduce to a hard 
simmer and let cook until reduced by half, 

about 10 minutes.
4. Transfer the beef to a pie plate and shred 

with a fork.
5. Place the sandwich rolls in a 9x13 pan and 

spoon meat into each roll. Top with pro-
volone cheese. Cover with foil and bake 
at 350 degrees for 5 minutes or until the 
cheese is melted.

6. Serve immediately with the sauce on the 
side for dipping.

PLEASE NOTE: All slow cookers are differ-
ent, and some take longer/shorter than 
others. If your meat is not easily shredding 
after cooking, keep cooking it! It will get 
tender and easy to shred if it cooks long 
enough. If you double this recipe or use a 
larger roast, you will need to add cooking 
time as well.

Roast
When I think of a roast, memories of Sunday 

lunch with potatoes, carrots, and roast gravy 
come to mind.  If we were at my Granny Ruth’s 
house, it probably included some buttermilk 
biscuits.  This is still a go-to lunch for Sundays, 
but there are a variety of ways to prepare a roast 
that are delicious any time of the week.

Last week, we discussed the brisket cut of a 
beef.  This week we continue our series on cuts 
of beef and land at the beef chuck.  It is found 
in the forequarter of the beef just behind the 
head.  It includes portions of the neck, shoulder 
blade, and upper arm.  The meat from the chuck 
is tough but flavorful.  

Some of the retail cuts that come from the 
beef chuck include the 7-bone roast, the flat iron 
steak, the Denver steak, the chuck roast, shoul-
der roast, chuck arm roast, and the shoulder 
steak.  You can also get very flavorful ground beef 
from this cut.  Because these cuts come from an 
area of the beef which sees a lot of movement 
and action, the meat has lots of connective tis-

sue and will need to be cooked low and slow.  
These cuts are good for roasting or braising.  

A roast is a cut of meat, but roasting refers to 
a method of cooking.  Roasting is a dry method 
of cooking.  When roasting, the meat is cooked 
with little or no extra liquid.  Sometimes the 
temperature is increased for short periods of 
time to brown the outside of the meat, but then 
the meat is cooked at a low temperature for an 
extended period of time.

Another way of preparing tough cuts of meat 
is through braising.  Braising is a wet method 
of cooking.  This method browns the meat and 
then adds liquid and aromatics.  To finish cook-
ing, you cover the dish and then cook on a low 
temperature for a long time.  

I think most people are familiar with a Sunday 
pot roast, so I tried to find a couple of different 
ways to prepare a chuck roast.  Both of these rec-
ipes are good when you want to come home to a 
dish that has been cooking all day and is ready 
to eat for supper.

According to a report by the Parmer County 
Sheriff’s Office, on Monday, January 14th at 
approximately 9:30 p.m. a Ruan milk transport 
truck was traveling west on State Highway 86 
after loading product from some of the nearby 
dairies. The driver apparently encountered a 
number of cattle on the roadway approximate-
ly 2.5 miles east of Hub on SH 86. The truck hit 
some cattle causing it to swerve to the right and 
crash onto its side flipping over and rupturing 
the tank. Just under 8,000 gallons of milk was 
dumped onto the roadway and into the ditch. 
A total of ten head of cattle were hit and killed. 
A short time later, a white SUV with four oc-
cupants came upon the scene. It was believed 

that the SUV hit one of the dead animals caus-
ing the vehicle to flip and crash near the trans-
port truck.

According to Sheriff Randy Geries, no one 
was seriously injured and all parties refused 
medical treatment. TxDOT was called and they 
had to pour sand on about 100 yards of road-
way since the milk coated the road and caused 
it to be slick. TxDOT was also going to bring in 
equipment to try to clean up the spill due to 
spoilage of the raw milk. The owner of the cattle 
was located and it was noted that the animals 
had never been out at this location prior to this 
event. It is still unknown as to the cause of the 
animals being out on the roadway that night.

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The moon will turn red over 
the United States on Sunday 
night during the last total lu-
nar eclipse of the decade. A to-
tal lunar eclipse occurs during 
a full moon when the moon 
passes directly through the 
Earth’s shadow, causing it to 
turn rusty orange or dark red 
in color. The lunar eclipse will 
be visible across all of North 
America and South America, 
and partially visible in Eu-
rope and Africa, on the night 
of Jan. 20 into the early hours 
of Jan. 21. This will be the first 
total lunar eclipse visible in its 
entirety across the U.S. since 
Dec. 21, 2010.

The best viewing conditions 
are expected across a swath of 
the central and southwestern 
U.S where it will be mainly 
cloud-free. “It’s going to be 
very cold with temperatures 
in the single digits and teens 
in parts of the Midwest and 
Plains,” AccuWeather Me-
teorologist Mike Doll said, so 
people will need to bundle up 
when heading outside to look 
at the moon.

Folks planning to see the 
moon turn red will need to 
stay up late on Sunday night 
as the eclipse will not reach 
its peak until just before mid-
night. The first phase of the 
eclipse, known as the penum-
bral phase, will begin at 9:36 
p.m. EST. However, the moon 
may not become noticeably 
darker until the partial phase 
of the eclipse begins at 10:34 
p.m. EST. The most-anticipat-

Why this Sunday’s total lunar eclipse 
is called the ‘super blood wolf moon’

ed part of the eclipse, totality, 
will begin just before midnight 
and last for around an hour 
as the moon passes through 
Earth’s innermost shadow. 
This is when the moon will 
turn rusty orange or red in 
color. The total eclipse is set to 
end around 12:43 a.m. EST, af-
ter which, the moon will grad-
ually regain its normal color. 
Those that miss this eclipse 
will need to wait until May 26, 
2021 for the next opportunity 
to witness a total lunar eclipse.

Sunday night’s total lunar 
eclipse will appear similar 
to those in the past, but has 
been given the unofficial nick-
name of the ‘super blood wolf 
moon.’ “Although it’s a bit of a 
silly sounding name, it does 
have a basis in some real phe-
nomena,” said Caleb Scharf, 
director of astrobiology at Co-
lumbia University. The term 
blood moon has emerged in 
recent years due to the color 
the moon turns during the 
height of a total lunar eclipse. 
“‘Blood Moon’ is not a term 
used in astronomy. It’s more 

of a popular phrase, perhaps 
because it sounds so dramat-
ic. It simply refers to a ‘total 
lunar eclipse,’” according to 
the Old Farmer’s Almanac 
website. This eclipse also falls 
during the first supermoon of 
2019 when the moon appears 
slightly larger than normal. 
Preceding the terms ‘super-
moon’ and ‘blood moon,’ a 
Full Wolf Moon is simply the 
name bestowed upon Janu-
ary’s full moon. “In Native 
American and early Colonial 
times, the full moon for Janu-
ary was called the Full Wolf 
Moon. It appeared when 
wolves howled in hunger 
outside the villages,” the Old 
Farmer’s Almanac reported. 
These three terms have been 
combined to form a long-
winded nickname for the 
upcoming lunar eclipse. No 
special equipment or glasses 
are needed to view the lunar 
eclipse, but people may want 
to bundle up when stepping 
outside on the chilly January 
night. “A pair of basic bin-
oculars would be fun - you’ll 
definitely get more out of the 
experience,” Scharf said.

Stargazers staying awake af-
ter the eclipse is over will also 
be able to see an astronomical 
event known as a conjunction. 
Venus and Jupiter will appear 
side-by-side in the southeast-
ern sky between 5 a.m. local 
time and sunrise. These plan-
ets will be hard to miss, as they 
are the brightest planets in the 
night sky.
