Connecting Agriculture in the Texas Panhandle

The panhandle of Texas
has always been a hub in the
wheel of American agricul-
ture. Now that hub is focused
at the corner of Russell Long
Boulevard and WTAMU Drive
in Canyon, Texas. West Texas
A&M University opened its
new agricultural sciences
complex at the end of Sum-
mer 2018, ready to host stu-
dents by the first day of the
Fall 2018 semester.

The complex cost $48 mil-
lion to build, the majority of
which was funded by the Tex-
as legislature’s approval of tu-
ition bond spending, and the
remaining amount came from
generous donors who saw fit
to invest in the future of agri-
culture in the panhandle.

Now that students are
wrapping up their second
full semester in the build-
ing, many are reflecting on
how the complex has already
positively impacted their col-
lege experience. To Colton
Bourquin, a junior agriculture
business and economics ma-
jor and the incoming WTAMU
student body president, the
experience has been nothing
but spectacular.

“The building allows for col-
laboration, private study time,
and camaraderie with the
faculty, staff, and students. I

could not be more thankful for
being allowed to pursue my
degree in this amazing build-
ing” Bourquin said.

The new complex has
certainly impacted current
WTAMU students, and made
a strong impression on the
nearly 3,000 students that
competed in WTAMU'’s an-
nual FFA Career Development
Events (CDE) on March 30th.
Students and teachers from
five different states traveled to
the panhandle for one day to
compete in this annual event,
marking the first time the con-
test was held in the new facili-
ties.

The CDE contest is just one
of the many large events host-
ed at the new facilities since
their completion, and that’s
exactly the intention behind
the new buildings. The new
facilities will serve as the back-

ground to any and all kinds
of agriculture-based events
held in the panhandle. From
livestock shows, auctions,
and farm shows, the complex
offers up a wide variety of di-
verse event spaces to outside

interests.

This increased capability
will allow the complex to bring
together agriculturalists from
across the Texas Panhandle as
well as surrounding states.

The regional impact might
be slow to measure, but there
has already been a visible
change in the culture of the
Department of Agricultural
Sciences student body.

Xcel Energy offers options for reporting and tracking outages,
staying safe during storms

As the region approaches its peak storm season, Xcel Energy is
reminding Texas and New Mexico customers how to prepare for
possible electricity outages.

“We continue to strengthen the power grid that serves our area
to make it more resilient in the face of high winds and lightning,
but outages do happen. Now is a good time for customers to think
about how they will manage if a storm disrupts their power ser-
vice,” said Brad Baldridge, director of Customer and Community
Relations for Xcel Energy in New Mexico and Texas.

Xcel Energy provides customers several ways to communicate
with the company during outage events. The “My Account” feature
at xcelenergy.com includes an outage map that shows where out-
ages are occurring, how many customers are affected and when
power is expected to be restored. Customers may also report out-
ages online and sign up to receive email, text or voice message
updates on power restoration times. These same features are also
included on the free Xcel Energy app that can be downloaded from
Apple Store or Google Play. The app also shows past electric use
information and provides a secure payment portal.

“Our customers want convenient ways to communicate with
us, and they like the freedom of servicing their accounts from
anywhere,” Baldridge said. “Our electronic customer service tools
have improved the customer experience significantly, and we
hope to make these features better every year”

Customers may also call an Xcel Energy customer agent at
1-800-895-1999 to report outages or downed lines.

While most outages are restored within a couple of hours, ex-
treme weather events such as the wind storm of March 13 can
disrupt service for extended periods. Though these events are
uncommon, customers should still be prepared by: (1) Having
an evacuation plan in the event of long-term outages, especially
if caring for disabled family members or small children, (2) Stock-
piling nonperishable food items and bottled water, (3) Checking
batteries in flashlights

Outages caused by spring storms can also present hazards to
Xcel Energy employees and the public. Customers should always
assume an electric line, even one that is on or near the ground,
is energized and therefore dangerous. Customers should never
touch or move a downed power line.

Xcel Energy crews are prepared to deal with the worst types
of storm damage and outage situations. The company routinely
stages employees and supplies in key locations ahead of storms
when possible, and has invested hundreds of millions of dollars in
upgraded power systems to improve reliability and provide more
options to reroute power on the expanded network.

