In 1910, the US. elk popula-
n was 50,000, Today it is at

250000 or more with annual
rvest of 88,000,

In 1900, deer population in the
'S, was estimated at 500,000,
Today, the white-tailed deer in
Texas alone is estimated at 3.1
million by the Department. U.
S. population is put at 16 million
with over 2 million harvested an-
nually

An!el«)po were down to 12000

in the entire country in 1927. In

recent years, Texas hag more
than that and there are 175,000
nationally.

As late as 1952 it was estimat-
ed that the U.S, had only 97,000
wild turkeys. Today they are es-
timated at more than one mill-
lion.

The next time vou see a hunt-
er, don't look upon him or her
as someone bent on destroying
the wildlife of the land. In fact,
if we didn't have hunters, it's
doubtful that there would be any
game at all

Of course, I don't think it is
proper to say that hunters are
responsible for there being wild-
life. I know a lot of people who
don't hunt but they contribute
a good bit to the wild life of the
country. Think about it,
