It is es­
sentially empirical, and its practice is 
simply a conformity with certain

rules founded on experience. The 
experience of the individual is of vast
more importance as a guide than the 
recorded experience o f others, and
the only eflective way to learn the 
practice of medicine is to practice it. 
A  special ]>re])aration is not super­
fluous; and a certificate of competen­
cy is not objectionable, but they 
should stand for what they are 
worth. The people are able to take 
care o f themselves, and, as a general 
thing, manage to starve out medical 
pretenders.— [X .

General Garfield’s habits in the 
White House are regular, and ex­
emplary. He is up at 7 o’clock and 
before any o f his family except his 
venerable mother, who is an hour a- 
head of him. The family breakfast 
at 8, but before that time the Presi­
dent finds time to glance at the 
morning papers. After breakfast 
which is over by half-past 8, the 
President goes to his office and gives 
directions touchiiig such mail mat­
ters as require his personal atten­
tion. He spends probably an hour 
dictating personal letters to his sten­
ographer. Then he joins his family,

has a chat with them for a few min­
utes and is ready to greet the howl­
ing mob who are barking their shins 
on the outside. A t 2 o'clock the 
President usually denies further in­
terviews to the office-seekers, and at 
half-past 2 takes his lunch with his 
family. Between 3 and 4 o'clock 
he reads the Xew York dailies. 
Usually between 4 and 5 o'clock 
some members o f the cabinet drop 
in. Blaine calls every day. A t 6 
o'clock the President dines, and 
spends the evening with his family, 
entertaining such personal friends as

call. There are no Sunday night 
singing classes at the White House 
now. The President is a great lover 
of children. He enjoys their com­
pany, and loves to romp with them. 
His oldest daughter, Mollie, is at 
that age when her lessons and her ed­
ucational advancement require much 
attention. Her father takes a
deep personal interest in her well- 
fare.

Unless armed with this docu­
ment he cannot get his bittei*s at any 
hotel or saloon, for it is a penal of­
fense for the proprietors of these 
establishments to sell to any person 
without a license. Every six months 
the names of the persons ŵ ho take 
out these licenses are to be published 
in the local papers, so that the public

may know who are and who are not 
authorized to drink.

and brutish Xiliilists and communists 
attempt the coward’s work of'assas­
sination. Some of these days if tliesc 
men ]iersist in eiaiming the right to 
dictate government to the millions, 
the intelligent and practical ]>art of 
their people will simply strip oft' 
their authority ami lock them up in 
a dungeon if they resist. Tlie world 
is large eiioiigli for all of ns to live 
in, but it is not large enough for an 
absolute nionareh and an inlciligent 
people. It  is not large enough for 
the jiraetice o f injustice liy one maio 
or a set of men, upon others.

In our own country the feeling of 
dissatisfaction with our great monop­
olies is liased upon the same princi­
ple as that upon which the dissatis­
faction with the Russian goyernment 
is based. Our monopolies are par­

tially absolute in power; they can 
flatter us or they can condemn us; 
they can treat us as men or they can 
treat us as brutes, driving us as they 
choose; they cun encourage us or 
ruin us; and they do ail these things 
by turns. Sometimes they call us 
good f'cliows and sometimes black­
mailers; they do us one good turn 
and a dozen bad ones. We are at 
their mercy, as perfectly so,, as the 
subject of Alexander H I. is at his 
mercy. We have no means of aj)- 
proxiiiiating to the charges tliat will 
be levied upon us to-morrow, should 
we carry our pi*oduee to the rail, 
road for transportation. We know 
what the charges would be t<»-day, 
but to-morrow, vvlien we reach the 
station, without any cause wiiutever 
excejit the caprices of the managers ol 
the I’oad, we may find two, three, or 
live cents added to tlie Ireiglit char­
ges upon every bushel of grain we 
ship. It is a gross abuse ol']>ower— 
a most tlagi*ant outrage upon the 
kirmeis of'this eouiiliy; it is tyranny 
in its worst form. That it mast 
cease is just as evident as it is that 
Russia must have a Ci>hslitulion. 
Our I'armers cannot he thus enslavei!;
thev have the right to know and will % (
know what freight cluu'gcs are to he 
before lliev loai! llicir grain foi* cart-V O
age to tl.e station; they will have the 
enactment of a law that will emanci­
pate them I'roiii the juvseni uneer- 
liunty.

