And now midnight wine suppers, 
attended by gentlemen in fast IWe, 
were of almost nightly occurrence. 
Of course this state of things could 
not be overlooked by the parents 
whose daughters were under her 
guidance, and soon many of the 
young ladies were withdrawn from 
the school and placed in other insti­
tutions.

Some of her former friends 
began to pass her on the streets un­
recognized. This she quickly per­
ceived. One would think that this 
public mark of disapprobation would 
have so touched her sensibility and 
self respect as to cause her to endeav­
or to regain the ground she had lost 
— even by the greatest eilorts at sell 
control. Jiut not so. She had al­
ready lallen so low—-had become so 
addicted to the habit of drink— had 
so lost her selfresjiect and stilled the 
sense of responsibility, that she pass­
ed all these evidences by as things ol 
naught and plunged onward and 
downward uiitil in a little while she 
had passed entirely beyond the social 
sjihere in which she had moved re­
spected and admired by the best of 
the city.

How falleni How lallen!! ^ow 
she realized that wine “biteth like a 
a serpent and stingeth like an adder 
— but she had no power left to es­
cape its deadly thralldom. A tire in 
the Madison Avenue establishment 
destroyed the remnant of the school.

Miss Armstrong look board on 
Lexington Avenue, in a respectable 
family- Hero she soon ran 
tbivugb all that was paid her by the 
insurance companinies

Throughout her career the Kev. 
Dr. L  oughton had been her warm 
friend, encouraging her in her days 
of pros{>erity, and endeavoring to 
lead her away Irom her course of dis­
sipation, when he discovered that it 
was becoming a latal habit.

One morning, lie was silting in his 
church study, wjien Miss Armstrong 
entered aud asked him for twenty- 
live cents. He looked at her, and 
(piickly perceived she was then un­
der the influence of liquor. Know, 
ing she desired money to purchase 
some whiskey, he kindly but lirmly 
reliued to give it to her. He asked 
her address, and obtaining it, told 
her he would call the next day, which 
he did.

He was informed that she had 
b e e i\there, but such was her conduct, 
they had been forced to order her to : 
leave, and did not know where she !
had gone. !

No trace of her could be obtained, j
and n o n e  of the friends who stood I 
ready and anxious to aid her if she !

would but change her course, liad 
any knowledge of her whereabouts 
until about six months after the oc­
currence of the above incident. Dr. 
H. in visiting the Presbyterian hos­
pital, found her there, a [latient, j)ros- 
irated by disease. He talked to her 
kindly, told her of the inevitable and 
speedy ruin before her, unless she 
would amend her course, 
promising her if she
would reform, any assistance in his 
power to render her.

She solemnly assured him she
would change her course, and when 
she left the liospital, he secured her a 
posilion as governess in a jirominent
I'arnily. She spent the summer with 
them at their country residema* at 
Tai rytown.

^’ow was a promise of better days. 
I t  was ho])ed tliese months would 
prove the turning point in her career 
and by encouragement and persist­
ent effort at scll control, she would 
conquer her taste and prove victor 
over her base habit.

But lew of her old friends were left 
to watch this crisis with interest. 
In many households, where her jires- 
ence had been an inspiration*only a 
few years before, her name was now 
unspoken. And some who had been 
glad to bask in her sunshine, now 
smiled with contempt when she was 
spokerj of* in their })resence. But a 
few true souls clung to the hope that 
possibly she might yet be saved, and 
were eager with ]>urse ami kindly 
etlbrt to lift her uj) and helji hei* on, 
and they were delightLMl to know 
that the summer months at Tan*v- 
town gave hope that at last Miss 
Armstrong would reform.

But her passion Ibi* drink was not 
conquered—ordy kej)t in abeyance 
by the circumstances that surround­
ed her.

Christmas found her under j»olice 
court commitment, in the House of 
Mercy, at the loot of West 8 Gth St., 
superintende*! by the Kpiscoj)al Sis­
ters of Mercy. Here J)r. llougliton, 
determined not to give her up, visited 
her, and used every argument to ex­
cite her to rise to a higher course. 
She expressed the det^pest eoiitritioii 
and an earnest desire to reibrm. Hut 
what could she do now? She had 
fallen so low, no one would he willing 
to assist her. Dr. Houghton con/uilt- 
ed with the Sisters, and they decided 
to send lier to her friends, hoping 
that removed from the scenes of her 
degradation and temptation, she 

yef t'C able to curry out her 
good intentions and overcome the 
debasing taste.

A passage was procused for her oji 
one ot tbe ocean steamers, and she 
was made ready for the trip. Every 
precaution was taken to j)revent her 
from lapsing. She was j'cmoved in a 
cab from the House of Mercy to St. 
Barbara’s Home on Mulberry St. 
where she spent the night. The next 
morning Dr. Houghton, himself, call- 
<‘d for her in a carriage, and drove 
with her to the pier, and escortin 
her to the steamer placed her in 
charge ot the head stewardess, with 
instructions to attended carcfullv to 
her wants. He wrote to her relatives

(r

explaining all to them that they niigh 
be prepared to receive her, a n d  do 
for her what family love and Chiin- 
tian intelligence would suggest as
best for her recovery.

