| is a simple truth that you all know, al-

| though the pulpit has not yet uttered it,
that much of the womanly costume of our
time is the cause of the temporal and eter-
nal damnation of a multitude of men.
There is a shamelessness among many in
what is called high life that calls for ve-
hement protest. The strife with many
seems to be how near they can come to the
verge of indecency without falling over.
The tide of masculine profligacy will never
turn back until there is a decided reforma-
tion in womanly costume. I am in full
sympathy with the officer of the law,
who, at a levee in Philadelphia last
winter, went up to a so-called lady, and,
becaus> of her sparse and incompe-
tent apparel, ordered her either to
leave thewaw or habilitate herself imme-
diately. It is high time that our good and
sensible women make vehement protest
against fashionable indecency, and, if the
women of the household do not realize the
deplorable extremes of much of the female
costume, that husbands implead their
wives on this subject, and that fathers pro-
hibit theeir daughters. The evil is terrific
and overshadowing.

I suppose that the American stage is re-
sponsible for much of this. I do not go to
theaters, so I must take the evidence of the
actors and managers of theaters, such as
Mr. John Gilbert, Mr. A. M. Palmer and
Mr. Daniel E. Bandmann. They have re-
cently told us that the crime of undress is
blasting the theater, which by many is
considered a school of moral :, and, indeed,
superior to the church and a forerunner of
the millennium.

I must take the testimony of the friends
of the theater and the confirmation which
I see on the board fences and in the show
windows coutaining pictures of the way
actresses dress. 1 suppose that these rep-
resentations of the play-house costume are
true, for if they are not true, then these
bighly moral and religious theaters are
swindling the publie by inducing the peo-
ple to the theater by promises of spectacu-
lar nudity which they do not fulfill. Now
all this familiarizes the public with such
im proprieties of costume and depresses the
public conscience as to what is allowable
and right.

I see men on the street
who, judging from their elaboratiom, I
think must hkave taken two hours to are
range their apparel. After a few years of
that kind of absorption, which one of Mc-
Allister’s magnifying glasses will be
powerful encugh to make the man’s char-
acter visible* What will be left of a
woman’s intellect after giving years and
vears to the discussion of such questions?
They all land in idiocy. I have seen men
at the summer watering places through
fashion the mere wreck of what they once
were. Sallow of cheek, meager of limb,
hollow at the chest. Showing no animae
tion save in rushing across a room te pick
up a lady’s fan. Simperingalong the cor-
ridors the same compliments they sime-
pered twenty vears ago.

Yet, my friends, I have given you only
the milder phase of this evil. It shuts a
great multitude out of Heaven. The first
peal of thunder that shook Sinai declared,
“Thou shalt have no other gods before
me,” and you will have to choose between
the goddess of fashion and the Christian
God. There are a great many seats in
Heaven, and they are all easy seats, bus
not one seat for the devotee of eeostume.
Heaven is for meek apd quiet spirits.
Heaven is for those who think more of
their souls than of their bodies. Why if
you, with your idolatry of costume, should
somehow get into Heaven, you would be
for putting a French roof on the “house of
many mansions,” and you would be for ine
troducing the patterns of Butterick’s Quar-
terly Delineator.

Give up this idolatry of fashion or give
up Heaven. What would you do standing
beside the Conntess of Huntington. whose
joy it was to build chapels for the
poor, or with that Christian woman
of Bostan, who fed fifteen hundred chil-
dren of the street, at Fanueil Hall, one New
Year's Day, gziving out as a sort of doxolo=
vy at .he end of the meeting, a pair
of shoes to each one of them; or those Dore
cases of modery society who have consae
crated their needles to the Lord, and wha
will get eternal reward for every stitch
they tuke?
