.Ask Hii'itiier inaii wliat home i a u ' l  lie 
will tell you it is want lookimg out of a 
cheerless fire-grate, kneadiug hunger ia 
an empty bread tray, the damn air sbiv- 
eriiig with curies. No Bilde on the shelf. 
Children, robbers an'l mnrderer* in em­
bryo, obscene songs their liillahy. Every 
face a picture of ruin. Want in tlie back- 
gronml and sin staring from the front. 
No rialdiath wave rolling over tliat door- 
sill. Vestibule of the pit. Hliadow of in­
fernal walls. Furnace for forgiuT ever­
lasting chains. Faggots for an unruding 
funeral pile.

•\s i)Ia> actors m.ay ap|iear in one way on 
tiie stage ami may appear in anotbei way 
behiii'I tile scenes, so privata character 
may be very dilTereiit from publi • 
cliaracter. Fr.vate clie.racUr is o f ­
ten public character tui ued wron.! 
side out. A man may receive you into his 
parlor as though be were a distiilatiou of 
smiles, iind yet his heart may l»e a swamp 
of netfles. There arc Imsiness men who 
all day long are luii'l and courteous and 
genial ami goo<l-imture>l in commercial 
life, d.uiimiug l>a''k their irritability and 
their jM'tiiian e aii'i lij- ic 'lisconteiit, iiut 
at niglittall the liuni breaks an>l sci^lding 
pours lorth in Hoods ami ticshet-.

Reputation is only tile shad'nv of char­
acter, Hii'l u very snuill hou.se sometimes 
will cMst ;» very long siiadow. The lips 
may Seem to 'Irop \\ ith myrrh aii'i cassia, 
Hinl the (ii-positioii t<j be us lirigbt aiui 
warm as sunlieaiiis. and yet they mav be 
only a iiiugiiiticeiit show - wimbiw to a 
wret'died stta-k of goO'ls. There is many a 
man wlio is allable in public ilte an-l amid 
commercial spheres, who, in a cowur'lly 
way, takes his anger ami liis pctulitinv 
home Bud drops them on the duiiie.stic 
circle.

The reas'vn m-n 'io not display their bad 
temper in public is beiansi* th=*y do not 
want to lie knocke'l 'iown. There are men 
who lii'ie their petubincy atid their ir­
ritability for tlie same reason that they 
do not lei their notes go to pro­
test—it does not pay. Or for the
same reason that they do not want
a man in tlmir stock conip iiiy to sell his
slock at less than the right pric*. lest it 
diln'eciate the v a lu e .  A s  som-ti'ii *s iĥ * 
wi l l  risre, so after .a sun. liny 'la_, tiie,e 
m e’.

Now, th.'it man who is aiTable in public 
and who is irritable in lu'iv.ite, is makiu'i 
a fraii'inlent over'ssue of stock, ami he i* 
as bad as a I'nnk that might have 
or 'fc’Ou.iXiiJ of liilis in circulati'jn witli nc 
sjiecie in its vaults. Let us learn to sliow 
piety at home. If we have it not there, 
we have it not anywhere. If we have not 
genuine grace in the family circle, all o.ir 
outward and public plau-ibility m e" iy 
springs from a fear of the world or fiom 
the slimy, putrid ]>ool of our own sel.'lsh- 
ness. 1 tell you the home is a mighty test 
of character. U’ hat you are at home you

[ uot the right kiu l of a Ohristian home, 
j The Christian hearth-stone is the only 
i corner stone for a repuldic. The virtues 

cititured iu the faulily circle are an alsto- 
lutc necessity for the State. If there be 
uot enough moral principle to make the 
tiiiuily adhere, there will not he eU'iUgh 
political principle to make the State a<l- 
here. “ No home”  means the Goths aud 
Vandals, means the Nomads of Asia, iiieuui 
the Numidians of Africa, changing from 
place to place, according as the pu.sture 
happens to change. Confounded be all 
tliose Babels of iiiquity wliich would over- 
tower au'l destroy the home. The same 
storm that upsets the ship in whicli tile 
family sails will sink tha frigate of tlia 
Constitution, .iails aii.l |>enilomiarie- aud 
armies and navies lU-e not our best de­
fense. The <lo(*r of tho home is I'ut- best 
fortress. Household utensils are tha best 
artillery, au'l tbe cbimiieys of our dwelling 
iiouses are the grandest muuuinents ol 
safety aud triumph.

