A spokesman for the American Agriculture Movement 
says fanners and ranchers are not responsible for in­
creased costa of food to consumers as reported by the 
media Thursday.

Eugene Schroder, national spokesman for the' AAM , 
advises consumers to look to the middlemen (large 
corporations that process and market food) to Und the 
real culprits behiivd escalating food prices.

“ Fanners are not responsibk for the price of food 
going up. They never wore and they never wUI be," 
Schroder said. “ I t 's  the monopolistic corporations in the 
middk that are raking the prices of f o ^  to maintain 
their profit margins.”

The effort of corporations to maintain their profits at 
whatever cost k  the actual cause of inflation, Schroder 
maintains.

Schroder said fanners and ranchers are not respon­
sibk for infiation. For exampk, he said, in 1947, fanners 
received S2.85 a bushel for wheat, and bread cost 11 
cents a loaf. Now. the farmers gets 12.70 a bushel, for 
wheat, but the price of bread is 00 cents a loaf.

The American Agriculture spokesman made his 
remarks in response to testimony before a House sub­
committee on link ing Tuesday. Schroder agreed with a 
statement ntade by Howard W. Hjort. USDA ecortomist. 
that. "Consumers will pay 4.fi to 5 per cent more at the 
food store, even if the fanner receives not one penny 
mote for what he has produced.”

But. Schroder said, in response to Hjort's remarks 
that a halt in food prices would require either enditq; 
infiation. or a cut in farm prices. "Farmers are already 
getting prices for their products below the cost of 
production. W'e rteed to curi> inflation by curbiitg the cut 
the middlemen take, not by hurting farmers and ran­
chers."
