Caution should be ex­
ercised in applying DDT early in 
the season, Gaines points out.

When both hoppers and wee­
vils are causing injury to cotton 
at the same time, DDT should 
not be used, but a calcium arsen- 
ate-suiphur mixture is effective 
against both of these pests.

The first application of sul­
phur should bp applied when 
from 15 to 25 hoppers are found 
on 100 cotton terminals, but if 
the infestation increases rapidly, 
a 5 percent DDT-sulphur m ix­
ture should be used to stop the 
damage as quickly as possible*, 
Gaines says.

Al'STIN—With a total of j,- 
yOt> cases of mumps having been 
reported in Texas in the first sev- 
«.»nte<m wet'ks of this year. Pi 
♦Jeo. W. Cox, State Health Offii’er, 
has issued a statement strtMising 
the fact that the contagion factor 
exists before symptoms appt'ar, 
and urging strict isoiation of aii 
patients, in order to control the 
spread of this disease

Mumps is transmitted by di 
rect contact with an infect€*d per­
son and with articles freshly 
soiled by the secretions of dis 
charges from the mouth or nos«‘ 
o f persons having the diseastv It 
takes from 12 to 26 days for 
mumps to manifest itstdf after 
the infection takes place. The 
diseast» can be easily transmitt­
ed, but one attack usuaiiy es­
tablishes immunity although se 
cond attacks sometimes occur.

The most easily recognizable 
characteristic smytom of mumps 
is a painful swelling of the sail 
vary glands Sometimes there is 
an involvement of other portions

Q. Why should dairy calves be kepi 
off pasture until they are four to aix 
months of age?

A. This practice is nxHvmmemlrtl for 
the prevention of parasite infection, 
and to keep young calves from eating 
so much aivft, watery grass that they 
can not eat the proper amount of grow­
ing ration for satisfactory* growth.

Q. la self-feeding of bred sows and 
gilu advised?

A No. 8»-lf-feeding results in exce^ 
five consumption of feed, even when 
bulky rations are used. Ix>ng-temi ex­
periment s at the Research Farm of tho 
Ralston Purina Company indicate that 
hand-feeding makes it poesible to con­
trol both condition and feed ronsump- 
tioD of sows and gilts, resulting in 
stronger, healthier litters, and lower 
feed costs.

Q. W'hal feeding and management 
methods for lambs have aided in the 
control of death losses caused by 
"over-eating” disease?

A. In Coloratlo exp<Timents, the Sil- 
dition of suphur to the gram mixture 
for fattening lamlis ha.s greatly reduced 
death losses from over-eating. The 
nilphur was ailded to the grain mixture 
at the rate of two pounds fur each 100 
pounds of grain for lamiia on both 
self-fre<liiig and hand-feevi ing. I'nder 
earh system, the rate of di-ath losses 
was greatly* reduced, and the profit per 
hea<i was increasevl by as much a« 85e 
per head bi-cause of the lowered death 
toss.
