Weekend Rains Bolster Hopes 
For Feed, Short-Season Crops
Rain that began early Sunday 

morning and continued intermit 
tently through out th e  d a y  
brought much needed moisture 
to Morton and Cochran county, 
and smiles to the faces of all the 
citizens.

The rain was more or less 
spotted in the Cochran county 
area with some sections receiv­
ing as much as 4 inches while 
there were strips that got only a 
small amount of moisture.

Farmers were out eariy Mon­
day morning, oiling their tractors 
and rushing the seed stores.

Some famers probably will still 
plant cotton. County Agent Roy 
Hickman said, but he believes 
that the acreage will not be large 
due to lateness of the season. 
Moisture over most of the coun­
try Is said sufficient for planting, 
which mostly will be short-sea­
son crops such as sorghum grains 
and blackeyed peas.

Rain was fairly general but 
varied widely in amounts over 
plains area. ’The Santa Fe dis­
patcher’s office In Slaton report­
ed a half-inch average over the 
north part of the Slaton division 
north to Amarillo and west to 
Clovis N. M. Fort Worth and 
Denver offices In Lubbock report­

ed the same conditions at Peter­
sburg and Sterley. The fall ex­
tended east as far as Childress, 
but none was reported at Hart 
and Dimmitt.

Whiteface reported that rain 
fell there Sunday, starting about 
5 a. m. and measured three- 
quarters of an inch by noon, and 
that “better than two inches fell 
four miles west of town,” toward 
the center of Cochran county. 
Cobles Switch, in Hockiey county, 
received about one-half inch.

Canneries in central and east 
Texas have indicated that black- 
eyed peas will he in great de­
mand this fall and have pointed 
out the advantage to the soil as 
well as the pocket book in plant­
ing the legumes.

Max Bowers reported that his 
farm six mii€^ east of Morion re­
ceived a good soaking of_̂  2'* 
inches of rain on Sunday. “He- 
garl planted earlier on his place 
is up and looks fine.

Likely Purchasers 
For Famuliner 
Farms Selected

Thursday, June 20, the people 
sel€K:ted by the county committee 
as likely purchasers of the Fa­
muliner farms met in the court­
house where Sam  McMillian 
farm managing division, Dewitt 
.Vapp, engineering department, 
and John Barbee, chief appraiser, 
all from Dallas, explained the 
necessary steps to get the loan.

Napp suggested constructing 
the homes of concrete blocks and 
named the advantage of such 
construction.

It was brought out at the meet­
ing that the Farm Security does 
not own this land. Mr. W. R. ’Til- 
son of Meadow bought the land 
from the Famuliners.

Farm Security Administration 
financing of veterans in Region 
VIII (Texas. Oklahoma, and New 
Mexico I reached new levels dur­
ing the first five months ot 1946, 
when 3,051 loans were made to 
ex-serx’icemen for the purchase 
of farm operating equipment or 
family-type farms, E. Lee Ozbim, 
Regional Director, said today.

’The loans constitute almost 
two-thirds of the total number 
the agency has approved for vet­
erans during the past two years.

“W’e expect this record lending 
to continue,” Mr. Ozbirn said. 
“More than 7,800 veteran appli­
cations, most of them of recent 
date, are now on hand in our 
county offices and are getting 
preferential attention. Applica­
tions are coming in heavily each 
month, and there is no Indication 
that the peak has been reached.”

Nearly 5,000 veterans have a l­
ready received FSA assistance In 
Texas, Oklahoma, and New Mex­
ico. Of these, nearly 500 obtained 
farm purchase loans under the 
terms of the Bankhead - Jones 
Farm Tenant Act from earmark­
ed funds set up by Congress for 
this purpose. 'The rest have loans 
to buy Farm machinery, live­
stock and other (H>erating needs. 
In all, veterans have received 
$9,720.2481 in loans in Region 
VIII alone.

In Cochran County $85,079 has 
been loaned to veteran.s. Of this 
amount $73,149 was tor the pur­
pose ot buying farm machinery, 
livestock, etc., according to Mr. 
Davis E. Benham, local F S A  
Supervisor. This amount was 
loaned to 38 veterans who are 
now operating farms in Cochran 
county.

V'eterans have had to overcome 
handicaps before obtaining loans 
especially in the farm purchase 
program. Plans are being com­
pleted whereby 10 veterans of 
this and nearby counties will be 
set up with family-type farms on 
the Famuliner Ranchland, South­
west of Morton.

“Real estate prices in most 
areas have risen far above pre- 

I war levels,” Mr. Oxbirn said.
I “Veterans are having a hard 
I time finding farms for sale at a 
price that the productivity of the 
land will justify. Moreover, in 
some sections, veterans are hav­
ing difficulty finding productive 
farms available for rent.”

Do Not Hoard 
Old Medicine 
In Any Forhi
AUSTIN—There are many per­

sons who naturally hoard any­
thing and everything including 
old clothes, boxes, and other use­
less articles, some of which con- 
stitude no greater danger than a 
possible fire hazard, but a very 
real danger Is present when this 
tendency is applied to hoarding 
old medicine in any form.

Most medicine finds itself into 
the home through a doctor’s pre­
scribing it for some specific i l l­
ness. For the sake of safety, left­
over medicines should be de­
stroyed immediately when they 
have fulfilled their purpose and 
never be stored in the medicine 
cabinet for future unprescribed 
use in case of another illness, ac­
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, Stale 
Health Officer.

“Self-medication with the use 
of left-over drugs which were of 
great benefit to some previous 
illness can sometimes turn a 
simple ailment into a very seri­
ous condition of actual poison­
ing,” Dr. Cox said. “This is par­
ticularly true of the indiscrimin­
ate use of sulfa drugs which have 
bi'cn prescribed for somt prev­
ious sjiecific condition.

“ It is wise to use medicines as 
indicated for th e  illness for 
which they are prescribed by 
your doctor, and when they are 
no longer needed, destroy the rc 
maining medicine immediately,” 
Dr. Cox said. “ Even if you expect 
a return of the same condition at 
some future date, it would be 
better to obtain new medicine if 
the condition recurs than to re 
tain this old medicine in the cab­
inet and subject the members of 
your family to the danger of us­
ing it unwisely.”
