No. 12 not urged

Amendment No, 12 10 be voted on Tuesday
Nov. 5, at the general election is approved
by Texas voters, Keith Reed of Arling-
ton, President of the Texas Chapter of
the Municipal Finance Officers Associa-
tion, said this week

Amendment No. 12 gives cities and
counties authority to issue tax-free reve-
nue bonds to build industrial plants for
private corporations.

Opposition is mounting in both large and
small towns against the proposal a sur-
vey by the Finance Officers Association
notes.

Mayor Hubert Gorubec of Granger
(pop. 1,800) has expressed his concern
about the amendment in this way: “For
a city to lend its credit for the construc-
tion of a plant for a provate corporation
is to violate the most basic laws of local
government finance. This idea has caught
on in some other states and has already
pushed interest rates on municipal bonds
(for schools, hospitals and other justified
public needs) to the point that property
taxpayers all over the country are feeling
the pinch. The idea should be rejected in
Texas.”

The purpose of the amendment is to
help cities and counties, particularly
smaller communities, get new industry.
However, according to Reed, it will have
just the opposite effect in many instances.

Among objections being voiced to the
Finance Officers Association against
Amendment No. 12 are: 1) The bonds
can be issued by cities and counties with-
out a vote of the people: 2) The program
would attract many poorly-financed, mar-
ginal industries into the State (stable
businesses and indusiries do not need
financial subsidies); 3) The program wou-
Id open the gate for ‘‘fast-buck’ promo-
ters, and possibly bring about scandals;
4) If bonds are defaulted, the credit
standing of Texas municipalities least able
to afford it may be seriously impaired;
5) Tax-free bonds for industrial develop-
ment would drain capital away from com-
munities needing money for needed school
hospitals, etc., and when money is obtain-
able, would be at high interest rates that
would up property taxes.
