IT'wo peaceful scenes of grazing cattle,
mountains, streams, etc., were painted by
J. W. Thrasher, The two large oils are

appraised at $750 each.

I'he bank display also includes a num-
ber of prints of famous art works and
one oil by Morton artist Mrs. Roy “Cric-
kett” Hickman.

I'he most valuable works on display in
the bank are three oils by Fred Harman,
from the collection of Dr. and Mrs. W. M.
Dean. Harman drew the “Red Ryder and
Little Beaver"” comic strip from 1937 till
1962. Since that time he has been doing
western works which are highly sought-
after by collectors.

His paintings are of the realistic
school in the tradition of Charles M. Rus-
sell. “Trapped,” a large picture in Mr.
Benham’s office, and “Color, Cowboys,
and Cattle,” hanging elsewhere in the
bank, are valued at a minimum of $7000
each. A smaller work, “Fetching Them
In,” is worth about $5400, according to
Mr. Benham.
