rules would remain as they were in 1971.
After loud cries of protest from pro-
ducer organizations and individual farm-
ers, the regulations of 1971 were reinstat-
ed. And Johnson has commented “We are
grateful that USDA saw fit to revise its
original decision, but the confusion and
delays in farming operations could have
all been avoided if USDA had sat down
last Fall with producers or producer re-
presentatives and discussed the matter in
advance.”

The National Agricultural Institute is
laying extensive plans for a nationwide
survey of opinions on key agricultural

issues, according to Donnell Echols of
Lamesa, Board Chairman of Plains Cot-
ton Growers, Inc. and a charter director
of NAL

Echols says “Intent of the survey is
to pinpoint specific problem areas in ag-
ricultural communications, to the end
that future NAI activities can be aimed
where the need is greatest.”” He points
out that “Farm programs must be pass-
ed through Congress by Congressmen,
most of them from non-agricultural areas,
who vote on such measures in accordance
with the wishes of the people who elected
hem. So passage of legislation beneficial
to agriculture, along with the prevention
of detrimental legislation, is directly de-
pendent on agriculture's image in the
minds of the public.”

NAI is a non-partisan, non-profit organi-
zation formed in 1970 with financial back-
ing from producers of cotton, wheat, su-
gar, feed grains, peanuts and soybeans.
Its objective is to refurbish agriculture’s
profile in the minds of lawmakers, opi-
nion leaders and the general public.

In early January of last year, at the
suggestion of the High Plains’ own Con-
gressman George Mahon and Senator Carl
Curtis of Nebraska, a top level com-
mittee was formed to do a comprehensive
study of the problems confronting the
achievement of NAI goals. Coordinated by
NAI, the committee seeks to identify what
is wrong with the public’s opinion of agri-
culture and recommend ways in which mis-
conceptions can be corrected. Members
include people from agriculture, agri-
industry and government. Industry is re-
presented by top company officials and
association executives from the petroleum,
farm equipment, chemical and agricultu-
ral publishing industries.

No other national survey of opinions on
agriculture has ever been undertaken.
“And such a survey was long over-
due,” Echols states.
