increase of 14 percent over
two years that was granted to
its 650,000 union employees
last year.

The Postal Service had
sought to increase its
revenues by $1.5 billion, or
18.7 percent above the 1973
level. The Cost of Living
Council, however, decided that
this was excessive and
reduced it to $1.3 billion.

What it means, for the
average Morton citizen using
the mails, is that 10 cents in
stamps will have to be put on

letters rather than & cents,
that 13 cents will be required
for airmail letters instead ot 1l
cents and that 8 cents will be
needed on postcards, 2 cents
more than before.

For a local resident who
mails an average of one letter
aday, the added cost in a year
will be $7.30.

For commercial mailers,
chiefly newspaper and
magazine publishers who use
second class, the rate
increase is especially high,
about 39 percent over the next
few years.

Third class mail, used
mostly for advertising matter,
and fourth class, for books,
records and the like, will also
be more costly.

On the basis of the latest
official figures, expenditures
in Morton last year for postal
services came toan estimated
$54,900.

During the current fiscal
year, the total is expected to
climb to about $63,600.

31, 1974, to a May 15, 1973, base
price should result In a
substantial reductionof price,
Hill said— perhaps, more than
30 percent of the current
wholesale price, and should
mean a saving of more than
$210 million for Texas users.

Atwrney General Hill noted
that an estimated 1,500,000
Texans residing in some
600,000 homes use the propane
gas as a primary fuel source.
In addition, Texas Liquified
Petroleum Gas Association
figures indicate that 75
percent of all Texas farmers
use this fuel for all

agricultural production.

Hill recalled that when the
Cost of Living Council ordered
a ceiling in the spring of 1973
for 24 major oil companies, 1t
did not set a ceiling for
independents and brokers,
causing an ‘‘artificial
shortage.’” With the lifting of
the ceiling in Phase I, the cost
jumped in one year from 5.5
cents per gallon wholesale to
25 cents per gallon, upping the
average consumer’s costfrom
about I4 percent to 40 cents
and more

Assistant Texas Attorney
General Frank Cooksey, who
appeared with Arkansas
Attorney General Jim Guy
l'ucker at the F.E.O.'s Feb. 6
hearing in Washington, D.C.,
noted that spiraling costs not
only worked a hardship on
persons of fixed incomes, but
would force the price of farm
produce to be increased.

Hill said the announced roll
back '‘is a good example of
results which can be attained
when state attorneys general
work together.”’
