Mention a case of childhood poisoning
and ione generally thinks of a host of
potentially lethdl houschold substances
which the child could have imbibed, not
knowing the dangers involved

But officials at the State Health
Department are quick to emphasize that
the dangers of poisoning are not
restricted to items within the home
Potential sources of poison thrive in
backyards and gardens all across Texas

The little known sources of these
poisons —common, garden-variety
plants.

Most plants are harmless. Many are
poisonous under certain conditions. A few
arec poisonous under nearly all
conditions. More than 700 species of
plants in the United States are known tc
have caused death or illness. Each vear,
about 12,000 children in this country chew
or swallow potentially poisonous plants

The poisonous nature of a plant is
Caused by the presence of one or more
kinds of substances. There are some
substances whichare themselves toxic to
animals: analkaloid, for example, 15 the

So, too, are the
poinsettia and oleander bush, and all
parts of buttercups, rhododendrons, and
laurels. In some plants, only particular
partsaretoxic.
