The g irls  o f Girlstown, many of 
whom have known poverty, 
generally are grateful for any 
kindness that comes into their 
lives. But they had special 
reasons for appreciating gifts 
presented them Monday.

The g ir ls , who’ve gone as much 
as four full months without beef 
on their menus, received $2400 
worth of boxed frozen beef from 
Hi-Pro Feeds of Friona, Tex.

And Chemical Weed Control of 
Brownfield and Hobbs, N.M. gave 
them a washing machine and a 
new ice-making machine just in 
time to replace one that had 
broken and left the g irls  facing a 
long, hot summer with limited ice 
supplies.

“ You don’t really know how 
much you appreciate beef until 
you try doing without it . ’ ’ said 
Mrs. Wanda Cooper, wife of

Girlstown Director Marshall 
Cooper. “ Once in 1973 when the 
price of beef was so high and we 
had serious budget problems, we 
had to nuke do on chicken entrees 
for 120 days in a row.

“ We had a bunch of hens and 
that kept food on the tables , ’ ’ she 
added. “ But after four months 
eating chicken every day, you’d 
trade a week’s supply for just one 
good hamburger!’ ’

Girlstown, located on a 1425 
acre farm nine miles south of 
Whiteface,provides a home for 
g ir ls  from four to 19-year-old who 
have been referred by schools 
and-orcourts because they are 
neglected, come from broken 
homes where no supervision is 
available, or come from homes 
where extreme poverty makes 
proper care impossible.

A Sudan man lost his life in a 
one-car accident approximately 
four m iles east of Morton on 
FM1780 late Tuesday afternoon.

HowardGilbert Weaver, 51, of 
Sudan, died several hours after 
rolling his car several times on a 
curve on the “ S”  curve of 
“ Country Club Road.”

In ve s t ig a te  officer, DPS 
Patrolman Jimmy Lytal reported 
to the Tribune that Weaver was 
traveling west on the highway 
when he went into the left hand 
turn on the “ S“  curve and lost 
control o f his 1966 Peugeot sedan 
and rolled over several times.

The accident was reported by 
telephone at 6:13, L y t^  sUted, 
and the victim was taken to 
Cochran Memorial Hospital by 
F r o n t i e r  A m b u l a n c e  f o r  
emergency treatment.

He was later transferred to 
Methodist Hospital in Lubbock by 
the same anibulance and was 
undergoing treatment there when 
he was pronounced dead at 11:10 
p.m.

Two other accidents marred 
the local traffic scene in recent 
days, with no injuries being 
recorded in either mishap.

Friday morning at 11:50, Lytal 
was summoned to an accident 
approximately 14 miles west of 
Morton on SH116 involving two 
pickup trucks.

Juan LojaiM, driving a 1963 
Chevrolet pickup was toeing 
Roberto Ramirez in a 1967 pickup 
when the vehicle in the rear blew 
its right front tire and began to 
occilate violently, which finally 
resulted in both trucks doing a 
half roll and ending up resting on 
their tops. Neither man was 
iigured.

A car and a pickup collided 
south of Morton Tuesday night 
with considerable property 
damage resulting but no injuries 
to those involved.

According to highway patrol 
reports, Gayla Tru ll, 16, of 
Bledsoe, was traveling south on 
SH114 and was followed by Marlon 
Coffman, o f Morton, in a 1974 
Ford pickup when the accident 
occurred approximately 2>/2 
miles south of Morton.

The reports indicate that when 
the sedan stopped, the pickup 
struck it in the left rear with its 
right front fender.

SPC adds Country, Western degree

October cotton  
loan ra te  final
for 1974 crop

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) today said 
that the 1974 crop loan rates for 
Upland and Extra Long Suple 
C o t t o n ,  a n n o u n c e d  as 
Prelim inary October 31, 1974, 
will be the final rates. These 
rates are 34.25 cents per pound 
for Upland and 67.74 cents per 
pound for extra long staple.

T h e  d e p a r t m e n t  a l s o  
announced that maturity dates for 
1974-crop cotton will not be 
extended. Maturity dates for 
cotton, reflecting a 10 month loan 
period, vary depending upon the 
month the loan is obtained.

