Two of the largest projects in 

the recent history of Morton were 
nearing completion this week.

The thirteen-mile natural gas 
pipeline linking the City of 
Morton with the El Paso Natural 
Gas Company line northeast of 
W h i t e f a c e  n e e d s  o n l y  the 
finishing touches to call it 
complete. The entire line has 
been laid and tested and awaits 
only the acceptance inspection to 
make it complete.

The p r o j e c t  f o r  the 
improvement of Strickland Park 
is nearing its final stages, with a 
large amount of picnicing and 
playground equipment having 
been installed. It certiinly is 
complete enough to suit the youth 
of Morton as they can be observed 
giving full utilization to some of 
the completed equipment even as 
others are being installed.

C o m p l e t i o n  o f  the p a r k  
improvements is expected within 
15-20 days.

These two projects are being 
f u n d e d  by the f e d e r a l  
g o v e r n m e n t ,  the s t a t e  
government and at the local level 
t h r o u g h  the E c o n o m i c  
Development Administration 
(EDA) which is administered 
t h r o u g h  the South  P l a i n s  
Association of Governments 
(SPAG). The city of Morton is 
responsible for approximately 20 
percent of the total project cost, 
which runs well above $300,000.

The city has al ready received a 
total of $270,584 from the federal 
government to be applied toward 
the cost of the project. This was 
in the form of two checks, one in 
the amount of $l.')0,584.00 and 
a n o t h e r  in the a m o u n t  o f  
$120,000.00, according to 
information furnished to the 
Tribune by Elra Oden, Morton 
City Manager.

National School Lunch, School 
Breakfast, and Special Milk 
Programs. Also increased was 
the national minumum average 
value of commodities for the 
National School Lunch Program.

The increases for school 
lunches and breakfasts have been 
in effect since July 1. The law 
requires that these payment 
rates be adjusted twice each 
year, in liite with changes in the 
food away from home series of 
the U.S. Department of Labor’ s 
Consumer Price Index (CPI).

Monumental problems faced Washington in forming a dieiplined Army
Last week we mentioned the 

probl ems that  G e o r g e  
washuigton faced in getting 
**4>plie8 and munitions for his 
roops. Two hundred years ago in 

patience was also 
riM by the nature of the forces 

**"*r his command.
Almost all the soldiers were 

■"^temen or local militia. If 
hadany training at all it had 

mostly of occasionally 
,2 **^  snd marching. In 

military discipline did 
e x i s t .  W h i l e  he was  

^tempting to hold the British in 
vt AAtl to supply his troops, 

asnington also had to begin a

training program that would 
make them ready for combat 
when it came.

Training problems were 
difficult enough, but they were 
c o m p o u n d e d  by the s h o r t  
enlistments of most of the 
soldiers, some of which were as 
s h o r t  as  t h r e e  m o n t h s .  
Obviously, very little could be 
done with soldiers in such a short 
time; even if they were trained, 

enlistments would end 
after training was

completed.
The real issue was that these 

were citizen soldiers who had 
literally put down their hoes and

their 
shortly

picked iq> their rifles to defend 
t h e i r  c o l o n y .  Now when a 
protracted war seemed obvious, 
these men had crops in the fields 
and f a m i l i e s  to  s u p p o r t .  
Therefore, it was very common 
for soldiers to go home when they 
felt like it. From the beginning 
W a s h i n g t o n  had s e r i o u s  
problems with desertion.

This whole matter was further 
complicated by the absence of any 
national patriotism. The colonies 
might be united on paper and in

the Continental Congress, but the 
citizen’ s loyalty was still to his 
home colony. The concept of

continental unity — the idea 
being an “ American”  — was

m

»

come later.
Probably a man with less 

patience and dedication than 
Washington would have ^ven up 
very early. However, it is to his 
c redit and the benefit of the future 
United States that Washington 
stayed with what appeared to be 
an impossible task.

In the Spanish Southwest, John 
Peyton and his associates also 
faced what appeared to be an 
impossible situation. Peyton and 
the crew ot the “ Swan”  that had 
been captured in the Gulf of 
Mexico were considered to be 
French agents. At first they were 
held at the mouth of the Rio

Grande where several of the 
ship’ s crew died of disease and 
sUrvation. The only food 
provided was a small amount of 
parched com  and a little fruit. 
Many more would probably have 
died had they not b^ n  allowed to 
butcherand eat a crippled mule. 
E v e n  t hough  he was  a 
“ gentleman”  from Virginia, 
Peyton reported that he had 
“ never eaten anything so savoury 
and delicious.”

After two weeks there, the men 
were informed that they were to 
embark on an 89 day journey to 
Santa Fe. The prospects for 
aurvival were very dim.
