Very quickly thereafter on 
November 29, an American 
cru iser, the “ L ee ,”  captured ^ e  
B ritishbrig, the “ Nancy,”  which 
was loaded with arms and 
ammunition and was bound for

Quebec. The capture of the 
military stores was a welcome 
addition to the depleted American 
s u p p l i e s .  M o r e o v e r ,  the 
“ Nancy”  was retained by the 
American navy and renamed the 
“ C ongress.”  It was instrumental 
later in forcing the evacuation of 
Boston.

Also in November Congress 
went further in organizing its 
naval forces. Un November 28 
Congress adopted the “ Rules for 
the Regulation of the Navy o f the 
United Colonies.”

Even though independence had 
notyetbeen agreed to. Congress

clearly  saw the need for better 
miUtary defense and the time 
when separation might actually 
occur.

In the meantime residents in 
Spanish Texas were living at a 
m ore subsistence level. Phe 
Spanish settler, som etim es aided 
by Indian craft.smen, made or 
p r o c e s s e d  m o s t  o f  the 
necessities of life. When one 
realizes that cattle and sheep 
were basic to this existence the

The meat, hides, and wcxil were 
utilized to the fullest by the 
Spaniard. Wool was a necessity 
for the cloth to make clothes 
while cowhides provided the 
leather needed for boots, 
harnesses, and other essential 
items. Obviously, the meat of 
cattle and sheep provided a basic 
part of the diet. In addition, the fat 
of the animals was used for 
shortening and candles

It may be down some until 
then, but after that, cattle feeders 
are expecting to see better times 
to come.

The pascal celery now 
coming in from Florida is an 
excellent seasoning vege­
table for a great variety of 
salads. Since celery stores 
very well in the refrigerator 
in a film bag, it is always 
ready to add crispness, fla­
vor and color to combina­
tions of meats, fish, egg, 
other vegetables and fruits.

The Waldorf Salad, with 
its mingling of celery, apple

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Hunting Leases Can Boost 
Income For Local Ranchers

Game hunting is mushrooming, 
■Ddhunti^ leases provide a good 
(Vportunity for ranchers to 
UKrease their income, according 
loan area wildlife specialist for 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Dr. Milo Shult, at the Texas 
AiiM University Agricultural 
Besearch and Extension Center 
•t Uvalde, says a rancher who 
wants to use his land for hunting 
purposes must practice sound 
M a n a g e m e n t  a nd  p r o v i d e  
protection, cover and food for 
game species. In addition, many 
iasirab le  non-game species 
profit from such management 
programs.

” ln Texas, over 95 per cent of 
the land is  privately owned,”  
Shult says. “ This means that 
sound management o f game 
species is the responsibility of 
the landowner.”

Maintaining land suitable for 
wildlife involves some costs. 
Because certain game species 
compete with livestock for food, a 
pasture cost must be given to 
deer, for example. Every six 
deer on pasture represent one 
animal unit that consumes 
forage, points out the Texas A&M 
University System specialist.

Other costs may com e up 
through slight changes in land 
management practices. Shult 
gives the example of a rancher 
who leaves brush strips and 
weedy food plots in his pasture 
which benefit quail. However, 
thi s situation does not provide the 
best forage for livestock. 
Further costs are incurred 
through the provision of other

goods and services for hunters 
such as cabins and blinds.

“ Hunting leases, of course, 
can offset these costs ,”  notes 
Shult. ‘ ‘A written lease is the best 
way to avoid mi sunder standing 
between two parties. Specific 
responsilalities and conditions 
s h o u l d  be  a s s i g n e d  t o  a l l  
parties.”

Such things as whether these 
are blinds, fishing spots, 
camping, game processing 
facilities or guide service are 
important to consider when 
writing or negotiating a lease.

The specialist says there are 
long-term and short-term leases 
and some are made according to 
the season of a particular game 
species.

“ Short-term leases provide 
m ore income than those on a long­
term basis but require a more 
intensive management program. 
Long-term leases may mean less 
money but frequently do not 
require as much personal 
involvement,”  Shult points out.

“ Like most endeavors, the 
m o r e  y o u  put  i n t o  t he  
establishment of hunting leases, 
the more income you can expect. 
Management plays a key role, 
with the more intensely managed 
game areas providing the most 
income for ranchers,”  adds the 
specialist. “ Hunters receive fair 
return for their dollars invested 
when they have exclusive hunting 
pnvilugeson  ranches and farms 
with sound game management 
program s.”

A good quail crop with plent> of 
cover and food sums up the 
reports from field personnel of 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department as the annual quail 
season nears in northwest Texas.

guail season in regulatory 
counties of the Panhandle and 
VHith Plains opens Nov. 15, 15*75 
and continues through Feb. 15, 
15*76 with a daily bag limit of 12 
birds and a possession limit of 56 
birds after the third day. The 
daily bag limit will consist of 
Oobwhite or scaled quail or a 
combination of both species.

