Lipe says less information is
available on wine types, although
such dual purpose grapes as
Siebel 9110 and Niagara are well
adapted and very productive.
Several other varieties are
showing promise, but it is too
early to predict which varieties
will make the best wine, he adds.

‘A number of prospective

rowers in the Lubbock-South

lains area are contributing to
the variety evaluation picture,’’
the researcher says. ‘‘About 90
to 100 acres of grapes are in their
second year of growth on the
Plains, and some are expected to
be in production in 1976.

‘‘Plantings by four private
groups — Llano Estacado at
Lubbock, Smith and Scioli at
Ropesville, Lightfoot at
Seagraves, and the Sandy Land
Grape Growers Association at
Morton and Whiteface — are all
experimental and are
contributing valuable
information about which
varieties will eventually be
grown for wine production on the
Texas South Plains.”

A state-wide feasibility study
conducted in 1973-74, indicated
that the most promising areas for
commercial grape production
arein far West Texas, the South
Plains and the Texas Hill Country

Far West Texas is well suited
for the French grape known as
Vinifera. The Texas South Plains
is suited to both Vinifera and
French-Americanhybrids, while
other areas of the state may be
restricted to hybrids and other
American types.

Lipe says East Texas may be
better suited to the Muscadine
types due to better disease
resistance.

As a result of the feasibility
studies, Lipe says, new plantings
were begun in 1974 at the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station
at Lubbock and El Paso and on a
private farm near Junction. Each
planting consists of 50 to 60
varieties on three rootstocks.
Rootstocks include nematode and
disease resistance and more
vigorous types.

Plantings will come into
production for the first time in
1976, Lipe says, and should yield
important information for the
developing grape industry in
Texas. Plantings at Overton,
Uvalde and College Station are
expected to yield information on
Pierces disease resistance and
Muscadine types.

The TAES scientist says

Erosion is a derivative of the
word erode, which means to eat
into or away from, to destroy by
slow disintergration or to wear
away. There are two types of
erosion, wind and water. Our
soils should be prepared to take
the rains and bolstered to
withstand the high winds which
are to come.

The use of cover crops can
prepare our soils for the fall
rains and tie the soil together to
withtand the high winds of the
Spring. A cover crop is one thatis
close spaced and is usually of
small grain or legumes. It is
usually grown for one year or
less except where a permanent
type cover such as grass or
hayland is used.

I'he purpose of cover crops is
to control erosion when major

crops do not furnish enougnh
cover. Cottonis a major crop bul
it furnishes little protecton
against the wind. Grain sorghum
is also a major crop but it
provides protective cover for the
soil by leaving residue on the
surface following harvest. Grain
sorghum residues also adds
organic material to the soil and
improve infiltration and soil
aeration.

Some of the crops used for
cover in this area are millet
forage andgrain sorghum, wheat,
rye, vetch, winterpeas and
grass.

Cover crops plantings are
usually drilled or broadcast
Some are flownon over seeding in
exigping crops such as cotton.
The use of cover on blank or skip
row crops will protect the blank
middles and provide organic
material for next spring crops

Now is the time to prepare land
for the blowing season. Cover
crops can prevent soil losses,
respiratory discomfort, and
complaints from homeowners,
merchants and county residents.
