1976 Upland Cotton

Programs Announced

Major provisions of the 1976
upland cotton and cotton seed
programs were announced
recently by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture.

John W. Hall, County Executive
Director, said there will be a
preliminary upland cotton loan
rate of 37.12 cents per pound,
applicable to Middling one-inch
(micronaire 3.5 - 4.9) net weight,
at average locations in the U.S.,
according to a recent
announcement from Washington
D.C.

Texas’base acreage allotment
is 4,679,430 acres for upland
cotton. The national base
allotmentis 1l million acres, Hall
said.

Loans on 1976-crop seed of
both upland and ELS cotton will be
recourse loans, as in the past,
while lint cotton loans are
nonrecourse. Program
provisions will be similar to
those for the 1975 program.

Hall said the preliminary
upland cotton loan rate of 37.12
cents per pound compares with
the 1975 crop loan rate of 34.27
cents per pound. It reflects 90
percent of the average price of
American cotton in world
markets for the 3-year period

ocal Government Costs Above Average

Survey Shows $51
Over Texas Counties

The financial predicament in
which New York finds itself and
the repercussions that it is
having in many directions has led
to second looks being taken at the
spend-patterns in Cochran
County and elsewhere.

_Are local residents paying a
highor a low price for the conduct
of their government? How much
does it cost them per capita in
state and local taxes compared
with what the cost is in other
communities of its size?

Size appears to be animportant
factor in the cost of governmental
operations, both for counties and
for municipalities, according to
recent reports by the
Department of Commerce and
others.

““Surprisingly,’’ states Robert
Brown, director of the Tax
Foundation, “‘the figures
covering 1973 show that the
smaller cities are the most
economical with the taxpayers’
funds.

‘*Cities under 50,000

ulation spend an average of

158 per year per capita for
services. But in cities over a
million the average is $682 per

capita.”’
Among counties, also local
expeiditures vary widely,

ranging from $421 per capita for
those under 25,000 to $680 for
those over 250,000.

In Cochran County, based upon
the latest figures, general
expenditures for local services
amount to approximately $495
per capita.

By way of comparison, the
average in other counties of its
size in the United States, under
10,000 population, is $437 per
capita. The overall national
average for all counties,
irrespective of size, is $575 and,
in the State of Texas, $444.

Inmost counties, the services
covered by these expenditures
include education, highways,
public welfare, health, fire and

Steady During W eek

Grower prices were steady to
firm during the week ending
November 14, according to
Clifford Wharton, in charge of the
Levelland Cotton Classing
Office.

The USDA’s Agricultural
Marketing Service reported
trading was slow and growers
offered small lots of new crop
cotton in very light volume.

They sold small mixed new
crop lots of mostly grades 41 and
51; staples 30 through 32; mikes
3.3 through 4.9 for 42.00 to 43.00
cents per pound. Mixed lots of
mostly grades 41 and 51; staples
31and 32; mikes 2.7t through 3.2
brought 38.25 cents

Demand was moderate to light.
Most lots offered were 1974 crop
cotton, Wharton said.

Prices paid growers for
cottonseed ranged from 77.50 —
90 dollars per ton.

ending July 31, 1975.

The law provides that if the
calculated loan rate is higher
than the current level of acreage
world prices for American
cotton, the loan rate may be
established at 90 percent of the
current average world price. A
qu.'ther evaluation of cotton
prices will be made before the
beginning of the 1976 cotton
marketing year, August 1, 1976.

Hall noted that loans available
to program cooperators for
different individual upland cotton
qualities will be based on the
Middling 1-inch rate, after
adjustment to the quality Strict
Low Middling 1-one-sixth inches
— the base quality now applicable
to spot market and futures price
quotations.

The producer allotment does
notlimit the amount of cotton he
can plant, but is computed only
for the purpose of making
payments should a payment be
required. Failure to plantat least
90 percent of the farm allotment
will result in a reduction in any
payment due and could result in a
reduction of up to 20 percent in
the 1977 allotment.

Morton Shares In

Large Tax Rebate

Morton received $5,013.26 as
Comptroller Bob Bullock mailed
checks totaling $14.5 million to
670 cities and towns Friday,
rebating their October city sales
tax

Bullock said his office has
rebated a total of $223.7 million
to cities collecting the sales tax
80 far in calendar 1975. During
all of calendar 1974, he said, a
total of $233.7 million was
rebated.

With a normal November and
December, Bullock predicted
city budgets will enjoy $25
million to $30 million more
revenue from the sales tax this
year over 1974.

The Comptroller said 154 of
the total 824 cities collecting the
sales tax will not receive their
rebate until the end of the
December quarter, because they
fell below the $500 cutoff for
monthly rebates.

on the South Plains of Texas have
brightened the hunting picture for
deer and turkey hunters
according to Bill Pratt, Lubbock
district supervisor.

‘“The mule deer in the caprock
country of the Lubbock district
are in excellent shape and all
areas recording turkey in past
years seem to be holding good
flocks now,’’ Pratt said.

A limit of two bucks and one
turkey of either sexhas been set
for the Permian basin — South
Plains district Pratt commented.

Both district supervisors are
suggesting that hunters use
caution this fall while hunting due
to the very dry conditions on most
of the ranches. Several prairie
fires have already been reported
and the use of vehicles in the field
could be dangerous due to hot
tailpipes, mufflers or even the
careless use of cigarettes or
matches.

Deer hunters in the field for the
first time are reminded that legal
firearms for deer include all
calibers of rifles except a .22
caliber jet gun or rocket or any
firearm wusing rimfire
ammunition.

Legal shooting hours for deer
and turkey are one-half hour
before sunrise to one-half hour
after sunset daily with roosting
areas for wild turkey protected
by law.

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State Parks
Set 14-Day
Camping Limit

Increasing popularity of fall
and winter camping in state parks
has led the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Commission to decree a
fairer apportionment of
occupancy time. At a recent
meeting the commission adopted
a new regulation making the
summer occupancy limit of 14
days applicable year-round.

In order (o insure more
equitable use of the parks, the
TP&W Commission now rules
that campers must vacate
overnight facilities after 14 days
for at least a minimum weekend
periodbefore being able to return
providing all facilities are
occupiedandan incoming visitor
requires a facility.

Until now the 14-day limit has
applied from May 1 to September
15, with a flexible 28-day limit
during the rest of the year,
depending on demand.
