Of the 26 cases from Terry Coun­
ty registered, fourteen were post 
polio cases, five were cases need­
ing pla.ctic surgery as these five 
were all small children who have 
been burned with scalding w’ater 
when babies, three w’ere cerebral 
palsy children or cases with spinal 
injuries, and four were bone de-' 
formitics and bone infections.

^tbeir government’ , and start a 
racket. Sc far as a small city edi- i 
tor can see, we cannot see any . 
reason why we have an ambassador 
over there, or let them have one 
over here’. To say the least, they 
are our enemies. While the UN, 
to which Russia is supposed to 
sitbscribe, is battling with the Red 
Koreans and Ch;nese, joined by 
•fher democratic nations in a 
token way, Russia is doing every- 
tting to encourage the enemies

of UN and the USA in particular, j 
Civilized nations can’t do business 
with Stalin and his gang.

From what we gather from re­
turns of preferential primaries, 
our president is becoming just 
about as popular with people in 
general as a suckogg hound 
around a poultry farm. And we
