o f the goveruor and attorney general 
Governor Colquitt and Attorney Gen­
eral Idghtfool have had words, through 
letters, about the matter.

BAND OF 120 CUT TO PIECES ATI 

SAN BARTOLITO PUEBLO. |

Mora Than Fifty Killed— Ruralee Am- j 
bushed the Rebels— Americans I

Killed and Captured. |

City uf .Mfxlcu. A body of lliU In 
surrectos wus i ui to pleicii by statp ru 
rales San llartollto Pueblo, Sunday. 
.More than fUty were killed, elevi a ae 
riously wounded and twenty-aeveu eap- 
tured. OwliiK to the fact that the ru- 
tales have adopted the revolutionlats' 
tactics of ainbuabliiK their eueniy, 
none w'sa killed and only a few wound­
ed.

Colonel Guerrero, In coininund of the 
lurales, upon leariilnK that the rebels 
were niarrhitiK to attack 'the munici­
pality of Nativltsa, sent 100 of hla men 
to meet them. Fifty others were or­
dered out to cut off their retreat.

The first fo ire selected a favorable 
position overlooklnK a ravine through 
which the rebels must pass and when 
they were in the trap opened a merci­
less fire mmn them. The rebels ar» 
said to have made a atubborn tight, 
hut at the end of a half hour were 
comidetely demoralized.

Reports from Chihuahua, delayed 
several days in transmission, relate a 
distressin." state of affairs in that city. 
Owing to the closing down of some In­
dustrial establishments and the run­
ning on short time of others on account 
of shortage of coal, many workmen 
have iieen thrown out of employment 
and are facing starvation. A measure 
to their advantage, however, is one ini­
tiated by (loveriior Ahumada reqi^ir- 
ing all merchants to present an invoice 
of all provisions in their iiossession, 
and regulating the sale of same na to 
quantities to individual purchasers and 
as to prices. Many of the merchants 
were said to have advanced their 

.prices 30 iH»r cent. These have been 
compelled to rediu-e the quotations to 
a fixed schedule, which is not greatly 
above normal.

Lack of workmen to prepare for the 
planting of crops on the haciendas pre­
sages a shortage of foodstuffs during 
the coming season.

__ Jtd Sonora are reported to have re­
newed activity in tearing up railroads 
and telegraph wires. Numerous towns 
according to reports, are under seign 
by the Insurrectos and thousands of 
women and children, cut off from sup­
plies, are rendered helpless.

Following the receipt of corrected 
details roncerning the battle of Casas 
Grandes, a town of perhai)s fitM) peoide, 
about 150 miles southwest of El Paso, 
where 80 men were killed last Mon­
day, news reached here of a light at 
noon Saturday at Agua Prleta on the 
border across the river from Douglas, 
Aria. Five hundred Insurrectos at­
tacked 300 federal troops but were re­
pulsed with a total o f 35 dead and 
wounded on both sidca. The fighting 
was short and the Insurrectos armed 
only with rlllcs, soon scatttTed under 
the fire of a machine gun.

What Is believed to be a reliable re­
port of the casualties at ('asas Gran- 
des says that l.'l Americans were killed 
and 17 Americ ans were taken prison­
ers.

Suit for $20,000.
Houston, Tex.— A suit have been fil­

ed by the I'nion National Hank of 
Houston to determine the rightful 
owners of $20,000 deposited in the 
bank In UHO by James T. Stewart in 
the name of "Rex O.”  sometimes 
konwn ns "Rex O (M e .)” address un­
known. It is alleged that the money 
was placed in the bank and since that 
time Stewart has died in Opelousas, 
La., and that claims have bc>eii made 
to the money by Jimmie Stewart 
Brook and J. H. Brock, who claim that 
‘.hey are the sole heirs to the money.

Texas Officers Eager.
Austin, Tex.—The adjutant general’s 

department has been notined by the 
secretary of war that Instructions as 
to attendance of officers at maneuvers 
will be given as soon as the schedule 
can be worked out. The adjutant gen 
eral has requested that Texas be per­
mitted to fill any vacancies caused by 
other states not availing themselves 
of their quota, and that If unable to 
rare for all Texas officers at one time, 
they be allowed to rotate for as long 
a tour of duty as may be found advis­
able.