FRIONA FLASHBACKS

April 30,2015

A 15-year-old male juvenile out of Cas-
tro County led law enforcement on a chase
Sunday night that reached speeds of 100
mph. The juvenile burglarized a residence
in Dimmitt where he stole a shotgun and a
rifle plus ammunition, an ATV, and a Ford
F350 pickup. A Parmer County deputy
spotted the pickup headed west on High-
way 86 and a chase ensued. Sheriff Geries,
other deputies, plus police from Friona and
Bovina were alerted by radio of the chase.
The pickup turned north on Hwy 60 at Hub
headed to Friona. Sheriff Geries placed
spike strips on the Hwy 214 overpass which
eventually caused the right front tire to go
flat. The pickup went through the 5th St.
and Grand intersection at a high rate of
speed, rambled around on a few residen-
tial streets before heading back south on
Highway 214. The pickup lost the wheel
off the right front but the pickup continued
at high speed running on the brake drum
rim. Geries said they did not know at the
time who was driving the truck. Since there
were weapons in the truck they were extra
cautious. He said the pickup drove over 20
miles on the rim, often turning off his head-
lights then back on and traveled in the op-
posite lane of Hwy 214 at times. The pickup
appeared to finally stop north of Clay’s Cor-
ner but when law enforcement approached
the pickup took off again into a wheat field.
Deputies finally stopped the truck with a
couple of maneuvers that caused damage
to two Sheriffs’ vehicles. The juvenile was
arrested and sent to the juvenile detention
center in Lubbock. County Judge Trey Ellis
said charges in the case would probably be
filed in Dimmitt later.

Several
Santa Fe Railroad and Depot artifacts were
provided for display in the Depot by Debi
Goodwin, * Gilbert Davila, John Gurley,
Stan Ellis, and Robert Moore. The Society
officers wish to thank these people for the
loan of their interesting items. Also on dis-
play were two tiles from the original roof of
the Depot building. The tiles were salvaged
by Betty Louise Rector when the old roof
was replaced several years ago. Two local
artists, Bobby Wied and Carol Ellis, painted
depot and train scenes on the tiles and pre-
sented them to the Heritage Society for this
anniversary event.. Among former Friona
residents attending from out of town were
Wahleah Beck and her daughter, Vicki
Lamberson, from Amarillo. Wahleah is
the widow of Carlos Beck who was the last
Santa Fe Station Agent at the Friona Depot
before the Santa Fe company closed all the
old depot buildings in the mid-1980s. Their
daughter, Vicki, grew Up in Friona and is a
1972 graduate of Friona High School. Jinni
Konis, of Amarillo, was also in attendance.
She is remembered here as -Eugenia Lam-
bert, a Friona native and FHS graduate.
Her husband, Ben Konis, is an internation-
ally renowned artist. He was instrumental
in donating art works and prints for sev-
eral of the Heritage Society’s fund-raising
events during the early years. Ben was not
well enough to make the trip on Sunday.
Jeanette Collard traveled the farthest to at-
tend the Depot event’ on Sunday. She re-
sides in Chandler, Texas, which is a suburb
of Tyler. Jeanette is the widow of Richard
Collard who was the Friona City Attorney
for a number of years. Richard assisted the
Heritage Society with legal matters when
it was first getting established in 1985-86.
The Community Heritage Society is a non-
profit charitable organization established
for the sole purpose of caring for the Depot
in the City Park. As such donations are al-
ways welcome as well as memorials and
honorariums. All are placed in the memo-
rial book, which is on display at all public
functions in the Depot.

The Friona Heritage Society will host

an open house at The Depot on Saturday,
April 29 from 12 noon to 4 p.m. Residents of
the area are invited to come in and view a
display of 1940s -style clothing, World War
IT uniforms and household items which
have been loaned by local owners.

As a retired educator, parent, and grandparent, I am writing
to express support for the FISD Bond. I was a member of the
citizen group which looked at the possibilities for the best use of
money generated by the current wind farm. Part of the money
generated can only be used to help pay bond indebtedness, so
we've already lost several years during which we could have
used that money to make our school safer.

I spent nearly twelve years as a teacher and later as a prin-
cipal in the primary building. On several occasions I was ap-
proached by parents asking why their children had to go out in
bad weather to eat, go to P.E., and participate in art and music.
When tornado season approached, I cringed to think that the
best we had to offer our youngest children were places under a
desk or in the hall with books on their heads. My first year began
in the fall of 1999 when the Columbine shooting was still fresh
in our thoughts. As an administrator I often felt helpless as we
planned how to best protect our most precious assets.