Nor do these things constitute the
entii-e similarity between our people
in tiieir relation to monopolies and
the jieople oi' iaissia in relation to
their government. In tliis country,
as aiready statc<l. we have the Nilii- «
list under the name of tlie commun­
ist. rsua.Mv he is too lazy to work, 
and is a blatherskite of the tir.̂ l water, 
lie is the eneiii}^ of every man who 
has aceumulated a dtiilar, and would 
just as soon blow tJould’sor Vander­
bilt’s legs oti as not. Fortunaielv he 
is a theoretical desperado, that is, lie 
is opjiosed to men who are rich be­
cause the}’ are rich, and not because 
they have ever done him any partic­
ular harm. He lias luw’er liad any 
property ior (Jould or Vanderbilt to 
get, and eonse([uent!y they never g(7t 
ai.vihing I’rom liim. I f  ourcommun- 
isls, with their natural desperage and 
unreasonable notions, were hard 
wo' king farmers, laboring year alter 
\car, for just enough to live, and eon- 
tribuiiiig the balhuice to swell the 
colossal fortunes of Jay Ciould, AV. 
H. Adiiiderbilt and Alexander Alilch- 
eli, they would assassinate eveiy
mother’s son of them in twentv-four«/
h<7Ui*s. But the farmers are not des- 
])eradoes and not blackmailers, 0. K. 
Lord of the Baltimore and Ohio rail­
road to the contrary notwithstand­
ing; they are not communists. But 
they are solid, substantial, loyal citi­
zens of this Republic, obe} ing the 
laws to the letter, even when they 
crush them the worst; and as Alex­
ander H I. depnds at this moment 
for the maintenance of his power and 
for his life upon the sober thought­

ful people of his realm,-----
although they do not like his 
government—so do the railroad tyr*- 
ants of this country owe their very
lives to the conservatism, humanity' •/
and desire ior order o f the farmers 
whom they have so <frossly wronged. 
The ballot box is where we are go­
ing for redress of these wrongs, and 
are going there in solid phalaax. 
The universal tendency is toward 
the establishment of equal and ex­

act in justice.— [Western Rural.

MONEY AND COMMERCE.

Washington, April 2.— The secre­
tary of the treasury has received a 
petition from the hoop iron manu­
facturers throughout the U. S. 
relating to the deplorable condition 
of the hoop iron and cotton ties 
manufactories, in which it is stated 
that the rolling mills which employ­
ed thousands of operatives directly 
and indirectlv arc at a stand still 
from being unable to compete w’lth 
foreign manuftictories for supply ot 
their products in American markets. 
This stagnation the petitioners 
mamtain has reierence mainly to the 
manufacture o f cotton ties, for which 
year alter year this is increasing in 
demand in the United States, but 
which the iron-workers of this coun­
try cannot supply, because of the 
competion of English manufactures, 
who can under sell them in conse- 
quence of existing rulings o f the 
treasury department as to rates of 
duty. These rulings, the signers of 
the petition believe to be contrary 
to the spirit and interest of the tariff 
laws, which w ere made for the pro­
tection of American labor. The va­
rious laws and arguments heretofore 
presented to the department on the 
subject, are given in detail. Defer­
ence is also made to the order of 
June 26, 1880, making the cotton tie 
duty 35 per cent, and in this connec­
tion the petitions say this decision is 
so contrary to th.c spirit of the other 
late rulings that if  persisted in it will 
utterly destroy, as it has seriously 
affected, this important branch of 
the iron industry o f the United 
States.