The reader will be surprised to 
learn that all this kindness and foio- 
thought on the part of Dr. H., was 
rewarded by the reception, in about 
four weeks after this, of a letter from 
Kev. David Armstrong, the lady's 
brother, stating that Miss A. had 
expressed a strong desire and pur­
pose to reform and re-instate herself, 
^̂ and he thought she would do better 
in New York than Dublin," and con­
sequently he had placed her on board 
a steamer at (^ueenstowii for that 
city.

And the brother very coolly re­
quested that Dr. JI. would do all in 
his power to assist his sister in carry­
ing out her ])urpose.

We forbear comment on this unnat­
ural and iinchrsstian course ol the 
Kev. David Armstrong.

She came to New York. Hut if 
she had really purposed to reform, 
she bigtially failed. She did not call 
on any of her former f riends. They 
knew nothing of her at all, having no 
clue to her residence or course of life. 
Afttu-a lew months she was again 
found in the Presbyterian hospital, 
the victim of excessive dissipation. 
Disease had been induced l»v intern- 
peraneeand hardshij)s, and she was 
brought clown to the very verge ot 
death. All hope of her recovery to 
respectable life was now at an end. 
Kverything had been done for her 
that human power could suggest, and 
}’et she grew more degraded from day 
to day. Careful nursing ami good 
diet, brought her up, ami again she 
went forth into the world.

Obtaining a room in Fifth Avenue, 
in a tenement house, over a lager 
beer saloon, she gave herself uj) to 
the imliilgence of her appetite, and 
for the last } oar ot her life she was 
in various hospitals and on IHack- 
well’s Island most of the time,—a 
wi-etched, dirty, bloated creature, 
disgusting to all who beheld her.

Less than ten years had passed. 
And she, who as an elegant woimin, 
commanding the best society of the 
metropolis—gifted, cultured, resj>ect- 
ed, ministering in the name of our 
religion to the needs of the distress­
ed, in the various hos]>itals and insti­
tutions ot the city, was now received 
by them, a homeless outcast, a besot­
ted, disfigured, dirty creature, de­
bauched by intemperance, and suffer­
ing throughout her whole being from 
the disease it had engendered.

Some there were, who had known 
her in her bettei- days, who traced 
her wherever it was possible to do so 
and who ministered to her needs, 
realizing that she was lost beyond 
the possibility of i-ecovery. She had 
become known to the various chain- 
table institutions, and word had been 
left at them all to send for Dr. Hou‘>'h- 
ton whenever he was needed.

THE END

I t  was Saturday n ight. The storm 
was heavy and tbe wind cold. A

woman, gray, though forty 
of'age, with ragged garments that 
Hcarcely covered her, her hideous 
perHonagtJ brutalized whiskey, 
hair falling over licr bleared face' her 
eycH wearing that wild, unearthly 
look that only drunkards have, her 
whole aspect disgustingly appalling,
called in one of the liquor stores, 
be(j(jed fo r  a  drink. The man would 
not give it to her, but ordered her
out. She shocked even him. But 
she would not go. She must have 
liquor. The demon within lier could 
not be controlled, and she stood reso-
lute in her determination to get whis-
ky. The man behind the counter 
became exasperated, and it is said 
threw her ont into the street. She 
was found by a ]>oliccman lying ou 
the corner of Twcnty-fir.st St., and 
Fifth Avenue, gnuuiing in lier agony, 
with the blood slrcaiiiing from the 
wounds on her head and face. He 
rais(*d up tiie feaidul iiias.-i, and diseow 
eriiig vvhu it was and her wretched 
condition, dispatched to Bellevue 
Uosjiilal ibraii anibulanee. She was 
lifted into it, driven to llie Jlospital, 
and jilaced in one ofllie waid.s. And 
there she lay uneunsei<jus, a bruised 
and hlood-eovered mass, >eareelv rec- 
ognizahlcas a human body.

An examination took place. It 
was found that her skull had been 
fractured by the fall. An hour and 
a half and she was dead.

Dr. Houghton was notified the 
next morn ing, and gavi- iiij t̂nictions 
to call ill an undertaker. On Monday 
he beheld the mangled remains lying 
on the slab in the jmblie morgue. 
The undertaker took oharire of it, aud 
prepared it as delieately as the eir- 
cuinslanees would allow, for burial.

Two earriages, containing a few of 
her former frieiHIs, who had bestowed 
on her deeds of kindness even down 
toiler lowest depths of disgrace, fol­
lowed the hearse to Astoria. Here 
in a plot in 8 t. Michael’s Cemeteiy, 
set ajiart tor those in cjimnuuion 
with the Kjiiseojial C h u rc h ,  who die
without the means of proeiiriiig a 
grave of their own, the remains were 
deposited.

At a little
distance the meteor swarm would 
seem to have ])resentcd the oi’dinary 
appearance of a comet. The chain of 
circumstantial evidence wliich con­
nects comets ami meteors is still tnr- , 
therstrengthene<! by tlic examination 
of their spectra.