You praise the intelligence of yo'ir chiM 
too much sometimes when you tbiuk he is 
not aware of it, an I you will see the re­
sult of it before ten years of age in liis an­
noying aire'-tiitioiis. You I r.iiseliis tieauly 
supiMisiiig he is nut lur^e enough to umler- 
staii'l a hat you say, and you will Hud him 
standing on a high chair before a ilatlering 
mirror. Words and deeil.4 and example 
are tbe seed of character, and children arc 
very apt to l>e tbe second edilion of theii 
parents. Abraliam begat Isaac, so virtue 
is apt to go down in the aiicustral line; but 
Herod liegat Ai'chelaus, so iniquity 
transmitted. What vast responsilniity 
comes upon parents iu view of this subject

O, make your home the brightest place 
oixearth if you would charm your chinlreu 
to the bigli path of viatue and rectitude 
aii'l religion. Do not always turn the 
hliuds the wrong way. Let the light which 
puts gold on the gentian aud spots ou the 
pansy poui' into y«ur dwallings. Do not 
expect tlie little feet to keep step to a dead 
iiiai'cli. Du not cover up your walls with 
'Uch pictures as West’s “ Death on a Fair 
Horse,”  or Tintoretto's “ Ma sacre *>f tli-- 
liinocents.”  Rather cover them, if >ou 
have pictures, wilh “ The Hawking Farty,” 
•and “ The Mill by the Mountmn Stream,” 
aii'l “ The Fox Hunt,”  and ‘ lu e  Childreii 
.Ami'l Flowers,”  aii'l “ The Harvest Scene,” 
and “ The .Satniilay Night Marketing.’ ’

Above all, my friemls. take into your 
homes Christian priiK-iple. O’ui it l»e that 
iu any of tbe ciuufortable homes of my 
congregation the voice of prayer is never 
lifted? Whatl No supplication at nioht 
for protection? What! No thaiiksgiviiig 
iu the morning lor care? How, my broth­
er, my sister, will you an.swcr Uo'l iiijhe 
day of ju'lgnient with reference to youi 
children? It is a plain question, and 
therefore i  ask it. Iu the tenth chapter of 
Jeremiah God says he wiil pour out his 
fury upon Uie families that cull not upon 
his name. U, parents! when you are'lead 
ami guue and tbe moss is covering the in­
scription of the toiub^stoiie, will your chll- 
dreu look back aud think of father and 
mother at family prayer? Will they take 
the old family Bible and open it and set 
the mark of tears of oiitritioii an 1 tears of 
consoling promise wept by eyes long be­
fore gone out into darkness? t)ii. if you 
do uot inculcate Christian priii'-iple in the 
hearts of your children, lui'l you do not 
warn them against evil, nii'l you do 
not Invite them to h'llln-ss aii6 to 
God, and they waniler off into li-.sipation 
and into infidelity, ami at lust make ship­
wreck of their iinm >rtal souls, on their 
•ieatii bed anil in thi.»ir day of jii lgtB-*nt 
they will curs* you! Seated by the regis­
ter or the stove, what if on th* wail 
shoul'l •ome ou' the history of your chli- 
dreti'' VVliat a history—‘.he lU'irtal aud 
immortal life of your loved on-s!

be arrived. His disembarkation so un­
pretending, *o quiet, that it w.as not 
known on earth until the excitement in the 
cloud gave intimation that something 
grand and glorious had happened. Who 
conie.s there? From what port did h« >-nt1? 
W hy waa this th* plai’* of his destination?
I question the ah*ph*rd.s, I question the 
camel drivers, 1 question the angels. I 
h.ive found out. Re was an exile. But the 
wot Id has had pl-'iity of exifes. Ahraha'ti 
an exile of Ur of the Chaldees; John an 
exile from Enheaiis; Koschisko an exile 
from Poland; Mazziiii an exile from Rome; 
Emmet an cxib k'ro,n Ireland; Victor Hugo 
an exile from Prance; Kossuth an exile 
from Hungary. But this one o f whom I 
speak to-day had such resoun<ling farewell 
and came into sneh chilling reception—for 
not even a hostler went out with his loa-

athirst, and he wasahnngerod, and he was 
on the way from l>einf born in another 
men’s barn to being bnrled in another 
man’s grave. I have read how the Swiss, 
w-h-u they are far a-way from their native 
country, at the sound of th->!r national air 
get so homesick that they faU into melan­
choly, and sometimes they die under the 
boindsickness. But oh, the hoinesiokness 
o f Christ! Poverty, Uoioesick for celestial 
riches. Persecution, boiucsick for hosanna. 
Weariness, homesick for r<.‘St. Homesick 
for angelic and arthungelic companion­
ship. Homesick to go out of the night, and 
the sfonn, and the world’s execration, and 
all that hoine«i*dtuess suffered to get us 
home!

At our best estate we are only pllgi ims 
AU'! struiigars here. “ Heaven I* onr 
Lome.”  Death will never knock at tho 
door oHhat luan.-iion, and in all that coun­
try there is uot a single grave. How glad 
p.areiits are fq holiday times to gather 
their cUil'livii b>}me again. But I have 
noticed that there is alni'ist a lw a je a so n  
or a daughter ai.scnt—al «;ent from home, 
parhaps ah-tent from the country, per­
haps absent from Ihe world. Oh, how glad 
our Hravciil' Fatlior will lie when he geta 
all his children home with him in Heaven! 
And bow delightful it will lie for brothers 
and sisters tu meet after long separation! 
Once they parted at the door of tbe toinh; 
now they meet at ihe door pf immortality. 
Once they saw only through a glas.4 dark­
ly, now it is face to face; corrupHou, in- 
corruption; mortality, iuiiuortallty.