USDA SAID recent market data 
indicate the current level of 
average world prices for 
American Upland Cotton is about 
six cents per pound higher than 
the announced preliminary loan 
rate. Also, the department 
pointed out, the 1975-crop loan 
level is nuire than nine cents per 
pounf aboce the 1974 level and that 
much of the unsold 1974 level and 
that much o f the unsold 1974 crop 
should benefit from market 
prices reflecting improved world 
demand

In early June, Virginia 
was a g(xxl case in point. Lord 
Dunmore, royal governor of 
Virginia, called the House of 
Burgesses into special session 
on June 1 to consider another 
proposal by Prim e Minister Lord 
North and the House of Commons.

Peyton Randolph, only recently 
e l e c t e d  P r e s i d e n t  o f  the 
Continental Congress, resigned 
that position to return to 
WilUamsburg, Virginia, to 
preside over the meeting of the 
Burgesses of which he was a 
speaker. According to historian
G eorge Bancroft, he a rr ived  with

such ceremony that he “ eclipsed 
the pomp of the governor, and in 
the eyes of the people raised the 
imp()rtance of the newly created 
continental power.’ ’

Virginians were excited both 
about the war in New England and 
about a serious threat posed by 
Lord Dunmore. The governor had 
threatened other regulations of 
Parliament were obeyed. To 
slaveholding Virginia this was a 
threat to both their liberty and 
their property.

On the night of June 7, Lord 
Dunmore became fearful o f his 
personal safety and took refuge 
on board an English ship at York. 
He was ccxivinced that this was

the right move because of what he 
considered the rebellious mood 
o f the burgesses and because he 
had learned that Samuel Adams 
and John Hancock were shortly to 
be placed on the “ wanted”  list. 
He could not be sure how the 
buTTCsses might react to that 
decision.

' The reply to the governor’s 
c a l l ,  w r i t t e n  by T h o m a s  
Jefferson, was issued on June 12. 
In essence the statement said that 
reconciliation with Great Britain 
was the greatest desire next to 
liberty itself. However, the 
actions of Parliament, according

to Jefferson, simply compounded 
the oppression. Therefore, 
Virginia would appeal to King an<i 
Parliament no longer; future 
acti(ms would rest with the 
Continental Congress.

With(xit doubt, Virginians were 
moving closer to the point of no 
return.

In Spanish Texas the removal 
of the residents of Adaes to San 
Antcaiio apparently did not have 
the desired results. According to 
official reports, (]uite a number 
of the residents fled Adaes to 
avoid being moved. In addition.

neighboring Indians raided what 
was left. Moreover, Frenchmen 
from Natchitoches moved in to 
live and trade amcxig the Indians
more than ever before. Historian 
H.E. Bolton conjectured that 
despite governmental orders the 
frontier was never totally 
abandoned.

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Texas Summer Feeding 
Program funds increased

More than $1.5 million has been 
tentatively allotted for operation 
of the Special Food Service 
Program for Children in Texas.

The program is administered 
in Texas through the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’ s 
Food and Nutrition Service, with 
regional offices in Dallas, Texas.

President Ford signed into law 
May 2 a bill which continues the

firogram through September 30 
P.L. 94-20) and USDA today 

announced a tentative $58.7 
million allocation of funds to 
operate the summer program.

The Texas allocation is an 
increase of about $200,000 over 
last year’ s figure.

Regulations governing this 
year’s summer program will be 
the same as those in effect for the 
1974 program. However, the 
rates of reimbursement will be 
adjusted acconhng to provisions

of the law which require that the 
rates for the 1975 summer 
program reflect an increase over 
the rates for the 1974 summer 
program proportionate to the 
increase in the Consumer Price 
Index for food away from home 
for the most recent twelve-month 
period available. The law further 
requires USDA to announce these 
adjusted rates within ten days of 
its enactment.

The Summer Special Food 
Service Program is designed to 
provide nourishing meals to 
needy youngsters who during the 
school year my depend on school 
lunches for a significant part of 
their nutrition. Last Year, states 
spent $60.9 million to reach 1.7 
million children.