5iportsmen are reminded that 
non regulatory counties might 
have different opemng dates and 
b a g  l i m i t s  m a k i n g  i t t he  
responsibility of the hunter to 
Know which county he is hunting.

"The wardens in the Panhandle 
and on the South Plains are 
reporting a good crop of young 
birds and plenty of cov er ,”  said 
Ted Wheelis, Lubbock regional 
law enforcement supervisor.

The use of bird dogs will 
enhance the chances of a full 
game bag as hunters attempt to 
find the hidden coveys or downed 
game birds said Wheelis.

D i s t r i c t  c h i e f s  W e l d o n  
F r o m m ,  A m a r i l l o ,  D a v i d  
Palm er, Abilene, and Bill Pratt, 
Lubbock, report a 100 percent 
increase in the quail population 
over last years near ^ sa ster  
which was due to a dry spring and 
a bad hatch.

Hunters should check for

T e x a s  h u n t i n g  l i c e n s e  
requi cements when hunting out of 
their county of residence if they 
are between the ages o f 17 and 65 
or are a nonresident.

Legal shooting hours for all 
game animals and game birds 
except the migratory game birds, 
are one-half hour before sunrise 
to one-half hour after sunset 
daily.

Sportsmen will have to make a 
reasonable effort to retrieve all 
woundedammalsand game birds 
and these species will becom e a 
part of the legal bag limit. All 
animals and birds taken into 
possession must be kept in an 
edible condition.

Firearm s legal for uking quail 
in regulatory counties is limited 
to n fle s , shotguns and other legal 
firearm s and longbows and 
arrows. Shotguns need nut be 
plugged to a three shell capacity 
when hunt mg quail in a regulatory 
county.

Hunters will be allowed to hunt 
from  vehicles while the vehicle is 
on private property but the 
sportsmen is reminded that it is 
one of the most dangerous 
situations in the field. The 
restriction of shooting from 
public roads is still in effect and 
will be enforced by wardens o f the 
P&WD.

Sportsmen have been careful in 
past seasons when nongame birds 
such as hawks, owls, eagles and 
songbirds are seen in the same 
general area of quail. Those 
hunters violating this regulation 
will be prosecuted as it is best to

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Each year many L'.S. children 
die or become disabled from 
diseases they needn’t have 
contracted, Carla Shearer, a 
health education specialist, says.

“ Immunizations are readily 
accessib le  to prevent these 
tragedies. Diphtheria, Pertussis 
(whooping cough), tetanus, polio, 
m easles and rubella are diseases 
which can cause disabilities and 
even death, but they can be 
p r e v e n t e d  t h r o u g h
immunizations,”  .Miss Shearer, 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension .Service, The Texas 
AA.M University System, said.

“ When vaccines were first 
available, the incidence of 
childhood diseases dropped 
sharply. But as the effects of the 
diseases faded from people’ s 
minds, parents made less effort 
to be sure their children were 
f u l l y  p r o t e c t e d  — s o  
immunization levels declined.”

The Texas Immunization Law 
requires that all children be 
immunized before entering 
school — but it’ s important to 
protect preschoolers also. This 
is the parents’ responsibility 
since these youngsters aren ’ t in 
school yet. Miss .Shearer said.

She noted that reports show 
immunity levels among 1- to 4- 
year-olds are low enough to 
sustain substantial spread of 
disease, including outbreaks.

The Texas Department of 
Health Resources suggests that a 
child start his immunization 
series at 2 months o f age by 
receiving DTP (diphtheria- 
tetanus-pertussis) and polio 
immunizations.

Suggested immunization 
schedule:

2 months, DTP and Polio; 4 
months, DTP and Polio; 6 
months, DTP and Polio; 12 
months. M easles and Rubella; IS­
IS months DTP and Polio.

Booster Doses
4-6 years, DTP and Polio; 14- 

16 y e a r s ,  T d  ( T e t a n u s -  
diphtheria); Thereafter, TD 
every 10 years.

The specialist urged parents to 
c h e c k  t h e i r  c h i l d r e n ’ s 
immunization records. If unsure 
about the need for immunization, 
call the private physician or the 
county health department office.

Texas Agricultural Extension 
ervice. “ Control by the 
.ricultural establishment is 

into the hands of top 
Lvernment officials, consum er 

and labor organizations. ”  
Knutson,  f o r m e r

kdministralor of the Farm er 
Tooperative Service, USDA, 
lied three main reasons for the 

Increas i ng  i n t e r e s t  in 
griculture and food policy by 

e s e “ outside”  groups. “ F irst, 
Jhas become a key negotiating 
I in a foreign policy designed 
maintain world peace. In 
ition, food has becom e vital to 

baintaining the value o f the 
foliar in i n t e r n a t i o n a l  

nsaclUMU. Third, U.S. 
nsumers are becoming m ore 
ncerned that an increasing 

roportion of their income must 
I to food.
"The consumers’ cr ie s  have 

gught the ear of organized labor, 
lich in turn has provided the 
nsumer movement significant 
ancial support. Consumer and 
Dcaclivism will have a strong 

[feet on future agricultural 
plicies, to say the least,”  said 
nutson.