Strika Settled.
Port Arthur, Tex. • The Gulf Refln- 

Ing Company's holler makers and help­
ers. about seventy-five of whom have 
been on a strike at the plant of the 
Oulf Refining Company and the Texaa 
Company, reached an amicable aet- 
tlement of their differences and r »  
tot Bed to work Monday.

KoaJ Syatoiii lor Iluuatoii County,
and Uet'larlDK un l^iiierKoncy.

B« It Enacted by the Legislature of
the State of Texae:
Sec'tlou I. That the office of 

Biiperintendeut of 1‘ublic ituada and 
HrIdKea he. and the aaiiie U hereby 
created In I he County of iioiietoii, 
iJtate of Teaaa. And the CotiunlBsiuii- 
era Court of aald county ahall at their 
tlrat reKular term of court after thla 
law ahall have taken effect appoint a 
auperlutendent of public ruada atid 

riditea. Said auperintendent ahull be 
peraon who ahall have had experi­

ence in the conatruction and buildliiK 
of public ruada and bridKea, and ahall 
be a peraon of ko(hI moral character, 
and who ahall at the tune of lila ap­
pointment be over twenty otie years 
of BKe, and who ahall be a reaident of 
the State of Texas, lie  ahall then hubl 
the appointment until the followliiK 
February term of the Comniiaalonera' 
t?ourt, iinlcaa otherwiae retnoved for 
cauaea hereafter aluted.

Said Superintendent aliall be ap- 
jiolnted for one year, at a salary not 
to exceed $i;.'iHi.ttn per atitium, aald 
salary payable monthly out of the 
Itoad and Hrldae Fund u|ion warrant 
Issued by the County Clerk and ap­
proved by the Coinmlaaloners’ Court,

Said Su|ierintendent shall take the 
oath of office as other county officers, 
and shall make a bond payable to 
the County JudKc and hia aticceaaora 
In office In the aiim of $'>.000.01). with 
at least two good and sulTiclent sure­
ties, unless aald bond la made by a 
surety company, ronditioned that such 
Superintendent will faithfully and ef­
ficiently dIacliarKe all the dullea as 
defined by this act and by the Hcneral 
road laws of the State of Texas. And 
in the event there la any recovery hud 
upon aald bund for any violation there­
of, or any money colle<‘ted ui>on aald 
bond, the aunie ahall be paid to the 
County Treasurer of Houston County, 
and by him credited to the Uuad and 
IlridKe Fund of sahl county.

Sec. 'i. The Superintendent shah 
have charge of ail roads (luibllc) and 
bridges, and shall supervise them, lie  
shall also have control of all the over­
seers and all teams, tools and other 
|)roperty belonging to the tuibllc roads 
and bridges, and shall advise the ('oni- 
mUsiotiers' Court in uppoliiting over­
seers and apiioiniing hands, and in 
o|>ening ui> new ruuds or discontinu­
ing old onea. lie shall accoutit for 
all money and property belonging to 
the public road atid bridge fund that 
may (‘ome Into hia poasesaiou.

Sec. 3. When It becomes nei-easary 
said Superintendent may, with tho 
consent of the Coinmisaioners' Court, 
appoint one or more (oini)efent assist­
ants, who shall be |iaid $1.51) per day 
for their services, which auin ahall 
be paid out of the Itoad and Bridge 
Fund. The Superintendent shall he 
responsible fur the acta of his asalat- 
ants.

Sec. 4. The said Sut)erlutendent of 
puhllc roads and bridges shall have 
full |)ower and authority, and it shall 
be bis duty to adopt such system for 
working, laying out, draining find re­
pairing the public roads of said coun­
ty as he thinks beat for the public 
good.

Sec. 0. The Sui>erlntendent shall 
have power, with the' consent of the 
Commiaalouers' Court, to . purchase 
such teams, tools and r'ainplng outflts 
as may be necessary for the working 
of the roads.

Sec. 6. The aald Sui>erliitendont may 
with the advice and consent of the 
Commisaionera’ Court of aald county, 
when there are road and bridge fiiiula 
In the treasury, to hire hands, to be 
paid not more than l."> cents j>er hour 
for actual work and hire teams, 
with wagon and driver, at not to ex­
ceed 25 cents per hour actual work, 
without hoard, and to take the coun­
ty teams and tools and work such 
roads as may he needed for tho bene­
fit of the public without regard to 
the sppciul benefit of any section of 
the county.