I also have had children and grandchildren in the FISD band
program which has continued to grow. When the oldest grand-
child entered high school, he spoke of the need to stand and
play because there wasn’t enough seating. (It was good it was
marching season.) The choir has also had to share space that
was intended for theater arts. The proposal to construct a new
band hall will not only alleviate the crowded conditions, but it
will double as a storm shelter large enough to accommodate all
students.

For these reasons I urge readers to vote YES for the FISD
BOND.

Loop 289 Mainlanes Closure
Scheduled For April 28

Lubbock Mayor’s Mar-
athon to take place on
Loop 289 outer mainlanes

Runners participating
in the Lubbock Mayor’s
Marathon will be hitting
the pavement on Loop
289 on Sunday, April 28.
The marathon is sched-
uled to take place on the
outer Loop 289 mainlanes
(counter clockwise traffic
lanes) and will require the
road to be closed.

“Local law enforcement
will begin closing access
to the mainlanes begin-
ning at 5:15 a.m. Sunday,’
said Jeremy Dearing, Tx-
DOT Lubbock District
Director of Transporta-
tion. “We anticipate hav-
ing a complete closure of

the outer mainlanes for
several hours, but as par-
ticipants progress around
the Loop and an area is
cleared of runners and
aid stations, the lanes will
reopen to traffic. All lanes
are scheduled to reopen
and traffic restored by 2
p.m.”

Motorists will continue
to have access to most
of the Loop 289 frontage
road system and inner
Loop mainlanes (clock-
wise traffic lanes). Com-
mercial vehicles following
the Loop 289 hazardous
cargo route will need to
follow the posted detours.

“It’s important for driv-
ers coming into Lubbock
from other parts of the

South Plains to be aware
of the closure and have al-
ternate routes in mind to
navigate around the city,”
Dearing said. “With the
exception of a small seg-
ment on the westbound
frontage road on North
Loop, from north Univer-
sity Avenue to the Berl
Huffman Sports Complex,
all major cross streets and
intersections will remain
open during the mara-
thon but Loop frontage
road and cross street driv-
ers should anticipate de-
lays.”

Texas Weekly Fuel Update and Outlook

Texas gas prices have risen 0.7 cents per
gallon in the past week, averaging $2.56
per gallon, according to GasBuddy’s daily
survey of 13,114 stations. Gas prices in
Texas are 17.5 cents per gallon higher than
amonth ago and 6.2 cents per gallon high-
er than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports,
the cheapest station in Texas is priced at
$2.29 and the most expensive is $3.49 per
gallon. The lowest price in the state is $2.29
while the highest is $3.49 per gallon. The
cheapest price in the entire country today
stands at $2.10 while the most expensive is

ing oil from Iran that may be announced
soon,” said Patrick DeHaan, head of petro-
leum analysis for GasBuddy.

for garnishing paprika

sliced, for garnishing sweet gherkin pickles
for garnishing pimentos

to taste salt and pepper

Directions

Halve 7 eggs lengthwise. Remove yolks and
place in a small bowl.

Mash yolks with a fork and stir in mayon-
naise, pickle relish and mustard. Add salt and
pepper, to taste.

Fill egg whites evenly with yolk mixture. Gar-
nish with paprika, pickles and pimentos. Store
covered in refrigerator. Makes 14 half eggs.

The second recipe is my fine-tuned version of an avocado egg salad that I found online. I ate it
on a piece of toast, but it tasted pretty good all by itself. Avocados also bring some healthy ben-
efits to this recipe with monounsaturated fat that helps lower bad cholesterol and boosts your

metabolism.

Single Serving Avocado Egg Salad

Ingredients

2 hardboiled eggs

Y ripe avocado

Juice from %2 small lime

Y cup grated cheddar cheese
Salt and pepper to taste

Directions

After hard boiling your eggs, allow them to
cool to touch. Add the avocado, cheese, lime
juice, salt and pepper to a small-sized con-
tainer. Mash and stir until the mixture is com-
bined. Peel and slice the cooled eggs, add to

the avocado mixture, and stir gently.