As far as policy issues with 
tspect to farm program s, the 
cunumist outlined four. The 
m  dealt with government 
k^ulvement in dom estic farm 
rograma. “ Our farm program s 
bust have the flexibility to deal 
^ the potential to overproduce, 
urthermore, farm program s of 

future will likely have to 
lover a l l  c o m m o d i t i e s ,  
ommodity program s appear to 

on t h e i r  wa y  o u t .  Wi t h  
creased consumer activism , 
imers will need to be realistic

in terms of what they can get from 
an urban-oriented Congress in all 
commodity areas. A unified 
approach among producer groups 
interested in farm policy will be 
required if  any success is to be 
realized on Capitol H ill.”

Knutson indicated the use of 
food as a tool of international 
diplomacy as a second major 
policy issue in agriculture.

Feople like the Secretary of 
State are determining our 
international agricultural policy. 
This represents no panacea for 
the farm er.”

The econom ist likewise sees 
little for the U.S. farm er in the 
recently negotiated long-term 
agreement with Russia. “ The 
stabilizing effect can easily be 
overesUmated. The agreement’ s 
upper lim iton exports acts as an 
automatic trigger for restricted 
explorts.”

On the issue of food aid, the 
economist noted that about half of 
the Department of Agriculture 
budget went to food programs 
during the 1974-75 fiscal year. 
Secretary of Agriculture Earl 
Butz argues that these funds 
should be directed to programs 
t h a t  e x p a n d  a g r i c u l t u r a l  
production, increase efficiency 
and improve quality. Yet many in 
Congress argue that food 
prt^ram s provide tools with 
which they can bargain for 
s u p p o r t  o f  m a i n s t r e a m  
agricultural program s. For 
support from labor, farm ers 
must concede the labor’s 
demands for food stamps for 
strikers and minimum wage 
legislation. Yet farm ers were 
unable to override President 
F ord 's  vetoof the 1975 farm bill 
while consumers got an expanded 
food stamp program .

‘ ‘Of course, consumers have 
no objection to farm program s as 
longas they don’ t increase farm 
p r iw s ,”  emphasized Knutson. 
" I f  inflation continues, however, 
farm program s may actually be a 
noose around the producer’ s 
neck .”

A final policy issue aired by the 
economist was the question of 
“ w h o  wi l l  c o n t r o l  U. S .  
agriculture.”  The battle lines 
have already been drawn in .some 
states regarding corporate 
farming, noted Knutson, and 
there is increasing concern by 
family farm ers, consum ers, the

He is  legislative 
c h a i r m a n  f o r  a l l  t h r e e  
organizations.

uables, thi'n etch or embla­
zon your social security 
number thereon. To out- 
doorsmen, o f course, we 
refer to such items as 
handguns, rifles, binocu­
lars, fishing reels, out- 
lioard and trolling motors 
and other recreation equip­
ment.

Vou can write your data 
in permanent ink on your 
fishing rods if there's no 
metallic space available.

For your clothing, try in­
delible ink on the laliel. Of 
course the label can be re­
moved, but you could croas 
up the thief (and the 
“ fence’') by also slipping a 
little piece o f cloth bearing 
your individual number in 
side the lining or at some 
hidden, inconspicuous place.

Today’s thieves seem to 
prefer items that are eas­
ily carried such as pocket 
and hunting knives, wrist 
watchr.s, small radios, cas- 
ette.type tape recorders, 
portable typewriters. mini- 
TV's — all labelable. These 
in addition to liquor, other 
drinks and food. They also 
like items one can’t very 
• ell mark, such as coin col­

lections Slid most je»elry.
Whatever you mark. I>e 

sure and make a list of 
same, noting exactly where 
you etched the number. 
Make at least one ropy of 
the list and date each |>age. 
Keep the original in your 
safety deposit box at the 
bank and turn the carbon 
over to either the local po­
lice department (city or 
county), or your insurance 
agent. Make a note o f the 
recipient’s name on your 
original, along with the 
date the report was filed.

Ix-fore long you won’t know 
what’s on what. Then, if 
your list liecomes lost or 
destroyed by fire, you’ll be 
out of luck when it comes 
to identifying anything.

Another reason for iden­
tifying your merchandise is 
the fset that the first thing 
legitimate pawn shop deal­
ers look for on merchandise 
submitted to them are ser­
ial numbers and owner­
ship markings. If the thief 
can't present a social se­
curity card that matches 
the number on the arlirle, 
then the pawn broker will 
not huy the merchandise or 
make a loan on it. In fact 
some will report the inci­
dent to the police.

For these reasons some 
thieves will not steal any 
merchandise that bears 
ownership markings. In fact, 
police say that’s one of the 
first things some thieves 
look for, and if a number 
is there they won’t take it.