Sec. 7. In case the Superintendent 
letB out the hiillding of any bridge 
or the Improvenunt of any roada by 
rontract. be sball let It out by sealed 
bldo, and to the lowest responsible 
bidder—reserving the right to reject 
any and all bids v> ho shall make a 
bund In dniihlv thi' amount of hia bid, 
which bond sball be made |>ayablG to 
the County .ludge with two or more 
good and sufficient securities, to be 
aiiproved by the CoinmisalonerH' Court, 
cotn.'.lionnl for the faithful perform­
ance of his jontrait. I’ rovhlcd, how­
ever. that no ciiiitrnii for the build­
ing of an.v bridge or other Intprove- 
tneiits upon the county ro:ids in ex- 
ress of $50.OU shall he made by said 
Superintendent unless said contract 
Is tlrat approved liy the Commission- 
era' Court. Said liord if forfeited ahall 
be payable to tho road and bridge fund 
and aald Su|>erlnlendent shall receive 
and accept, for the CommlssloncrH' 
Court, all public work o4 any kind let 
by contract.

Sec. 8. It shall be the duty of the 
Superintendent to have the hands, 
where th*Te are as many as ten on 
one aectloii of the road, iuilid all 
bridges not over thirty feet long; but 
the county mual pay for all the lumt*er 
and iiaila or other necessary material 
required to build all bridges that are 
built by road hands, and when two 
sect Iona of a road me«-l at a creek 
or any place where a bridge has to 
t>e built, and there are a.-i many as 
15 bands on both sr< tioos of road and 
bridge to be built is not over fifty feel 
long, then it shall be the duty of all 
the hands of es< h section to meet 
and build the bridge. If the Super­
intendent cannot look after the build- 
tag of the bridge, he shall dealgnate

an overseer .to superintend sin li build 
lug, who shall have tite same author­
ity over hands as s regular overseer 
has; and at)y hand fulling to ohey 
such overseer ahall be deemed guilty j  
of misdt'ineauor atid oii eonvletlon 
thereof shall he lined In any sum not | 
less than one dollar and mure than ' 
five dollars; amh fine when eolleoted 
to go to the credit of the road and 
bridge fund.

If any bridge shall he over fifty 
feet long, the Superintendent shall 
let the <'ontracl to huild same to the 
lowest rea|)onaible bidder,, reserving 
the right to reject any and all bids; 
provided, all such contracts so made 
ahull be first approved by the Coin- 
misaiuiiers' Court.

Se<'. II. All I'ontract work done on 
the public ruada and bridges of lluus- 
loii County ahall be pahl for by the 
County Treasurer out of the road and 
bridge fund, on the voucher of the 
County Su|)erintendent of puhllc 
roads and bridges only, which voucher 
shall he audited and appfoved first by 
lh»> County Sit|)erlntendcnt, and then 
i)ass< (l OI) and aiipruved by the Coin 
misaioners' Court.

See. lU. It shall be the cluty of the 
Superiiileiulent to Inaiiect the roads 
and I ridges once every six inunths, 
make a written rc|)ort to the Cominis- 
shiners' Court at the February und Au­
gust terms of the court, and to the 
tJraml Jurv at each regular term of 
the DlKlrict Court of Houston County. 
Said reiKJi't showing the service ren­
dered hv each overseer, and the Juilge 
of the court of the Third Judicial Dis­
trict a'liall, at each term of his court 
in Houston County, give this act ape 
ciully in charge of the Crand Jury of 
said county If any road overseer, 
or If the Superintendent of roads and 
bridges has failed to com|ily with any

Sec. 12. The overseer and all hands 
assigned to him shall work the roatl 
at least live days from the first day 
of Junnarv to the thirteenth day of 
June; and five days from the first day 
of July to the thirty-first day of De­
cember; eight hours aetual labor shall 
constitute a day's work.

flee. 13. The Commissioners' Court 
stakll as soon as the enactments of 
this law as is practicable, and as soon 
after the selection and qualihcatioii of 
the County fluperlntendent, re-classify 
all o f the roads of Houston County Into 
the following classes; that is to say, 
roads of the first, second and third 
class. All first class roads shall be 
at least 45 feet and not more than 

feet wide In the clear. All second 
class roads shall he thirty-live feet 
wide in the clear, and all third class 
roads shall be 2B feet wide in the 
clear.