Sales Tax Holiday for Emergency
Supplies, April 27-29

With the potential for severe weather ap-
proaching, Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar
reminds Texans they can purchase certain
items tax-free during the state’s sales tax
holiday for emergency preparation supplies,
which occurs April 27-29.

“While we can’t know in advance when the
next flood, tornado or hurricane may strike,
we can make sure our families, homes and
businesses have the supplies they need to
face these and other emergencies,’” Hegar
said. “This tax holiday can help Texans save
money while stocking up for emergency situ-
ations. Don’t wait for disaster to strike. Take
the time now to get prepared.”

The Comptroller’s office estimates shop-
pers will save more than $1.6 million in state
and local sales taxes during the tax holiday,
which was approved by the Texas Legislature
in 2015.

There’s no limit on the number of qualify-
ing items you can purchase. These include:
¢ household batteries, fuel containers and

flashlights priced at less than $75;

e hurricane shutters and emergency ladders
priced at less than $300; and

o portable generators priced at less than
$3,000.

Delivery, shipping, handling and trans-
portation charges are considered part of the
sales price when determining taxability. If
the emergency preparation supply being pur-
chased is taxable, the delivery charge is also
taxable. Shoppers should consider the total
price for an item when determining whether
an emergency preparation supply can be pur-
chased tax-free during the holiday.

Purchases that do not qualify include:

o batteries for automobiles, boats and other
motorized vehicles;

e camping stoves and camping supplies;

e chainsaws;

e plywood;

o extension ladders and stepladders; and

o tents.

A list of emergency preparation supplies
that may be purchased tax-free can be found
on the Comptroller’s website.

Conference committee to work
out differences in state budget

AUSTIN — After Easter weekend, conferees
for the Texas House and Senate must work
out differences in the two chambers’ versions
of a fiscal 2020-2021 state budget to send to
Gov. Greg Abbott.

Concurrence is required on how to spend
an estimated $250 billion in revenue avail-
able to fund the state’s fiscal years 2020-2021.
Once an agreement has been reached, the
budget bill will be subject to an up or down
vote in each chamber before it is forwarded to
the governor’s office for final approval.

Speaker Dennis Bonnen on April 15 named
five House members to a conference com-
mittee tasked with negotiating an agreement.
He chose House Appropriations Committee
Chair John Zerwas, R-Richmond; and Reps.
Greg Bonnen, R-Friendswood; Sarah Davis,
R-West University Place; Oscar Longoria, D-
Mission; and Armando Walle, D-Houston.

Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, who presides over the
Senate, on April 17 named five conferees —
all Republicans: Senate Finance Commit-
tee Chair Jane Nelson of Flower Mound, and
Sens. Larry Taylor of Friendswood, Joan Huff-
man of Houston, Lois Kolkhorst of Brenham
and Robert Nichols of Jacksonville.

Nelson, in a report posted by the Senate
News Service, looked forward to the work,
saying: “Both chambers prioritized prop-
erty tax relief and public education and I am
confident we can finalize a budget that helps
homeowners who are struggling with rising
property taxes and make sure our schools
have the resources needed to give teachers a
raise and prepare our students for success.”

While the House and Senate versions of the
budget both set aside an additional $9 billion
for property tax relief, teacher pay and edu-
cation, the House version appropriates $251
billion in all funds, including $116.5 billion
in general revenue and $2.3 billion from the
Economic Stabilization (“Rainy Day”) Fund.
In contrast, the Senate version appropriates
$247.7 billion in all funds, including $116.8
billion in general Revenue and no dollars
from the Rainy Day Fund.

Property tax bill moves

The Senate’s property tax reform bill, SB 2,
passed the Senate on April 15, was referred to
the House Committee on Ways and Means for
consideration.

The vote on final passage in the Senate was
18-12, with Sen. Kel Seliger, R-Amarillo, join-
ing Democrats in voting against the measure.
One Democrat, Sen. Eddie Lucio of Browns-
ville, was listed as “present not voting.”

SB 2 would change what is now known as
the effective tax rate, that rate at which the
entity would earn the exact same amount of
revenue as in the previous year, would be re-

named to the “no-new-revenue” tax rate. It
would also change the term “rollback rate”
to “voter-approved rate.” Also, rollback elec-
tions would be triggered automatically when
rate increases exceed the new limits and
would be placed on the November ballot, the
Texas Senate News Service reported.

Dubbed “The Property Tax Reform and Re-
lief Act 0of 2019,” the bill’s main goals are to:

(1) Lower the rollback rate from 8 percent
to 3.5 percent for most taxing jurisdictions
and 2.5 percent for school districts;

(2) Require an automatic tax ratification
election if the rollback rate is exceeded, elim-
inating the petition requirement in current
statute;

(3) Make information about the tax rates
proposed by local taxing units more accessi-
ble to property owners and more timely; and

(4) Make it easier for property owners to ex-
press their opinions about proposed tax rates
to local elected officials before tax rates are
adopted.

Gov. Abbott, in lauding the movement of SB
2, said he is looking forward to working with
Lt. Gov. Patrick, Senate Property Tax Com-
mittee Chair Paul Bettencourt, R-Houston,
Speaker Bonnen and House Ways and Means
Chair Dustin Burrows, R-Lubbock, and the
entire Legislature “to provide lasting property
tax relief for all Texans.

Disaster declaration issued

Gov. Greg Abbott on April 17 issued a State
Disaster Declaration for nine Texas counties
impacted by recent severe weather, including
thunderstorms and tornadoes that caused
widespread property damage and the loss of
life.

In the declaration, Abbott authorized the
use of all available resources of state govern-
ment and of political subdivisions to aid in
response efforts.

“As a result of severe weather over the
weekend, Texas is taking action to ensure
those impacted have the resources they need
to recover as quickly as possible,” said Abbott
said.

Counties included in the disaster decla-
ration are: Cherokee, Freestone, Houston,
Leon, Madison, Nacogdoches, San Augus-
tine, Shelby and Robertson.

Early voting to be conducted

Texas Secretary of State David Whitley, the
state’s chief elections officer, on April 19 en-
couraged eligible voters to take advantage of
the early voting period ahead of the May 4
election.

Early voting begins on Monday, April 22,
and ends on Tuesday, April 30. Voters across
the state will be casting ballots in local politi-
cal subdivision elections, including those for
mayor, city council, school board, municipal
utility districts and other local entities.
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Social Security Combined Trust Funds
Gain One Year Says Board of Trustees

Disability Fund Shows Strong Improvement—Twenty Years

The Social Security Board of Trustees to-
day released its annual report on the long-
term financial status of the Social Security
Trust Funds. The combined asset reserves
of the Old-Age and Survivors Insurance and
Disability Insurance (OASI and DI) Trust
Funds are projected to become depleted
in 2035, one year later than projected last
year, with 80 percent of benefits payable at
that time.

The OASI Trust Fund is projected to be-
come depleted in 2034, the same as last
year’s estimate, with 77 percent of benefits
payable at that time. The DI Trust Fund is
estimated to become depleted in 2052, ex-
tended 20 years from last year’s estimate of
2032, with 91 percent of benefits still pay-
able.

In the 2019 Annual Report to Con-

gress, the Trustees announced:

¢ The asset reserves of the combined OASI
and DI Trust Funds increased by $3 bil-
lion in 2018 to a total of $2.895 trillion.
The total annual cost of the program is
projected to exceed total annual income,
for the first time since 1982, in 2020 and
remain higher throughout the 75-year
projection period. As a result, asset re-
serves are expected to decline during
2020. Social Security’s cost has exceeded
its non-interest income since 2010.
The year when the combined trust fund
reserves are projected to become deplet-
ed, if Congress does not act before then,
is 2035 - gaining one year from last year’s
projection. At that time, there would be
sufficient income coming in to pay 80
percent of scheduled benefits.
“The Trustees recommend that law-
makers address the projected trust fund
shortfalls in a timely way in order to
phase in necessary changes gradually
and give workers and beneficiaries time
to adjust to them,” said Nancy A. Berry-
hill, Acting Commissioner of Social Se-
curity. “The large change in the reserve
depletion date for the DI Fund is mainly

due to continuing favorable trends in

the disability program. Disability appli-

cations have been declining since 2010,

and the number of disabled-worker ben-

eficiaries receiving payments has been

falling since 2014.”

Other highlights of the Trust-
ees Report include:

e Total income, including interest, to the
combined OASI and DI Trust Funds
amounted to just over $1 trillion in 2018.
($885 billion from net payroll tax contri-
butions, $35 billion from taxation of ben-
efits, and $83 billion in interest)

e Total expenditures from the combined
OASI and DI Trust Funds amounted to $1
trillion in 2018.

e Social Security paid benefits of nearly
$989 billion in calendar year 2018. There
were about 63 million beneficiaries at the
end of the calendar year.

e The projected actuarial deficit over the
75-year long-range period is 2.78 percent
of taxable payroll - lower than the 2.84
percent projected in last year’s report.

e During 2018, an estimated 176 million
people had earnings covered by Social
Security and paid payroll taxes.

eThe cost of $6.7 billion to administer
the Social Security program in 2018 was
a very low 0.7 percent of total expendi-
tures.

e The combined Trust Fund asset reserves
earned interest at an effective annual rate
of 2.9 percent in 2018.

The Board of Trustees usually comprises
six members. Four serve by virtue of their
positions with the federal government: Ste-
ven T. Mnuchin, Secretary of the Treasury
and Managing Trustee; Nancy A. Berryhill,
Acting Commissioner of Social Security;
Alex M. Azar II, Secretary of Health and
Human Services; and R. Alexander Acosta,
Secretary of Labor. The two public trustee
positions are currently vacant.

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Soil and Water Stewardship Week
Highlights the Importance of Soil Health

The Texas State Soil and Water Conserva-
tion Board, Association of Texas Soil and
Water Conservation Districts, Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers Association,
and Texas Wildlife Association are joining
other state agencies and organizations in
a statewide campaign to highlight the im-
portance of voluntary land stewardship in
Texas. Soil and Water Stewardship Week is
April 28 through May 5, 2019, and the focus
this year is “LIFE IN THE SOIL: DIG DEEP-
ER”

The existence and livelihood of all Texas
agricultural producers starts in the soil. In-
deed, it is their life. It is also reasonable to
assume that soil is the foundation for all life.
Soil is the building block for the grassland
and forest ecosystems that allows for live-
stock operations, timber production, and
wildlife habitat. Our food and fiber crops
are grown in the soil, backyard and urban
gardens are planted in the soil, and our
homes and communities are built on top of
the soil.

But something that is unfortunately
overlooked by many people is soil biology.
Healthy soils are alive with complex com-
munities of bacteria, fungi, algae, protozoa,
nematodes, plants, and animals. Amazing-
ly, there are more microorganisms in a tea-
spoon of healthy soil than there are people
on Earth. As conservation stewards, we all
should manage our lands for the life deep
within our soil, not only for those above it.
We need to remember the five principles of
soil health:

1. Minimize Disturbance - Ranchers uti-
lize rotational grazing, farmers use high
residue rotational crops and/or minimal
or no-till systems where economically fea-
sible, and foresters use Best Management
Practices to protect the soil surface, balance
wildlife populations with the carrying ca-
pacity of the land.

2. Armor the Surface - Keep the soil cov-
ered with vegetation, preferably native veg-
etation, and control invasive species. This

cools the soil, slows water runoff and pro-
motes water infiltration. Armor on the soil
is essential during periods of drought or
flooding.

3. Year-Round Roots - Having green
plants year-round provides benefits from
the plant roots, increases carbon in the soil,
builds and recycles nutrients, attracts ben-
eficial insects, provides physical protection
from natural disturbances, and an opportu-
nity to introduce grazers that bring so much
biology to the system.

4. Diversity - Mother Nature loves plant
diversity. Cool and warm season grasses
with a good mix of broadleaf plants and
trees are desirable to create, use, and re-
cycle the nutrients and habitats that plants
and animals need to grow. Control un-
wanted invasive species as they can disrupt
soil microbiology, ecosystem health, and
water resources.

5. Integrate Livestock - Including live-
stock provides beneficial biological inputs
such as, urine, feces, saliva, hair, milk, and
movement, that are important for healthy
soils.

Texans have been working with their lo-
cal Soil and Water Conservation Districts
(SWCDs) for almost 80 years to voluntarily
implement conservation practices that
protect and enhance our soil and water re-
sources, assisting producers to assess and
enhance their soil health through the devel-
opment of voluntary conservation plans.

Without healthy and productive soils our
rangeland, cropland, and forests will fail,
production agriculture will fail, and our so-
ciety will ultimately fail. Whether you're a
farmer, a rancher, a forester, or just want to
plant an urban garden, it is up to you to de-
cide how to run your operation. We need
healthy soils, and we also need good stew-
ards of our lands that protect and preserve
the natural resources of Texas.
